Airflow can be adjusted by changing the direction of the air conditioner's louvers. This can also increase the
cooling efficiency of the air conditioner.

Te adjust the alr direction, remove the front grille. Remova the 4 louver screws that hold the louvers in place.
Flip the louver section 180°, replace the screws and the front grille.

Louver screws

» Recommended orientation of louvers
Adjust louvers to face upwards when cooling to maximize cooling efficiency.

The ventilation lever is located at the lower left side of the unit.

The ventilation lever must be in the CLOSE position in order to
maintain the best cooling conditions.

When fresh air is necessary in the room, set the ventilation lever to
the OPEN position.

The damper is opened and outdoor air is drawn into the room.
This will reduce the cooling or heating sfficiency.



Additional controls are available after removing the
front grille and option cover of control box.

To remove the front grille, pull out the bottom of front
grille and then lift up.

To replace the front grille, place the tabs over the top of
the unit and push the bottom of front grille until the clips
snap into place.

The additional controls are located behind the option cover of confrol box. The standard seffings will be in the
CFF position. The authorized service man has to check switches and ensure the switches are in the desired
position,

The coils on the outdoor side of the air conditionar
should be checked regularly. If they are clogged with
dirt or zoot they may be professionally steam cleaned,
a service available through a dealer.

The air filter behind the front grille should be checked and cleaned at least once every 2 weaks [of as necessary)
fo maintain optimal performance of the air conditioner.

How to remove the air filter

Pull the tab slightly to release the filter.

Clean the filter with warm, soapy water. The water
should be below 40°C {104%F).

Rinse off and gently shake off excess water from the
filter. Let it dry before replaceing it.

A CAUTION

Do not operate the unit without the filters in place.
Heplace the filter immediately when it is torm or
damaged.

When the unit operate without the filters in place or with
damaged filters, it reduce the cooling or heating, airflow
and efficiency of the unit as the indoor heat exchanger
allow dust and dirt.

+ You hear a pinging noise. This is caused by water being picked up by the condenser on rainy days orin highly
humid conditions. This feature Is designed to help remove moisture in the air and improve cooling sfficiency.

* You hear the thermostat click. This is caused by the compressor cycle starting and stopping.

* You see water dripping from the rear of the unit, Water may be collected in the base pan in highly humid
conditions or on rainy days. This water overflows and drips from the rear of the unit.

* You hear the fan running while the compressor is silent. This is a normal operational feature,
