The variable speed feafure of this saw allows you to match the proper culling speed to
the matedial being cut, enhancing the ovarali pedormance of your saw and helping to
save the blades from undue wear

The speeds can be adjusied lrom 8O to 3000 SPM [slrokes per minute} no-load speed,
by adjusting the variable speed dial localed on top of the trigger switch handis.

The speed dial is numbered "1" through "6", with number 1" the stowes! speed and
number "6” the fastest speed {see Fig. 11}.

The praper biade speed will diler depending on the type and thickness of the workpiece

As a general rule. slower speeds are for denser malerials and faster speeds are for soll
malertals

High speeds will allow you to cut workpieces laster, bt biade fife wilt be reduced

Plunge culling is uselul and tme
saving jor making rough openings in soit
materials, It makas il unnecessary o dell a hole
for an inside or pocket cul.

1. Draw lines for the epening you want to cut,

2. Hold saw firmly and 1i# Il forward so only the
toe of the saw base resis on the workpisce

3. MAKE SURE that the blada is well clear of the
workpiace.

4. Slart the saw and then gradually lower the biade into the workplece. firmiy holding the
toe of the saw base 1o prevent side wobble.
