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Chapter 1 Setting Up Your HDTV

Finding a Location for Your HDTV
¢ The power consumption of your HDTV is about 163W (AVG).

o Use the included power cord.

o When an extension cord is required, use one with the correct power rating. The 3-
pronged cord must be grounded and the grounding feature (3rd prong) must not be
compromised.

¢ To take full advantage of your TV, you will need an Internet connection. Set up the Internet
connection using the initial Setup App or the Network Menu in the HDTV Settings App. Your
HDTV has 802.11n dual-band wireless built-in (which is also compatible with 802.11b and
802.11g wireless networks), so you can connect your TV to the Internet through your wireless
home network. Or you can connect to the Internet by plugging in an Ethernet cable from your
Internet connection to the Ethernet port on your HDTV. A wired connection may provide a more
consistent connection depending on the conditions in your home environment See Network Menu
on page 48 for detailed information on setting up your Internet connection.

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Wall Mounting your HDTV

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Chapter 2 Basic Controls and Connections

Front Panel

1. POWER *VIZIO’ LIGHT—The VIZIO name lights white

Jag Wheel Control

3. Wring liquid out of the cloth before cleaning to prevent water from penetrating into the housing.

4. Wipe the TV and remote control with a dry cloth after cleaning.

Important:

¢ Do not use volatile solvents (such as toluene, rosin and alcohol). Such chemicals may damage
the housing, screen glass, and remote control, and cause labeling to peel.

¢ The screen glass is very fragile. Do not scrape it with any sharp object.
¢ Do not press or tap the screen to avoid cracking.
