Shift Lever
The shiftleveris locatedin the rightside of the handle
panelandis usedto determinegorundspeedand
directionof travel,

Forward
Therearesix forward(F) speeds,Positionone(1) is the

Therearetworeverse(R) speeds,One(1) is the slower
andtwo(2) is the faster.

Choke Control

Thechokecontrol is foundonthe rearof the engineand
is activatedby rotatingthe knobclockwise,Activatingthe

Throttle Control
Thethrottlecontrolis locatedon the

engine,It regulatesthe speedof the
engineandwill shutoff the enginewhen
pusheddowncompletely,

Depressingthe primerforcesfuel directly

Oil Fill
Engineoil levelcan becheckedandoil

Electric Starter
1, Determinethatyourhome'swiringis a three-wire

groundedsystem,Ask a licensedelectricianif you
arenot certain.

6, As theenginewarms,slowlyrotatethe chokecontrol
to the OFFposition.If theenginefalters,quickly rotate
the chokecontrolbackto FULLandthen slowlyinto
the OFFpositionagain.

7, Whendisconnectingthe extensioncord,always
unplugthe endat the three-prongwalloutletbefore
unpluggingthe oppositeendfromthe snowthrower.
