directly is strongly recommended.

You never remove the protection cover covering the rear of oven.

The 

middle (neutral) wire of the power cord or 4-wire conduit has to be connected to the middle post of 

the main terminal block. The other two wires of the power cord or conduit have to be connected to the 

outside posts of the main terminal connection block. The 4th ground wire must be connected to the 

frame of the range with the ground screw.

wire terminal ring and secure it to the range frame.

Make 

sure that the center wire (white/neutral) is connected to 

the center lower position of the terminal block. 

5. Tighten 3 screws securely into the terminal block. 

  

3-WIRE CONNECTION: CONDUIT 

Install the conduit as follows: 

Remove the Conduit connection plate from the rear of 

lower oven and rotate it as shown in Figure 5. The 

conduit hole (1'/s") must be used.

Second, install conduit as shown in Figure 6. 

For conduit installations, after purchasing a strain relief, 

insert it in the conduit hole (1'/s”). Then install the 

conduit through the body of strain relief and fasten the 

strain relief with its ring. Reinstall the bracket. 

For conduit connections : 

If the wire in the conduit is copper it must be 8 or 10 

AWG wiring. 

If the wire in the conduit is aluminum it must be 6 or 8 

AWG wiring. 

1. Loosen the lower 3 screws from the terminal block. 

Refer to Figure 11.) 

2. Insert the bare wire (white/neutral) end through the 

center terminal block opening. Do not remove ground 

strap connections. 

3. Insert the two side bare wire ends into the lower left 

and the lower right terminal block opening. Tighten 

the 3 screws securely into the terminal block.

follows” on page 8 to correctly install the strain relief. 

DO NOT install the conduit without a strain relief. 

. Loosen the 2 lower left and right screws from the 

terminal block. (Refer to Figure 12.) Remove the lower 

2 center screws. 

. Remove ground strap and discard as shown in Figure 

12. Do not discard any screws. 

. Attach the ground bare wire end to range frame and 

secure it in place with the ground screw (Refer to 

figure 12.) 

. Insert the bare wire (white/neutral) end through the 

center terminal block opening. 

. Insert the two side bare wire ends into the left and the 

right terminal block opening. Tighten the 3 screws 

securely into the terminal block. (approximately 

35 - 50 IN-LB)

FINAL INSTALLATION 
« Move range close enough to the opening to plug into 

the receptacle. 

« Slide range into position insuring that both back legs 

slide under the anti-tip brackets. Range should sit flush 

against the back wall when properly installed. 

e Carefully attempt to tip range forward to insure that 

the anti-tip brackets are engaged properly. If properly 

installed, the anti-brackets will prevent the range from 

being tipped. If the range can be tipped, reinstall the 

range until the brackets are properly installed and the 

range will not tip forward. 

e Turn on electrical power. Check the range for proper 

operation as described in owner’s manual.
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
