This hedge trimmer has many built-in convenience features for fast, efficient and safe cutting.
These features include the front full wrap assist handle, and lock-off button and trigger safety
switch located under the rear handle to prevent accidental starts. Both button and trigger switch
must be pressed to turn the hedge trimmer on.

This hedge trimmer has a precision built electric motor and it should only be connected
to a 120-volt, 60 Hz AC ONLY power supply (normal household current). The trimmer
should always be used with a GFCI (Ground Fault Circuit Interrupter) outlet.

DO NOT operate this trimmer on direct current (DC). The large voltage drop would
cause a loss of power and the motor would overheat. If the trimmer does not operate
when plugged into correct 120-volt, 60 Hz AC ONLY outlet, check the power supply.
The trimmer comes with a 12-in. pigtail power cord and must be plugged into a proper
extension cord.

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OPERATION STARTING AND STOPPING (See Figs. 3 and 4)

TO START HEDGE TRIMMER

Slide the lock-off button (1) back towards you then squeeze the trigger switch (6)

to turn on the hedge trimmer. The trimmer will stay on as long as the trigger switch

is squeezed. Lock-off button can be released once hedge trimmer is running. (See Fig. 3)

TO STOP HEDGE TRIMMER
Move Hedge trimmer away from cutting area before stopping.
To stop, release trigger switch. (See Fig. 4)

/A\ CAUTION: The blades will continue to coast in motion for a few moments after shutoff.
To avoid possible injury remain alert to the blade motion until it has completely stopped.

USING THE ROTATING HANDLE (See Figs. 5A and 5B)
1. Place the hedge trimmer on a flat and even surface and disconnect from the power supply.
2. Push the rotary lock button FORWARD and then release.

Turn the handle 90 degrees to the right or left, depending on your desired position.
The rotating handle will click into place.

3. To rotate the handle back to center; push the lock button forward and release again,
turn the handle lightly, and continue turning the handle until it clicks and locks into place.

HOW TO USE HEDGE TRIMMER (Figs. 6, 7 and 8)

NOTE: Inspect the area to be cut before each use, and remove objects which can
be thrown or become entangled in the cutting blades.

o

. Always hold the Hedge trimmer with both hands and with the blade away from you

before turning it on.

. Always keep the power cord behind the Hedge trimmer when in use.
Do not place it over the hedge that you are trimming where it may be cut by the blade.

. When trimming new growth, use a wide sweeping action so that the stems are fed directly

into the blade.

. Allow the cutting blades to reach full speed before entering the material to be cut.
. Always work in the direction going away from people and solid objects such as walls,

large stones, trees, vehicles efc.

. If the blade stalls, immediately stop the Hedge trimmer.

Disconnect the Hedge Trimmer from the electrical outlet and clear the jammed debris from
the cutting blade.

. Wear gloves when trimming thorny or prickly growth.
. Move the Hedge trimmer to feed the branches directly into the blade cutting edges.
. Do not try to cut stems that are too large to feed into the cutting blade.

TOP CUTTING (Fig. 6 and 7)

Use a wide sweeping motion. A slight downward tilt of the cutting blades in the direction
of motion gives the best cutting results.

The built-in BUBBLE LEVEL (5) assists you in cutting the hedge flat and even.
The bubble will hover in the middle of the bulb when the blade is level to the ground.

BUBBLE

HOW TO USE YOUR HEDGE TRIMMER cont. (Figs. 6,7 and 8)

SIDE CUTTING (Fig. 8)
When trimming the sides of the hedge, begin at the bottom and cut upwards,
tapering the hedge inward at the top.

This shape will expose more of the hedge, resulting in a more uniform growth.

/A WARNING: Check extension cords before each use. If damaged replace
immediately. Never use your tool with a damaged cord since touching the
damaged area could cause electrical shock resulting in serious injury.

if the supply cord is damaged, stop using the unit. Take unit to a qualified service
dealer for inspection and possible repair using identical replacement parts.

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MAINTENANCE

/A WARNING: This hedge trimmer should NEVER be connected to the
power source when you are assembling parts, making adjustments, oiling
blades, cleaning or when it is not in use. Disconnecting the trimmer will prevent
accidental starting, which could cause serious personal injury,

CLEANING

Disconnect from electrical outlet. Using a soft brush, remove debris from all air intakes
and cutting blade.

Wipe plastic surfaces of hedge trimmer clean with a soft dry cloth.

/A WARNING: Never use water for cleaning your Hedge trimmer.
Do not clean with chemicals, including petrol, or solvents as this can
damage your hedge trimmer.

LUBRICATING THE CUTTING BLADE
(Fig. 9)

For easier operation and longer life,
lubricate the cutting blades before
and after each use.

Before lubricating, make sure the Oil along edge
Hedge trimmer is disconnected from of Blade
electrical outlet. Support Bar

Apply the oil so that it runs between
the two blades. (See Fig. 9)

Stop, disconnect and oil hedge
trimmer occasionally during extended
use.

AT THE END OF THE CUTTING SEASON
Clean the Hedge trimmer thoroughly. Check that all nuts and bolts are secure.
Visually inspect the Hedge trimmer for any worn or damaged parts.

TO STORE YOUR HEDGE TRIMMER

Store the hedge trimmer in a secure, Fig. 10

dry place out of the reach of children. Hanging slot

Do not place other objects on top of the hedge for storing

trimmer.

The trimmer is provided with 1 hanging slot
for storing the trimmer on the wall (See Fig. 10).

Store in a dry place where the trimmer
can be protected from damage.
