BEFOREYOU BEGINCLEANING
1. Vacuum thoroughly - For carpet, use a HOOVER _

vacuum cleaner with an agitator for best results.

Vacuum upholstery with a vacuum cleaner with

cleaning tool attachments. Use a crevice tool to

reach into tufts and folds. Do not use the carpet

cleaner as a dry vacuum cleaner.

2. For upholstery, check cleaning code - Use your

4. When cleaning entire floor, move furniture out of
area to be cleaned (may not be necessary if only

high traffic areas are to be cleaned). For furniture
too heavy to move, place aluminum foil or wax

paper under legs. This will prevent wood finishes
from staining carpet. Pin up furniture skirts and
