The first time the unit is turned on,
the settings will be 70° and Low fan. You can adjust the fan
speed and temperature to your personal comfort.

Energy Saver ON—Helps minimize electricity use. It is
normal for the fan to cycle off and then back on in this
mode. This on/off cycle can repeat multiple times. Because
the fan will cycle off, you may notice a variation in room
temperature and humidity.

Energy Saver OFF—\When this mode is not engaged, the fan
will run continuously, and in Cool mode the compressor
will cycle on and off to maintain room temperature.

Fan Only Mode

Use the Fan Only Mode at Low, Med or High fan speed to
provide air circulation and filtering without cooling. Since
fan-only settings do not provide cooling, a Set temperature
cannot be entered. The room temperature will appear in the
display.
