1. A minimum of 30" between the cabinets is
required for installation. If the space between
the cabinets is greater than 30”, a Filler Panel
Kit may be used to fill in the gap between the
microwave oven and the cabinets. Your Owner’s
Manual contains the kit number for your model.

2. Make sure the bottom edge of the cabinet that
will be above the microwave oven is at least 66"
from the floor and 30” from the cooking surface.

3. For easier access to change the hood and range
lamps, the bottom of the microwave oven should
be at least 2" above the range backsplash.
