OTHER FEATURES
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PICTURE SEARCH OPTIONS

The most basic way to search during playback is using the forward
or reverse function. This section contains several other options
available for searching a tape.

Search features work well for tapes recorded at the SLP speed on
Model VR344 and the SP or SLP speed on Model VR519.

FORWARD AND REVERSE SEARCH

You can view a tape during play or play pause. Sound is turned off
during picture search.

1. Press FWD to search forward or REV to search in reverse.

2. Press FWD or REV again or press PLAY on the remote
(PLAY*PAUSE on the VCR) to return to normal playback.

SLOW MOTION

You can view a tape during play or play-pause using slow motion.
1. Press SLOW on the remote to begin slow motion playback.

2. Press FWD to increase or REV to decrease the speed of the
search.

3. Use TRACKING up or down to remove any streaks from the
picture.

4. Press PLAY on the remote (PLAY*PAUSE on the VCR) to return
to normal playback.

The VCR switches automatically from slow-motion playback to
stop after a few minutes.

COMMERCIAL SCAN (SEARCH BUTTON)

This is useful for skipping commercials or short program segments.

¢ Press SEARCH once during playback to advance the tape
approximately 60 seconds.

* Press SEARCH to cancel commercial scan and return to normal
playback.

Insert Tape:

Don't forget to insert a recorded
tape when using the search features.




OTHER FEATURES

FRAME ADVANCE

Frame advance lets you view one-stop action frame after
another.

INDEX SEARCH

The VCR has a “VHS Index Search System” that automatically
records an index mark on the tape every time you start a
recording. During playback you can locate the program you want
to play by the number of index marks or by scanning. The VCR
will search forward or reverse from the location you are on the
tape.

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TRACKING

Your VCR has automatic tracking which removes the streaks or
snow from the picture. Automatic tracking is activated when you
insert a tape or turn on the VCR. Occasionally you may need to
manually adjust tracking, especially if the tape was recorded on a
different VCR. Just use the TRACKING buttons to remove the
streaks or snow. You can also use tracking on Model VR519 when
you PAUSE a tape to reduce jittering of the picture.

When you manually adjust the picture, automatic tracking is
turned off. To turn automatic tracking back on, press both
TRACKING buttons on the front of the VCR at the same time, or
eject the tape and re-insert it.

Tracking has no effect during recording--only playback.

TIME COUNTER

The time counter shows the actual time it takes to record a
program or play back a segment of a recorded tape. It helps
locate the beginning or end of programs you taped. The time
counter resets to 0:00:00 whenever the tape is ejected from
the VCR.

For example, if you record a 30-minute program at the beginning
of the tape and you want to go to the end of that program to
begin another recording, you would:

1. Press INFO twice to display the time counter.
2. Press CLEAR to reset the time counter to 0:00:00.

3. Press FWD to forward the tape until the time counter reads
0:30:00.

4. Press STOP. This is the approximate end of the program. (You
may want to press PLAY to verify.) Now, you can begin
recording at this spot.

5. Press INFO to remove the time counter from the screen and
return to the normal display mode.

JACKS AND CABLES

RF Jacks and Coaxial Cables (F-type)

The RF jacks provide good picture and mono sound quality, and
must be used if audio/video connections are not available for
your TV.

These jacks are required for antenna or cable-TV connections.
The RF jacks on the VCR are labeled IN FROM ANT. and OUT TO
TV. The coaxial cable supplied with your VCR is used to connect
the VCR's OUT TO TV jack and your TV's antenna input.

Audio/Video Jacks and Cables (RCA-type)

The audio/video jacks provide very good picture and sound
quality, and can be used if your TV has audio/video input jacks.

These jacks are used for most audio/video connections between
components. The VCR audio/video jacks are color coded (yellow
for video and white for audio). If your TV has two inputs for
audio (stereo), connect the one labeled mono. If one is not
labeled mono, you may need a Y-adapter.

CHOOSING A VCR CONNECTION

There are several different ways to hook up your VCR, depending
on whether or not you have cable, and if you have cable, whether
you have a cable box, and if some of the channels are scrambled
and...well, you get the picture.

Three connections are described in this section and one of them
should provide you with a VCR hookup that works.

e TV with RF Jack only

If you need to hook up additional components not shown in the
diagrams here (and are unsure of how to connect them), refer to
the instruction manual that came with that particular component.

ADVANTAGES OF AUDIO/VIDEO CABLE
CONNECTIONS

Using a simple coaxial cable connection gives you good picture
quality. If your television has A/V jacks, | highly recommend using
them to get even better picture and sound quality when
recording and playing back videotapes. These connections give
you more convenient operation by not sharing the signal from
the RF cable.

DON'T FORGET ABOUT THE TV/VCR FEATURE

The TV/VCR switch controls whether the picture signal is coming
from the VCR or the TV.

Model VR344: The TV/VCR feature automatically switches the VCR
to the VCR mode when the VCR is turned on or you press the
PLAY button.

Snowy or no picture during playback
e  Press TVeVCR to turn VCR indicator on.

e Check TV channel selected (3 or 4) to make sure it matches the channel selected with 3 CH. 4 switch on
back of VCR.

e Check to make sure the TV's fine tuning is correct for the channel you have selected.
¢ Check video cable connections between VCR and TV monitor.

e Check to make sure the TV monitor is set to video input channel.

e Try another tape.

e  Some snow/streaks are normal during search, stop action, frame advance, and slow-motion playback.

Streaks in picture during normal playback
e  Press one of the TRACKING buttons to move streaks up or down for the best picture.

e Check to make sure the tape is of good quality and not worn out.

Time counter not working or time counter not working in search modes

e The time counter does not advance during unrecorded portions of tape. When an unrecorded segment of
tape is encountered, the time counter will hold its count until recorded material is detected again.

e A minus () will appear in front of the time if you rewind the tape farther back than a counter reading of
0:00:00.

Will not record or play
¢ Check to make sure there is a tape in the VCR.
+ Try ejecting and reinserting the cassette.

¢ Check to make sure the tape is not broken.

e Check to make sure the VCR is not in pause mode. Press PAUSE or PLAY on the remote (PLAY*PAUSE
on the VCR) to return to normal playback.

Will not record
¢ Check to make sure the safety tab is intact.

e Check to make sure the VCR is not in the line mode. Press INPUT on the remote.

Rewind does not operate
¢ Check to make sure the tape is not already rewound.

VCR plus+ or timer recording not made or wrong program recorded

e Check to make sure the correct VCR plus+ code is entered.

e Check to make sure the cable box was turned on when recording was to begin.

¢ Check to make sure the program was entered correctly (wrong channel or times).
¢ Power interruption. Reset the clock.

e Check to see if time and date are correct - including AM/PM.

e Check to make sure the program did not exceed the tape’s length or the tape was not rewound
beforehand.

¢ Check to make sure the VCR was turned off at the time recording was to start.
e Check to make sure there was a tape in the VCR and the cassette’s safety tab was intact.
e VCR ejects cassette when the end of the tape is reached during a timer recording.

e Check to make sure VCR plus+ setup was completed correctly.

Internal clock shows incorrect time or date

e Power interruption.

e Check to make sure the clock is set accurately (check AM/PM and date).

e Check AUTO DST setting. The clock may have adjusted for daylight-saving time.

Time did not adjust for daylight-saving time
e Check to make sure AUTO DST feature is turned on.
