HOOK-UP CABLES AND CONNECTORS

Most video/audio connections between components can be made with shielded video and audio cables that have
phono connectors. For best performance, video cables should use 75-ohm coaxial shielded wire. Cables can be
purchased from most stores that sell audio/video products. Below are illustrations and names of common connectors.
Before purchasing any cables, be sure of the output and input connector types required by the various components. Also
make sure the cables are the correct length.

300-Ohm Twin Lead Connector
This outdoor antenna cable must be connected to an antenna adaptor (300-Ohm to 75-Ohm).

For connecting RF signals (antenna or cable TV) to the antenna jack on the television.

Antenna Inputs/Output

The “ANT” button on the Genius Remote Controt allows you to switch between two separate 75-ohm RF antenna
inputs, Main (VHF/UHF) and Auxiliary (AUX). The antenna output labeled “To converter” allows the Main (VHF/UHF)
antenna connection to pass directly to a different source such as a pay-TV cable decoder.

Ghosting may also be caused
by defects in the antenna system such as unshielded leads or connecting several sets
to the same antenna without using multiple antenna couplers.

* SNOW:

Ifyour receiveris located in the fringe area of a television station where the signal is weak,
your picture may be marred by the appearance of small dots. When the signal is
extremely weak, it may be necessary to install a special antenna to improve the picture.

» RADIO FREQUENCY INTERFERENCE:
The interference produces moving ripples or diagonal streaks, and in some cases,
causes loss of contrast in the picture.
