Moisture Condensation

Moisture condensation can occur:

In locations where moisture condensation may
oceur:

¢ When the video recorder is moved from a cold
place to a warm place.

¢ Under extremely humid conditions

* Keep the power cord plugged into an AC outlet
and POWER On.
