This manualdescribestheVRZ344 andtheVRZ364.TheVRZ344 is a monaural(singlesoundsource)system,
while the VRZ364 is a stereo system.Otherwise, the two models are exacdy the same.In this manual,the
VRZ364 is illustrated.('rheVRZ344 has singleAUDIO IN/OUT Jacks.Otherwise, theVRZ344 looks exactly
like theVRZ364.)
