The heart of the treadmill is the innovative console.
The console features a key-operated power switch,
electronic speed control and four independent displays
to provide continuous exercise feedback. Please read
these instructions carefully before operating the con-
sole. Note: If there is a sheet of protective plastic
on the face of the console, peel it off before operat-
ing the console.

INSTALLING BATTERIES

The motivational fitness monitor requires two "AA" bat-
teries (not included); alkaline batteries are recom-
mended. Slide open the battery cover located on the
underside of the console.

HOW TO TURN ON THE POWER

A CAUTION: Do not stand on the walk-

ing belt when turning on the power. Always wear
the clip while operating the treadmill.

Insert the key into the power switch. The four displays
of the motivational fitness monitor will not appear until
the ON/CLEAR button is pressed, or the walking belt
begins to move (see CONTROLLING THE SPEED
below). Note: If batteries were just installed, the four
displays will already appear.

CONTROLLING THE SPEED

To start the walking belt, first turn the speed control
knob to "STOP/RESET." Then, turn the knob slowly
clockwise until the walking belt begins to move at slow
speed. Do not let your feet touch the walking belt when
standing on the foot rails.

A CAUT'ON. Atter the knob is turned,

there will be a pause before the walking belt be-
gins to move.

TURNING OFF THE POWER

PADDED WALKING PLATFORM

The treadmill features a padded walking platform
that adds to your comfort as you exercise on the
treadmill.

HOW TO CHANGE THE INCLINE OF THE TREADMILL

The incline of the treadmill can be changed by raising
or lowering the back end. Before changing the incline,
remove the key and unplug the power cord.

Place one foot on the incline leg near the sticker, and
grasp the_rear roller with both hands, CAUTION: Do
not place your hands under the frame, or they may
be pinched.

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TROUBLE-SHOOTING AND STCRAGE

Most treadmill problems can be solved by following the simple steps below. Find the symptom that ap-

plies, and follow the steps listed. If further assistance is needed, call our toli-free HELPLINE at 1-800-736-

1. SYMPTOM: THE POWER DOES NOT TURN ON

a. Make sure that the power cord is plugged into a surge protector, and that the surge protector is plugged into
a properly grounded outlet. (See HOW TO PLUG IN THE POWER CORD on page 7.) Use only a UL-listed
surge protector, rated at 15 amps, with a 14-gauge cord of five feet or less in length.

b. After the power cord has been plugged in, make sure that the key is fully inserted into the console. (See

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CONDITIONING GUIDELINES

The following guidelines will help you fo plan your ex-
ercise program. Remember that proper nutrition and
adequate rest are essential for successful resuits.

AWARN'NG: Before beginning this or

any exercise program, consult your physician.
This Is especially important for individuals over
the age of 35 or Individuals with pre-existing
health problems.

EXERCISE INTENSITY

To maximize the benefits of exercising, it is important
to exercise with the proper intensity. The proper inten-
sity level can be found by using your heart rate as a
guide. For effective aerobic exercise, your heart rate
should be maintained at a level between 70% and
85% of your maximum heart rate as you exercise.
This is known as your training zone. You can find your
training zone in the table below. Training zones are
listed for both unconditioned and conditioned persons
according to age.

During the first few months of your exercise program,
keep your heart rate near the low end of your training
Zone as you exercise. After a few months, your heart
rate can be increased gradually until it is near the mid-
die of your training zone as you exercise.

To measure your heart rate, stop exercising and place
two fingers on your wrist as shown below.

Take a six-second heartbeat count, and muttiply the
result by 10 to find your heart rate. For example, if
your six-second heartbeat count is 14, your heart rate
is 140 heats per minute. (A six-second count is used
because your heart rate wilt drop rapidly when you
stop exercising.) Adjust the intensity of your exercise
until your heart rate is at the proper level.

WORKOUT GUIDELINES

Each workout should consist of three basic parts: a
warm-up, 20 to 30 minutes of training zone exercise,
and a cool-down.

Warming up prepares the body for exercise by in-
creasing circulation, delivering more oxygen to the
muscles and raising the body temperature. Begin
each workout with 5 to 10 minutes of stretching and
light exercise to warm up.

Next, increase the intensity of your exercise to raise
your heart rate to your training zone for 20 to 30 min-
utes. Breathe regularly and deeply as you exercise—
never hold your breath.

Finish each workout with 5 to 10 minutes of stretching
to cool down. Stretching after exercise is very effec-
tive for increasing flexibility.

To maintain or improve your condition, complete three
workouts each week, with at least one day of rest be-
tween workouts. After a few months of regular exer-
cise, you may complete up to five workouts each week,
if desired.

The key to success is to make exercise an enjoyable
part of your everyday life.



SUGGESTED STRETCHES

The following stretches can provide a good warm-up or cool-down. Correct form for each stretch is shown in the

drawings below. Move slowly as you stretch-never bounce.

TOE TOUCH STRETCH

Stand with your knees bent slightly and slowly bend forward
from your hips. Allow your back and shoulders to relax as you
reach down toward your toes as far as possible. Hold for 15
counts, then relax. Repeat 3 times,

Stretches: Hamstrings, back of knees and back.

HAMSTRING STRETCH

Sit with one leg extended. Bring the sole of the opposite foot to-
ward you and rest it against the inner thigh of your extended
leg. Reach toward your toes as far as possible. Hold for 15
counts, then relax. Repeat 3 times for both legs.

Stretches: Hamstrings, lower back and groin.

CALF/ACHILLES STRETCH

With one leg in front of the other, reach forward and place your
hands against a wall. Keep your back leg straight and your
back foot flat on the floor. Bend your front ieg, lean forward and
move your hips toward the wall. Hold for 15 counts, then relax.
Repeat 3 times for both legs. To cause further stretching of the
achilles tendons, bend your back leg as well.

Stretches: Calves, achilles tendons and ankles.

QUADRICEPS STRETCH

With one hand against a wall for balance, reach back and
grasp one foot with your other hand. Bring your heel as close to
your buttocks as possible. Hold for 15 counts, then relax.
Repeat 3 times for both legs.

Stretches: Quadriceps and hip muscles.

INNER THIGH STRETCH
Sit with the soles of your feet together and your knees outward.
Pull your feet toward your groin area as far as possible. Hold

for 15 counts, then relax. Repeat 3 times.
