. GENERAL OPERATION

Read, understand, and follow all instructions in the
manual and on the machine before starting.

Only aliow responsible aduits, who arefamiliarwith the
instructions, to operate the machine.

Clear the area of objects such as rocks, toys, wire,
etc., which could be picked up and thrown by the blade,
Be surethe area is clear of other people before mowing.
Stop machine if anyone enters the area.

Never carry passengers.

Do not mow in reverse unless absolutely necessary.
Always look down and behindbefore and while backing.
Be aware of the mower discharge direction and do not
point it at anyone. Do not operate the mower without
either the entire grass catcher or the guard in place.

Slow down before turning.

Never leave a running machine unatiended. Always
turn off blades, set parking brake, stop engine, and
remove keys hefore dismounting. -

Turn off blades when not mowing.

Stop engine before removing grass catcher orunciog-
ging chute.

Mow only in daylight or good artificial fight.

Do not operate the machine while under the influence
of alcohol or drugs.

Watch for traffic when operating near or crossing
roadways.

Use extra care whenloading or unloading the machine
into a trailer or truck.

Dataindicates thatoperators, age 60 years and above,
are involved in a farge percentage of riding mower-
refatedinjuties. These operators should evaluate their
ability to operate the riding mower safely enough to
protect themselves and others from serious injury.

SLOPE OPERATION

Slopes are a major factor related to loss-of-control and

tipover accidents, which can resultin severeinjury ordeath. -

All slopes require extra caution. |f you cannot back up the
slope or if you feel uneasy on it, do not mow it.

Mow up and down slopes, not across.

Remove obstactes such as rocks, tree limbs, efc.
Watch for holes, ruts, or bumps. Uneventerrain could
overturn the machine. Tall grass can hide obstacles.
Use slow speed. Choose alow gear so that youwiil not
have to stop or shift while on the siope.

Followthe manufacturer's recommendations for wheel
weights or counterweights to improve stability.

tJse extra care with grass catchers or other attach-
ments. These canchange the stability of the machine.
Keep allmovement onthe slopes slowand gradual. Do
not make sudden changes in speed or direction.
Avoid starting or stopping on a slope. [f tires lose

traction, disengage the blades and proceed siowly
straight down the slope.

DONOT:

Do not tum on slopes unless necessary, and then, turn
slowly and gradually downhill, if possible.

Do not mow near drop-offs, ditches, or embankments.
The mower could suddenly tum overifawheelis overthe
edge of a cliff or ditch, or if an edge caves in.

E:% notmow onwetgrass. Reducedtractioncould cause
sliding.

Do not try to stabilize the machine by putting your foot
on the ground.

Do not use grass catcher on steep slopes.

CHILDREN

Tragic accidents can occur if the operator is not alert to the
presence of children. Children are often attracted to the
machine and the mowing activity. Never assume that
children will remain where you last saw them.

.

Keep children out of the mowing area and under the
watchful care of another responsibie adult.

Be alert and turn machine off if children entet the area.
Before and when backing, ook behind and down for
small children.

Never carry children. They may fall off and be seriously
injured or interfere with safe machine operation.

Never allow children to operate the machine.

Use extra care when approaching blind comers, shrubs,
trees, or other objects that may obscure vision.

SERVICE

Use extra care in handling gasoline and other fuels.

They are flammable and vapors are explosive.

- Use only ah approved container.

~ Never remove gas cap or add fuel with the engine
running. Allow engine to cool before refueling. Do
not smoke.

- Never refuel the machine indoors.

- Never store the machine or tuel container inside
wherethereisanopenflame, such as awaterheater.

Never run a machine inside a closed area.

Keep nuts and bolts, especially biade attachment bolts,
tight and keep equipment in good condition.

Never tamper with safety devices. Check their proper
operation regularly.

Keep machine free of grass, leaves, or other debris
build-up. Clean oilorfuel spillage. Allow machinetocool
before storing.

Stop and inspect the equipment if you strike an object.
Repair, if necessary, before restarting.

Never make adjustments or repairs with the engine
running.

Grass catcher companents are subject to wear, dam-
age, and deterioration, which could expose moving parts
or allow objects to be thrown. Frequently check compo-
nents and replace with manufacturer's recommended
parts, when necessary.

Mowerblades are sharp and cancut. Wrap the blade(s)
or wear gloves, and use extra caution when servicing
them,.

Check brake operation frequently. Adjust and service
asrequired.
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Be sure the area is clear of other people before mowing.
Stop machine if anyone enters the area.

Nevercarry passengers or children even withthe blades
off.

