Avoid overlapping of programs

Programs with overlapping starting times may
result in some of the programs not recording.
When programs overlap:
• The program with the earliest starting time has

recording priority.

• Once the program with the earliest starting time
finishes, recording then proceeds according to
the sequence in which the programs were
entered.

• In the example below, the first 11/2hours of
Program 3 were not recorded. The first half-
hour was pre-empted by Program 2, which had
the earliest starting time. The next hour was
pre-empted by Program 1, which was the first
program entered into the recording sequence.
