The Custom File information you have stored remains,
since the Custom File information is assigned to each
slot. Erase all the Custom Files (Disc Name, Delete
Bank, Group File, and Artist File) of the old disc, and
then file the new disc information in the Custom Files.

Make sure that “2nd
DETECTED” appears in this player's display after
turning on both players. Note that, depending on the
player, you may not be able to operate all the functions
of the second CD player.
