Why You Should Connect This G-LINK Cable

The G-LINK cable enables the GUIDE Plus+ system (the on-screen interactive program guide) o
work with your VCR and/or cable hox,

Cable Box — If your TV is connected to a cable hox you must connect the G-LINK cable 1o
receive TV program listings for your area, and to tune directly to a channel when the program
guide is on your TV screen.

VCR - If your TV is connected to a VCR and you don't connect the G-LINK cable, one-touch VCR
recording won't work. The other features of the guide wilt work properly.

How to Find the Remote Sensor

Downloading Data

The GUIDE Plus+ system is not available until it completes its first download of
program information. When the power is turned off, the TV locates a “host
channel” that carrics GUIDE Plus+ system data containing program schedule
and channel lineup information. A channel lineup is the list of stations and their
respective channels.

To ensure that your first download of data is complete, you should leave your
TV off overnight. Downloads occur several times a day. The TV must be turned
off for GUIDE Plus+ system data to download.

If the TV loses power or is unplugged, GUIDE Plus+ system program listings
may be lost. When power is restored, make sure the setup information is still
correct. The GUIDE Plus+ system will receive updated program information
during the next scheduled downloaxd.

Channel Lineup

If more than one cable company services your area, you may be prompied with
STEP 5: Choosing Your Channel Lineup after the first GUIDE Plus+ system
download. You will need to identify your cable company by sclecting the
correct channel numbers for the stations in question.

Parental Controls and V-Chip

The Parental Controls menu allows you to program your TV so that children
cannot see certain programs, channels, or use the front panel controls.

The first three choices in the Parental Controls menu involve software inside
your TV {referred to as V-Chip) which allows you to block TV programs and
movies based on violence, sex, or other content you may helieve children
should not view. In other words, it lets you program your TV so it won't display
certain programs.

Once you block programs, you or other adults ¢an unblock programs by
entering a password.

By default, the software inside your TV is turned “off.” so if you don't want to
use this feature, you can just ignore it.
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How V-Chip Works

When turned “on,” the V-Chip software reads a code that most broadcasters send with
programs, That code tells the software the program’s age-based rating (TV-MA, TV-14, etc.) and
content themes [(Violence (V), Adult Language (L), etc)]. IF you have blocked the rating and/or
content themes that the program contains, you will receive the message, “This chunnei is not
approved for viewing,” when you tune to that particular channel.

Broadcasters are not required to provide content themes, so programs received with no content
themes will only be blocked if you block their age-based rating. You can also block out
programs that have been given a rating of “Not Rated,” and programs that are considered
“unrated” because no code has been sent by the broadcaster. The TV age-based ratings and
content themes you can block are listed in the following table.

Agg~Based Description and Content Themes for Age-Based Ratings
Rating
TV-MA Mature Audience Only. Specifically designed to be viewed by adults and may be unsuitable for children

under 17. It contains one or more of the following content themes: crude indecent language (L), explicit
sexual activity (8), or graphic violence (V).

Parents Strongly Cautioned. Contains some material that many parents would find unsuitable for children
TV-14 under 14. Parents are strongly urged to exercise greater care in monitoring this program and are cautioned
against letting children under the age of 14 watch unattended. This program contains one or more of the
following content themes: intensely suggestive dialogue {D), strong coarse language (L), intense sexual
situations (8), or intense violence (V).

Parental Guidance Suggested. Contains material that parents may find unsuitable for younger children. Many
TV-PG parents may want to watch it with their younger children, The program contains one or more of the following
content themes: some suggestive dialogue (1), infrequent coarse language (L), some sexual situations (S), or
moderate violence (V).

TV-G General Audience, Most parents would find this program suitable for all ages. Tt contains
little or no sexual dialogue (D) or situations (8), no strong language (L), and little
or no violence (V).

Directed to Children 7 years and older. Designed for children ages 7 and above. It may be more
TV-Y7 appropriate for children who have acquired the developmental skills needed to distinguish between make-
believe and reality. Themes and elements in this program may include mild fantasy violence (FV) or comedic
violence, or may frighten children under the age of 7.

TV-Y All Children. Themes and elements in this program are designed for a voung audience, including children
from ages 2-6. It is not expected 1o frighten younger children.

Blocking Movie Ratings

If you only want your child to watch movies that have a PG rating and lower
(in other words, movies rated PG and G). then vou could automatically block
out all other movies with higher ratings.

To block movies:

L. Highlight the Raring field and press the up and down arrow buttons to find
the rating that is the lowest rating you don't want the child o watch. (In
the example above, you would highlight the rating status button
corresponding to PG-13, since the highest raing you want the child o
wiatch is PG.)

Viewing Movie Ratings
After you block movie ratings, you have the option of changing some of the
rating status buttons back to View:

Press the u
and down arrows to change the button from Block o View. :

For example, if movies with a rating of PG-13 and higher are blocked, you can
change the rating status corresponding with NC-17. Your child would then be
able to watch all movies with a G, PG, and NC-17 Rating.

Front Panel Block

Selecting this option lets you block (disable) or unblock (enable) the TV’s front
panel. The remote still tunes to any channel. Front Panel Block can:

» Keep children from watching TV when the parent is not present.
* Keep young children from playing with the buttons.

(When using this as a Parental Control method, you should remove access to
any remote that is capable of operating the television while you have the front
panel blocked.)

Don't forget to lock parental controls after you change the status. If you do not,
the tront panel block will not take effect.

Menus

Exiting a menu

Control Panels

Control panels allow you to adjust the default settings on many features of your
TV.

Choice Lists

Choice lists are used to choose a particular setting from a list. When the choice
list appears, the highlighted item is the one that is currently selected, or “in
use.”

You will then
return to the previous screen.

Contrast Adjusts the difference between the light and dark areas of
the picture.

Color Adjusts the richness of the color.

Tint Adjusts the balance between the red and green levels.

Black Level Adjusts the brightness of the picture.

Sharpness Adjusts the crispness of the edges in the picture.
When exiting this menu, the Save Personal Picture Preset choice list will appear.
You can choose either Yes or No. If you save the settings as a Personal Picture

Preset, the TV will store the settings so you can re-select them quickly if
someone changes the settings.

Picture Presets Displays a choice list that lets you sclect one of three preset
picture settings: Bright Lighting, Normal Lighting, Soft Lighting or Personal
Picture Preser. Choose the setting that is best for your viewing cnvironment.

Auto Color Displays a choice list that lets you turn on the feature that
automatically corrects the color of the picture. (This is especially useful for
tracking realistic flesh tone colors as you switch from channel o channel)
Choose On or Off, depending on your preference.

Color Warmth Displays a choice list that lets vou set one of three automatic
color adjustments: Coof for a more blue palette of picture colors: Normerd and
Werrim for amore red palette of picture cotors. The warm setting corresponds to
the NTSC standlard of 6300 K. .

Menu Language Displays a choice list thar lets you select vour preferred
language for the menus: Fnglish, Spenrish or French.

Many programs are encoded with closed-captioning information. which lets
you display the audio portion of a program as text on the TV screen.

Closed captioning is not available on all channels at all times. Only specific
programs encoded with closed-captioning information are applicable. When a
program is closed captioned, the CCicon is displayed in the channel hanner.
See Chapter 2 for more information about the channel banner.
