STEP 1: WHAT'S IN THE BOX?

STEP 2: INSTALL BATTERIES IN THE
REMOTE CONTROL

Follow these steps whenever you need to install or change the
batteries in your VCR remote.

1. Remove the cover of the battery compartment.

2. Place the batteries into the remote’s back panel. Match the
positive (+) and negative {~) ends of each battery to the
diagram inside the battery compartment.

3. Replace the cover.

STEP 3: CONNECT YOUR VCR

If you connect your VCR to your home antenna or cable system
and then to your TV, use the VCR’s ANT. IN and RF OUT jacks for
a good signal as shown to the right.

If you have a TV with AUDIO/VIDEQ jacks, use the jacks for a
better connection. Refer to the section, Connections, toward
the back of the manual, for additional connection options.

STEP 4: PLUG IN THE VCR

Your VCR’s power cord has a plastic band strung through the
blades. Remove plastic band before plugging the cord into
the power outlet. To remove band, cut with a pair of scissors
and pull it free of the blades. Once the plastic is removed, match
the wide blade of the power cord to the wide slot in the AC
outlet, Be sure to insert the plug completely.

REMOTE BUTTONS

The remote control is capable of controlling your VCR and many
brands of televisions. If you have an RCA, GE, or PROSCAN TV,
you may be able to control it without having to program the
remote.

COMPONENT BUTTONS

ON<OFF Turns off VCR when remote is set to control the VCR.
Also turns some compatible components on and off.

TV Turns on a compatible RCA, GE, or PROSCAN TV and sets the
remote to control the TV. Also used with the ONeOFF button to
turn on a different brand of TV {if programmed) and sets the
remote to control the TV.

VCR FUNCTION BUTTONS

CHAN Up or Down Selects next higher or lower channel in the
VCR's channel memory.

F.ADV Lets you view one frame with each press of the button
when tape is in pause.

FORWARD Fast forwards the tape when the VCR is stopped.
Searches forward through a tape during playback. Starts slow
motion during play-pause and increases slow-motion speed.

GO BACK Switches between two channels. Select one channel
and then select another using the number buttons. Press GO
BACK to switch between the two channels. In menu mode, press
to go back to a previous menu.

INFO Shows the status displays on the TV screen.

INPUT Selects between the VCR's line input or tuner. Line input
refers to the signal coming from the component connected to
the AUDIO/VIDEQ IN jacks on the back {L1) or front {L2) of the
VCR.

MENU Brings up VCR MAIN MENU on the TV screen.

PAUSE Pauses playback or recording. Press PAUSE again to
return to playback or recording.

PLAY Plays a tape.
RECORD S5tarts VCR recording. Also used for Express recording.

REVERSE Rewinds the tape when the VCR is stopped. Searches
backward through a tape during playback. Starts slow motion
during play-pause and decreases slow-motion speed.

SEARCH Displays INDEX and GO-TO Search menus on TV screen
when VCR is stopped. Advances the tape 30 seconds of recorded
material during playback. Each press advances the tape an
additional 30 seconds up to five minutes.

SPEED Selects a recording speed (5P or SLP).

STOP Stops the current VCR function such as record, playback,
rewind, or fast forward. To eject a tape, press and hold the STOP
button for three seconds while in STOP mode.

TRACKING Up or Down Lets you manually reduce the streaks
that may appear on the picture during play, slow motion, or
pause. Reduces picture “jitter” during stop-action playback.

TVeVCR Switches the picture signal so that it either comes from
the VCR or cable/antenna system.

TV FUNCTION BUTTONS

CHAN Up or Down Selects next higher or lower channel in the
TV's channel memory.

CLEAR Removes menus or status displays from the screen.

GO BACK Switches between two channels. Select one channel
and then select another using the number buttons. Press GO
BACK to switch between the two channels.

INFO Shows the TV's status displays on the TV screen.

INPUT Selects between the TV’s input channel or tuner. Press to
see the VCR signal if you connected your VCR using the
AUDIO/NIDEO jacks.

MUTE Reduces volume to minimum level.

TAPE EJECT

Press STOPEJECT on the VCR (STOP on remote) for a few seconds
when it is stopped to eject the tape. A tape can be ejected even
when the VCR is off.

RECORDING

If you want to record something that you're watching, you can
use basic recording.

PROGRAMMING THE REMOTE TO CONTROL
ATV

If the TV does not turn on when you press the TV button, the
remote needs to be programmed.

Follow these steps to program the remote to control your
particular TV:

1. Turn on the TV.

2. Find your TV brand and code number{s) on the code list on
the next page.

COMMERCIALPP ADVANCE

COMMERCIAL PP ADVANCE is patented technology that detects
and marks most commercials on your tape for any recording that
is more than 15 minutes long. After recording, the VCR rewinds
the tape to the beginning of the recording and determines where
the commercdials are located. It then marks the beginning and end
of the detected commercial segments, and when finished, returns
the tape to the end of the recording. it does not erase
commercials from the tape.

During playback, the VCR automatically skips the detected
commercial segments, or you can chose to manually skip them.
This feature reduces three minutes of commercials to
approximately 8-12 seconds of fast forwarding in the SLP speed.
You can select a background display of blue or see the video as
the commercials are skipped.

Because television signals do not indicate where commercials are
located, this feature finds and marks them through a set of
formulas based on how television is broadcast today. Since
television stations broadcast differently and insert their own
commercials, you may experience some variations in this feature’s
effectiveness. Station promotions, identifications, and
announcements are not considered commercials, but might be
skipped. For more information, see “Questions and Answers
About COMMERCIALP» ADVANCE ” in the Reference section. All
of the COMMERCIAL PP ADVANCE features are accessed through
the Commercial Advance menu.

Audio/Video Jacks and Cables (RCA-type)

The AUDIC/VIDED jacks provide very good picture quality and @
stereo sound, and can be used if your TV has audio/video input
jacks. For more information about the TV's Video Input Channel,
see page 68.

These jacks are used for most audio/video connections between
components. The VCR's AUDIO/VIDEOQ jacks are color coded
{yellow for video and red and white for audio). If your TV only
has one input for audio, you may need a Y-adapter to hear sound
from both channels.

PLAY PAUSE Plays a tape. Pauses action for viewing during playback. Pauses recording
to prevent recording of unwanted scenes.

POWER Turns the VCR on or off.
RECORD Starts VCR recording. Used for express recording.

Remote Sensor Receives signals from the remote control. Aim the remote at this
5ensor.

REV Rewinds the tape when the VCR is stopped. Searches the picture in reverse during
playback. Starts slow motion during play-pause and decreases slow-motion speed.

TAPE SPEED 5elects a recording speed (either SP or 5LP).

STOP<EJECT Stops the normal functions such as record, playback, rewind, fast-forward,
or pause. Ejects the tape when the VCR is stopped.

TV«VCR Switches the picture signal so that it either comes from the VCR or the cable/
antenna system.
