Firmly press the thumb tab and pivot the
upright up until it locks in a nearly verti-
cal position.

Insert the handles into the stem until the
lock pins are visible in the holes in the
stem,

Open the quick-release lever. Depress the
lock pin on the stem and slide the stem
up until the lock pin is visible in one of
the three holes in the upright. When the
stem is at the desired height, close the
quick-release lever so that it is snug
against the upright. If the quick-release is
not snug, see ADJUSTING THE
QUICK-RELEASE on the back of this
user’s manual,

Before using the scooter, make sure that
the scooter is set up as described and that
all parts are securely tightened.
