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ASSEMBLY

Assembly requires two people. Set the treadmill in a cleared area and remove all packing materials. Do not
dispose of the packing materials until assembly is completed. Assembly requires the included allen wrench
and your own phillips screwdriver &= J=—,

Note: The underside of the treadmill watking belt is coated with high-performance lubricant. During shipping, a
small amount of lubricant may be transferred to the top of the walking belt or the shipping carton. This is a normal
condition and does not affect treadmill performance. If there is lubricant on top of the walking belt, simply wipe off
the lubricant with a soft cloth and a mild, non-abrasive cleaner.

1. With the help of a second person, carefully raise the
treadmill to the upright position.

While a second person tips the treadmill to one side and
holds it, insert one of the Extension Legs (103) into the
treadmill as shown. Make sure that the Extension Leg is
turned so the Base Pad (97) is on the bottom.

Next, tip the treadmili to the other side and insert the
other Extension Leg (not shown) in the same way. Lower
the side of the treadmill so that both Extension Legs
(103) are resting flat on the floor.

2. Hold the treadmiill firmly with both hands, and lower the
treadmill to the floor. CAUTION: To decrease the pos-
sibllity of injury, bend your legs and keep your back
straight.

3. With the help of a second person, caretully tip the
Uprights (82) down as shown. Make sure that the
Extension Legs (103) remaln in the Uprights.

Attach each Extension Leg (103} with two long Screws
(101) and a Base Pad (126) as shown.

Note: One replacement Base Pad (126) and Spacer (not
shown) are included.

If this is not done, the treadmill may be
permanently damaged. Next, unplug the power cord.
CAUTION: You must be able to safely lift 45 pounds (20
kg) in order to raise, lower, or move the treadmill.

1. Hold the treadmill with your hands in the locations shown
at the right. CAUTION: To decrease the possibllity of in-
jury, bend your legs and keep your back straight. As
you raise the treadmill, make sure to lift with your legs
rather than your back. Raise the treadmill about halfway
to the vertical position.

2. Move your right hand to the position shown and hold the
treadmill firmly. Using your left hand, pull the latch knob
to the left and hold it. Raise the treadmill until the latch
pin is aligned with the hole in the catch. Insert the latch
pin into the catch. Make sure that the latch pin is fully
inserted into the catch.

To protect the floor or carpet from damage, place a
mat under the treadmill. Keep the treadmiil out of
direct sunlight. Do not leave the treadmlll In the stor-
age position in temperatures above 85° Fahrenheit.

HOW TC MOVE THE TREADMILL

Before moving the treadmill, convert the treadmill to the stor-
age position as described above. Make sure that the latch

The pulse sensor s not a medical device.
Various factors, including your movement,
may affect the accuracy of heart rate readings.
The sensor is Intended only as an exercise aid
in determining heart rate trends in general.

The following guidelines will help you to plan your ex-

ercise program. Remember—these are general guide-
lines only. For more detailed exercise information, ob-
tain a reputable book or consult your physician

EXERCISE INTENSITY

Whether your goat is to burn fat or to strengthen your
cardiovascular system, the key to achieving the
desired results 1s to exercise with the proper intensity.
The proper intensity level can be found by using your
heart rate as a guide The chart below shows recom-
mended heart rates for fat burning and aerobic exercise.

HEART RATE TRAINING ZONES

AEROBIC 165 IS5 t45 140 130 124 115
MAX FAT BURN 145 138 130 125 118 110 183

To find the proper heart rate for you, first find your age
near the bottomn of the chant (ages are rounded off to
the nearest ten years) Next, find the three numbers
above your age The three numbers define your “train-
ing zone " The lower two numbers are recommended
heart rates for fat burning; the higher number is the
recommended heart rate for aerobic exercise.

To measure your heart rate during exercise, use the
pulse sensor on the console. If your heart rate is too

high or too low, adjust the speed and incline of the
treadmill

Fat Burning
To burn fat effectively, you must exercise at a relatively

low intensity level for a sustained period of time.
During the first few minutes of exercise, your body

uses easily accessible carbohydrate calories for en-
ergy Only after the first few minutes does your body
begin to use stored fat calories for energy. If your goal
is to burn fat, adjust the speed and incline of the tread-
milt untl your heart rate is near the lowest number in
your training zone.

For maximum fat burning, adjust the speed and incline
of the treadmill until your heart rate is near the middle
number n your training zone.

Aerobic Exercise

If your goal 1s to strengthen your cardiovascular sys-
tem, your exercise must be “aerobic.” Aerobic exercise
is activity that requires large amounts of oxygen for
prolonged periods of time. This increases the demand
on the heart to pump blood to the muscles, and on the
lungs to oxygenate the blood. For aerabic exercise,
adjust the speed and incline of the treadmill until your
heart rate is near the highest number in your training
zone.

WORKOUT GUIDELINES
Each workout should include the following three parts

A Warm-up—Start each workout with 5 to 10 minutes
of stretching and light exercise. A proper warm-up In-
creases your body temperature, heart rate and circula-
tion in preparation for exercise.

Tralning Zone Exerclse— After warming up, increase
the intensity of your exercise until your pulse is in your
traiming zone for 20 to 60 minutes (During the first few
weeks of your exercise program, do not keep your
pulse in your training zone for longer than 20 minutes )
Breathe regularly and deeply as you exercise —never
hold your breath.

A Cool-down—Finish each workout with 5 to 10 min-
utes of stretching to cool down This will increase the
flexibility of your muscles and will help prevent post-ex-
ercise problems

Exercise Frequency

To maintain or improve your condition, complete three
workouts each week, with at least one day of rest be-
tween workouts. After a few months, you may com-
plete up to five workouts each week if desired

The key to success is to make exercise a regular and
enjoyable part of your everyday life.
