The power cord of this appliance is equipped
with a 3-prong (grounding) plug which mates
with a standard 3-prong (grounding) wall
outlet to minimize the possibility of electric
shock hazard from this appliance.

Have the wall outlet and circuit checked by a
qualified electrician to make sure the outlet is
properly grounded.

Where a 2-prong wall outlet is encountered,

it is your personal responsibility and obligation
to have it replaced with a properly grounded
3-prong wall outlet.

The air conditioner should always be
plugged into its own individual electrical
outlet which has a voltage rating that matches
the rating plate.

Becatise of potential safety hazards under certain
contditions, we strongly recommend against the
use of an extension cord.

14 gauge, 3-wire grounding type appliance
extension cord having a grounding type plug
and outlet and that the electrical rating of the
cord be 15 amperes (minimum) and 125 volts,

A CAUTION:

DO NOT use an extension cord with any of the
230/208 volt models.

USE OF ADAPTER PLUGS—115-Voit models only

Because of potential safety hazards under certain
conditions, we strongly recommend against the use
of an adapter plug.

However, if you must use an adapter, where
local codes permit, a temporary connection may
be made to a properly grounded 2-prong wall
outlet by use of a UL-listed adapter available at
most local hardware stores.

The larger slot in the adapter must be aligned
with the larger slot in the wall cutlet to provide
proper polarity in the connection of the power
cord.

When disconnecting the power cord from the
adapter, always hold the adapter in place with
one hand while pulling the power cord plug
with the other hand. H this is not done, the
adapter ground terminal is very likely to break
with repeated use.

If the adapter ground terminal breaks,
DO NOT USE the air conditioner until a
proper ground has been established.

Aftaching the adapter ground terminal to a wall outlet
cover screw does not ground the appliance unlgss the
cover screw is metal, not insulated, and the wall outlet
is grounded through the house wiring. You should have
the circuit chacked by a qualified electrician to make
sure the outlet is properly grounded.

The compressor will cycle
on and off to keep the room at the same
level of comfort. When you turn the knob to
a higher number, the indoor air will become
cooler. Turn the knob 1o a lower number and
the mdoor air will become warmer.

COO0L provides cooling with a fixed fan
speed.

LOW FAN, HIGH FAN or FAN provides air

circulation and filtering without cooling.

NOTE: If you move the switch from a cool setting
to OFF or to a fan sefting, wait at least 3 minutes
before switching back to a cool setting.

Outdoor Coils

The coils on the outdoor side of the air conditioner
should be checked regularly. If they are clogged
with dirt or soot they may be professionally steam
cleaned, a service available through your GE

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Air Filter

The air filter behind the front grille should be
checked and cleaned at least every 30 days or more
often if necessary.

Clean the filter with warm, soapy water. Rinse and
let the filter dry before replacing it.

CAUTION: DJ NOT opsrate the air conditioner without
a fitter because dirt and fint will clog it and reduce
performance.