Do not mow in reverse unless absolutely necessary.
Always look down and behind before and while backing.

Never carry children. They may fail off and be seriously
injured or interfere with safe machine operation.

Keep children out of the mowing area and under the
watchiul care of another responsible adult.

Be alert and turn machine off if children enter the area.

Before and when backing, look behind and down for
small children.

Mow up and down siopes (15° Max}, not across.
Remove obstacles such as rocks, tree limbs, etc.

Use slow speed. Choose a low gear so that you will not
have to stop or shift while on the slope.

Avoid starting or stopping on a slope. If tires iose
traction, disengage the blades and proceed slowly
straight down the slope.

if machine stops while going uphill, disengage blades,
shift into reverse and back down slowly.

Do nottum on slopes unless necessary, and then, tumn
slowly and gradually downhill, if possible.

CAUTION: Do not coast ;:lown a hill in

neutral, you may lose control of the trac-
tor.

CAUTION: Tow only the attachments
that are recommended by and comply
with specifications of the manufacturer
of your tractor. Use common sense
whentowing. Operate onlyatthe lowest
possible speed when on a slope. Too
heavy of a load, while on a slope, is
dangerous. Tires can lose traction with
the ground and cause youtolose control
of your tractor.

CAUTION: In order to prevent acciden-
tal starting when setting up, transport-
ing, adjusting or making repairs, always
disconnect spark plug wire and place
wire where it cannot contact spark plug.

To
ensure safe and proper operation of your tractor all parts and hardware you assemble must be tightened securely. Usethe

correct tools as necessary to insure proper tightness.

CHECK DECK LEVELNESS

For best cutting results, mower housing should be properly
leveled. See“TO LEVELMOWERHOUSING” inthe Service
and Adjustments section of this manual.

CHECK FOR PROPER POSITION OF ALL
BELTS

See the figures that are shown for replacing motion and
mower blade drive belts in the Service and Adjustiments
section of this manual. Verily that the belts are routed
correctly.

The operation of any tractor can resultin foreign objects thrown into the eyes, which can
resultin severe eye damage. Always wear safety glasses or eye shields while operating
your tractor or performing any adjustments or repairs. We recommend a wide vision
safety mask over spectacies or standard safety glasses.

HOW TO USE YOUR TRACTOR
TO SET PARKING BRAKE (See Fig. 6)

Yourtractor is equipped with an operator presence sensing
switch. When engine is running, any altemptby the operator
to leave the seat without first setting the parking brake will
shut off the engine.

s Depress clutch/brake pedal into fuli “BRAKE” position
and hold.

Always operate engine at full throttle.

* Operating engine at less than full throttle reduces the
battery charging rate.

»  Full throttle offers the best bagging and mower perfor-
mance. -

TO USE CHOKE CONTROL (See Fig. 6)
Use choke control whenever you are starting a cold engine.
Do not use to start a warm engine.

s To engage choke control, pull knob out. Slowly push
knob in to disengage.

TO MOVE FORWARD AND BACKWARD (See

Fig. 6)

The direction and speed of movement is controlled by the

motion control lever.

» Stant tractor with motion control lever in neutral (N)
position.

* Release parking brake and clutch/brake pedal.

»  Slowly move motion control lever to desired position.

TO ADJUST MOWER CUTTING HEIGHT (See
Fig. 6)

The cutting height is controlled by turning the height adjust-
ment knob in desired direction.

* Tum knob clockwise (/) to raise cutting height.

* Tum knob counterclockwise (¥} to lower cutting
height.

The cutting height range is approximately 1-1/2"to 4. The
heights are measured from the ground to the blade fip with
the engine not running. These heights are approximateand
may vary depending upon soil conditions, height of grass
and types of grass being mowed.

TOWING CARTS AND OTHER ATTACHMENTS

Tow only the attachments that are recommended by and
comply with specifications of the manufacturer of your
tractor. Use common sense when towing. Too heavy of a
load, while on a slope, is dangerous. Tires can lose traction
with the ground and cause youto lose control of yourtractor.



OPERATION

BEFORE STARTING THE ENGINE

CHECK ENGINE OIL LEVEL (See Fig. 15)

The engine in your tractor has been shipped, from the
factory, already filled with summer weight oil.

+ Check engine oil with tractor on level ground.

*  Remove oil fill cap/dipstick and wipe clean, reinsert the
dipstick and screw cap tight, wait for a few seconds,
remove and read oil level. If necessary, add oi} untii
“FULL” mark on dipstick is reached. Do not overfill.

* For cold weather operation you should change oil for
easier starting (See “OIL VISCOSITY CHART” in the
Customer Responsibilities section of this manual).

* Tochange engineoil, seethe Customer Responsibilities
section in this manual.

ADD GASOLINE

* Fill fuel tank. Use fresh, clean, reqular unleaded
gasoline with a minimum of 87 octane. (Use of leaded
gasoline will increase carbon and lead oxide deposits
and reduce valve life). Do not mix oil with gasoline.
Purchase fuel in quantities that can be used within 30
days to assure fuel freshness.

WARNING: Experienceindicates thatalcohol blended fuels
{called gaschol or using ethanot or methanol) can attract
moisture which leads to separation and formation of acids
during storage. Acidic gas can damage the fuel system of
an engine while in storage. To avoid engine problems, the
fuel system should be emptied before storage of 30 days or
longer. Drain the gas tank, startthe engine and let it run until
the fuel lines and carburetor are empty. Use fresh fuel next
season. See Storage instructions foradditional information.
Never use engine or carburetor cleaner products in the fue!
tank or permanent damage may occur.

TO START ENGINE (See Fig. 5)

Whensstarting the engine for the firsttime orifthe engine has

run out of fuel, it will take extra cranking time to move fuel

from the tank to the engine.

* Besurefreewheelcontrolisinthe transmission engaged
position.

* Siton seat in operating position, depress clutch/brake

pedal and set parking brake.

Place motion control lever in neutral (N) position.

Move attachment clutch to “DISENGAGED" position.

Move throttle control to fast position

Pulichoke control out for a cold engine start attempt. For

a warm engine start attempt the choke control may not

beneeded.

NOTE: Before starting, read the warm and cold starting

procedures below.

CAUTION: Fill to bottom of gas tank
filler neck. Do notoverfill. Wipe off any
spilled oil or fuel. Do not store, spill or
use gasoline near an open flame.
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» Insert key into ignition and turn key clockwise to
“START" position and release key as soon as engine
starts. Do not run starter continuously for more than
fifteen seconds per minute. if the engine does not start
afterseveral attempts, push choke controlin, waita few
minutes and try again. If engine still does not start, pull
the choke controt out and retry.

WARM WEATHER STARTING {50° F and above)

*  When engine starts, slowly push choke control in until
the engine begins to run smoothly. if the engine starts
to runroughty, pull the choke controlout slightly for a few
seconds and then continue to push the contralin slowly.

« Theattachments and ground drive can now be used. If
the engine does not accept the load, restartthe engine
and allow it to warm up for one minute using the choke
as described above. .

COLDWEATHER STARTING (50° F and below)

= When engine starts, slowly push choke control in until
the engine begins to run smoothly. Continue to push the
choke control in smali steps allowing the engine to
acceptsmall changes in speed andload, untilthe choke
controlis fully in. If the engine starts to run roughly, putl
the choke control out slightly for afew seconds and then
continue to push the control in siowly. This may require
an engine warm-up period from several seconds to
several minutes, depending on the temperature.

AUTOMATIC TRANSMISSION WARM UP

» Beforedriving the unitin cold weather, the transmission
should be warmed up as foliows:

» Be sure the tractor is on level ground.

* Place the motion control lever in neutral. Release
the parking brake and let the clutch/brake
slowly return to operating position.

* Allowone minute fortransmission to warmup. This
can be done during the engine warm up period.

» The attachments can be used during the engine warm-
up period after the transmission has been warmed up
and may require the choke control be pulled out siightly.

NOTE: If at a high altitude (above 3000 feet) or in cold

temperatures (below 32 F) the carburetor fuel mixture may

need to be adjusted for best engine performance. See “TO

ADJUST CARBURETOR?" in the Service and Adjustments

section of this manual.

PURGE TRANSMISSION

A

To ensure proper operation and performance, it is recom-
mended that the transmission be purged before operating
tractor for the first time. This procedure will remove any
trapped air inside the transmission which may have devel-
oped during shipping of your tractor.

IMPORTANT: SHOULD YOUR TRANSMISSION REQUIRE

REMOVAL FOR SERVICE OR REPLACEMENT, IT

SHOULDBE PURGED AFTER REINSTALLATION BEFORE

OPERATING THE TRACTOR.

» Placetractor safely onlevel surface with engine off and
parking brake set.

+ Disengage transmission by placing freewheel controlin
freewheeling position {See “TO TRANSPORT" in this
section of manual).

CAUTION: Never engage or disengage
freewheel lever while the engine is run~
ning.




OPERATION

Sitting in the tractor seat, start engine. After the engine
is running, move throttle control to slow position. With
motion control iever in neutral (N) position, slowly
disengage clutch/brake pedali.

Move motion control lever to full forward position and
hold for five (5) seconds. Move lever to full reverse
position and hold for five (5) seconds. Repeat this
procedure three (3) times.

NOTE: During this procedure there will be no movement of
drive wheels. The air is being removed from hydraulic drive
system.

Move motion control lever to neutral {(N) position. Shut-
off engine and set parking brake.

Engage transmission by placing freewheel control in
driving position (See “TO TRANSPORT" in this section
of manual).

Sitting in the tractor seat, start engine, Afterthe engine
is running, move throttle control to half (1/2) speed. With
motion conirol lever in neutral (N) position, slowly
disengage clutch/brake pedal.

Slowly move motion control lever forward, after the
tractor moves approximately five (5) feet, slowly move
motion control lever to reverse position. Afterthetractor
moves approximately five (5) feet return the motion
control lever to the neutral (N) position. Repeat this
procedure with the motion control lever three (3} times.
Your tractor is now purged and now ready for normal
operation.

MOWING TIPS

Mower should be properly leveled for best mowing
performance. See “TO LEVEL. MOWERHOUSING” in
the Service and Adjustments section of this manual.

The left hand side of mower should be used for trimming.

Drive sothat clippings are discharged onto the area that
has been cut. Have the cut area to the right of the
machine. This will result in a more even distribution of
clippings and mare uniform cutting.

When mowing large areas, start by tuming to the right so
that clippings will discharge away from shrubs, fences,
driveways, etc. After one or two rounds, mow in the
opposite direction making left hand turns until finished
(See Fig. 10).

if grass is extremely tall, it should be mowed twice to
reduce load and possible fire hazard from dried clip-
pings. Make first cut relatively high; the second to the
desired height.

Do not mow grass when it is wet. Wet grass will plug
mower and ieave undesirable clumps. Allow grasstodry
before mowing.

Always operate engine at full throttle when mowing
to assure better mowing performance and proper dis-
charge of material. Regulate ground speedby selecting
a low enough gear to give the mower cutting perfor-
mance as well as the quality of cut desired,

When operating attachments, select a ground speed

“thatwill suitthe terrain and give bestperformance of the

attachment being used.

MULCHING MOWING TIPS

IMPORTANT: FOR BEST PERFORMANCE, KEEP MOWER
HOUSING FREE OF BUILT-UP GRASS AND TRASH.
CLEAN AFTER EACH USE.

The special mulching blade willrecut the grass clippings
many times and reduce them in size s0 that as they fall
ontothe lawn they will disperse intothe grass and notbe
noticed. Also, the mulched grass will biodegrade
quickly to provide nutrients for the lawn. Always mulch
with your highest engine (blade) speed as this will
provide the best recutting action of the bladas.

Avoid cutting your lawn when itis wet. Wet grass tends
to form clumps and interferes with the mulching action.
The best time to mow your lawn is the early afternoon.
At this time the grass has dried and the newly cut area
will not be exposed to the direct sun.

Forbest results, adjustthe mower cutting height sothat
the mower cuts off only the top one-third of the grass
blades (See Fig. 11). For extremely heavy mulching,
reduce your width of cut on each pass and mow slowly.
Certaintypes of grass and grass conditions may require
that an area be mulched a second time to completely
hide the clippings. When doing a second cut, mow
across or perpendicular to the first cut path.

Change your cutting pattern from week to week. Mow
north to south one week then change to eastto west the

next week. This will help prevent matting and graining
of the lawn,

Always observe safety rules when performing any mainte-
nance.

BRAKE OPERATION

high speed in highest gear, then brake must be adjusted.

TIRES

Maintain properairpressure inalitires (See“PRODUCT

» Keep tires free of gasoline, oil, or insect control chemi-
cals which can harm rubber.

* Avoid stumps, stones, deep ruts, sharp objects and
other hazards that may cause tire damage.

TO SHARPEN BLADE (See Fig. 13)

NOTE: We do not recommend sharpening blade - butifyou
do, be sure the blade is balanced.

Care should be taken to keep the blade balanced. An
unbalanced blade wilf cause excessive vibration and even-
tual damage to mowet and engine.

» The blade canbe shamened with a file or on a grinding
wheel. Do not attempt to sharpen while on the mower.

* To check blade balance, you will need a 5/8" diameter
steel bolt, pin, or a cone bafancer. (When using a cone
balancer, follow the instructions supplied with balancer).

NOTE: Do not use a nail for balancing blade. The lobes of
the center hole may appear to be centered, but are not.

+ Slide blade on to an unthreaded portion of the steel bolt
orpin and hold the bolt or pin paralie! with the ground. If
blade is balanced, it should remain in a horizontal
position. If either end of the blade moves downward,
sharpen the heavy end uniil the blade is balanced.




CUSTOMER RESPONSIBILITIES

BATTERY

Your tractor has a battery charging system which is suffi-
cient for normal use. However, periodic charging of the
battery with an automotive charger wilt extend its life.

* Keep battery and terminals clean.

* Keep battery bolts tight.

* Keep small vent holes open.

* Recharge at 6-10 amperes for 1 hour.

NOTE: The original equipment battery on your tractor is
maintenance free. Do not attempt to open or remove capsor

covers. Adding or checking level of electrolyte is not
necessary.

TO CLEAN BATTERY AND TERMINALS

Corrosion anddirtonthe battery and terminals can cause the

battery to “leak” power.

¢ Open battery box door.

* Disconnect BLACK battery cablefirst then RED battery
cable and remove battery from tractor.

* Rinse the battery with plain water and dry.

* Cleanterminals and battery cable ends with wire brush
until bright.
Coat terminals with grease or petroleum jelly,
Reinstall battery (See “REPLACING BATTERY” in the
SERVICE AND ADJUSTMENTS section ofthis manual).

V-BELTS

Check V-belts for deterioration and wear after 100 hours of
operation and replace if necessary. The belts are not
adjustable. Replace belts if they begin to slip from wear.

TRANSAXLE COOLING

The transmission fan and cooling fins should be kept clean
to assure proper cooling.

Do not attempt to clean fan or transmission while engine is

running or white the transmission is hot. To prevent possibie

damage to seals, do not use high pressure water or steam

to clean transaxle.

* Inspect cooling fan to be sure fan blades are intact and
clean.

+ Inspect cooling fins for dirt, grass clippings and other
materials. To prevent damage to seals, do not use

compressed airor high pressure sprayerto cleancooling
fins.

TRANSAXLE PUMP FLUID

The transaxle was sealed at the factory and fluid mainte-
nance is not required forthe life of the transaxle. Shouldthe
transaxle everleak or require servicing, contact your nearest
authorized service center/department.

NOTE: Although multi-viscosity oils (5W30, 10W30 etc.)
improve starting in cold weather, these multi-viscosity oils
will result in increased oil consumption when used above
32°F. Checkyour engine oil level more frequently to avoid
possible engine damage from running low on oil.

Change the oil after every 50 hours of operation or at least
once ayearifthetractoris not used for 50 hoursin one year.

Checkthe crankcase oil level before starting the engine and
after each eight (8) hours of operation. Tighten oil fil cap/
dipstick securely each time you check the oil level.

TO CHANGE ENGINE OIL (See Fig. 15)

Determine temperature range expected before oil change.
All cil must meet API service ¢lassification SF, SG or SH.
= Be sure tractor is on level surface.

»  Oilwill drain more freely when warm,

CUSTOMERRESPONSIBILITIES

CLEAN AIR INTAKE/COOLING AREAS

To insure proper cooling, make sure the grass screen,
cooling fins, and other external surfaces of the engine are
kept clean at all times.

Every 100 hours of operation (more often under extremely
dusty, dirty conditions), remove the blower housing and
other cooling shrouds. Clean the cooling fins and extemal
surfaces as necessary. Make sure the cocling shrouds are
reinstalied.

NOTE: Operating the engine with a biocked grass screen,
dirty orplugged coolingfins, and/or cooling shrouds removed
will cause engine damage due to overheating.

AIR FILTER (See Fig. 16)

Your engine will not run properly using a dirty airfilter. Clean
the foam pre-cleaner after every 25 hours of operation or
every season. Service paper cartridge every 100 hours of
operation or every season, whichever occurs first.

Service air cleaner more often under dusty conditions.

» Hemove knobs and cover.

TO SERVICE PRE-CLEANER

*  Wash itin liquid detergent and water.

* Squeeze it dry in a clean cloth.

* Saturateitinengineoil. Wrapitin clean, absorbentcloth
and squeeze to remove excess oil.

» if very dirty or damaged, replace pre-cleaner.

TO SERVICE CARTRIDGE

= Cieancartridge by tapping gently onflat surface. lf very
dirty or damaged, replace cattridge.

* Reinstall precleaner cartridge, cover and secure with
knobs.

CAUTION: Lead-acid batteries generate
explosive gases. Keep sparks, flame
and smoking materials away from bat-
teries. Always weareye protectionwhen
around batteries.

If your battery is too weak to start the engine, it should be
recharged.
