To Operate the Warmer (Warm & Ready™) Drawer

Your range is equipped with a warmer drawer. The purpose of the warmer
drawer is to keep hot cooked foods at serving temperature. Always start with
hot food. it is not recommended to heat cold food in the warmer drawer.

All food placed in the warmer drawer should be covered with a lid or
aluminum foil to maintain guality. Do not use plastic wrap to cover food.
Plastic may melt onto the drawer and be very difficult to clean.

Use only dishware, utensils and cookware recommended for oven use in the
warmer drawer.

PN Always use potholders or oven mitts when removing food from
the warmer drawer as cookware and plates will be hot.

To Set the Warmer (Warm & Ready™) Drawer Thermostat
Control

The thermostat control is used to select the temperature of the warmer
drawer. it is located on the control panel. To set the thermostat, push in and

turn the knob to the desired setting. The temperatures are approximate, and
are designated by HI, MED and LO.

1. Turn the knob fo select the desired temperature setting.

2. For best results, preheat the drawer before adding food. An empty
drawer will preheat in approximately 15 minutes.

3. Turn the thermostat control to OFF after use.

Warmer (Warm & Ready™) Drawer Temperature Selection

Refer to the chart in the side column for recommended settings. If a
particular food is not listed, start with the medium setting. if more crispness
is desired, remove the lid or aluminum foil.

Most foods can be kept at serving temperatures by using the medium
setting.

When a combination of foods are to be kept warm (for instance, a meat with
2 vegetables and rolis), use the high setfting.

Refrain from opening the warmer drawer while in use to eiminate loss of
heat from the drawer.

Self-Cleaning Oven

A self-cleaning oven cleans itself with high temperatures {well above
cocking temperatures) which eliminate soil completely or reduce it to a fine
powdered ash you can wipe away with a damp cloth.

Adhere to the following cleaning precautions:

« DO NOT use oven cleaners or aven protective coatings in or around any
part of the self-cleaning oven.

« DO NOT clean the oven door gasket. The woven material of the oven
door gasket is essential for a good seal. Care should be taken not to rub,
damage or remove the gasket.

« DO NOT use any cleaning materials on the oven door gasket. Doing so
could cause damage.

+  Remove the broiler pan and insert, all utensils and any aluminum
foil. These items cannot withstand high cleaning temperatures.

« Oven racks should be removed. If they are not removed during the
clean cycle their color will turn skightly blue and the finish will be dull.
After the cycle is complete and the oven has cooled, rub the sides of the
racks with wax paper or a cloth containing a small amount of baby oil or
satad oit (this will make the racks glide easier into the rack position).

*+  Remove any excessive spillovers in the oven cavily before starting
the self-cleaning cycle. To clean, use hot, socapy water and a cloth.
Large spillovers can cause heavy smoke or fire when subjected to high
temperatures. DO NOT allow food spills with a high sugar or acid
content (such as milk, tomatoes, sauerkraut, fruit juices or pie filling) to
remain on the surface as they may leave a dull spot even after cleaning.

« Clean any soil from the oven frame, the door liner outside the oven door
gasket and the small area at the front center of the oven bottom. These
areas heat sufficiently to burn soil on. Clean with soap and water.

To Start the Self-Clean Cycle

For satisfactory results, use a 2 hour self-clean cycle for light soils and a 3 hour cycle for average or heavy soils.
NOTE: The kitchen area should be ventilated using an open window, ventitlation fan or exhaust hood during the first
self-clean cycle. This will help eliminate the normal odors associated with the first self-clean cycle.

Clean bumer grates, broiler pan and insert in the dishwasher and dry upon removal. if
soils are not removed, follow the cooktop cleaning instructions below.

Gentle scouring with a soapy scouring pad will remove most spots. Rinse with a 1:1
solution of clean water and ammonia. If necessary, cover difficult spots with an
ammonia-soaked paper iowel for 30-40 minutes. Rinse with clean water and a damp
cloth, then scrub with a soap-filled scouring pad. Rinse and wipe dry with a clean cloth.
Remove all cleaners or the porcelain may become damaged during furture heating. DO
NOT use spray oven cleaners on the range top.

Stainless Steel, Chrome Parts

Clean with hot, soapy water and a dishcloth. Rinse with clean water and a cloth. Do not
use cleaners with high concentrations of chicrides or chlorines. Do not use harsh
scrubbing cleaners. Only use kifchen cleaners that are especially made for cleaning
stainless steel. Always be sure {o rinse the cleaners off from the surface as bluish
stains may occur during healing that cannot be removed.

Oven Racks

Remove racks. See "Removing and Replacing Oven Racks" under Before Setting
Oven Controis. Use a mild, abrasive cleaner, folfowing manufacturer's instructions.
Rinse with clean water and dry. After cleaning the racks, rub the sides of the racks with
wax papet or a cloth containing a smalt amount of baby oil or salad oil (this wilt make
the racks glide easier into the rack positions).

Oven Door

To clean oven door, wash with hot, soapy water and a clean cloth. DO NOT immerse
the door in water.

DO NOT clean the oven door gasket. The oven door gasket is made of a woven
material, on self cleaning models, which is essential for a good seal. Care should be
taken not to rub, damage or remove the gasket.

Cleaning the Cooktop

The cookfop is designed to make cleaning easier. Because the four burners are sealed, cleanups are easy when spitlovers
are cleaned up immediately. To clean, wipe with a clean, damp cloth and wipe dry.

THE COOKTOP IS NOT REMOVABLE. Do not attempt to remove or lift the cooktop.

FIXTNITIN Use caution when replacing the burner cap so the electrode is not damaged. This may cause a delayed ignition
or prevent the burner from igniting.

PINTTTT Any additions, changes or conversions required in order for this appliance to perform satisfactorily must
be made by an authorized Sears Service Center.
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General Care & Cleaning

Cleaning the Contoured Well Areas, Burner Cap, Burner Head and Burner Drip Pans (some models)

To Clean the Recessed and Contoured Areas of the Cooktop - If a spill
occurs on or in the recessed or contoured areas, blot up spill with an absorbent
cloth. Rinse with a clean, damp cloth and wipe dry.

To Remove and Replace the Surface Burner Caps and Surface Burner
Heads - Remove in the following order: (1st) surface burner grate, (2nd)
surface burmner cap, (3rd) surface bumer head and (4th) surface burner drip pan
(if equipped).

Reverse the procedure above to reptace the surface burner cap, surface burner
head and surface burner drip pans (if equipped). Do not remove any parts
from the cooktop until they have completely cooled and are safe to handle.
Do not operate the surface burners without the surface burner cap and
surface burner head properly in place.

To Clean the Surface Burner Cap, Surface Burner Head and Surface Burner
Drip Pan (if equipped) - Use a soap-filled scouring pad or a mild abrasive
cleanser {o clean the surface burner caps, surface bumer heads and surface
burner drip pans {if equipped). The ports (or slots} around the burner head must
be routinely cleaned. if residue stili remains in these ports, use a small-gauge
wire or needle to clean the slots or holes. For proper flow of gas and ignition of
the burner—DO NOT ALLOW SPILLS, FOOD, CLEANING AGENTS OR ANY
OTHER MATERIAL TO ENTER THE GAS ORIFICE HOLDER OPENING.
ALWAYS keep the surface burner cap and surface burner head in place
whenever a surface burner is in use.

Removing and Replacing the Oven Door

PN The door is heavy. For safe, temporary storage, lay the door flat with
the inside of the door facing down.

To Remove Oven Door:

1. Openoven door completely (horizontal with floor - See Fig. 1).

2. Remove 2 screws located on the inside of the oven door liner (See A Fig. 2)

3. Insertthe 2 screws into the door hinge holes located on the side ofthe hinge arm, oneinto
each hinge (See B Fig. 2).

4. Close oven door until the door stops, (Do not force the door to close any further). The
placement of these screws should keep door open in about a 45 degree position.

5. Graspoven door firmly on both sides and slide door up and off hinges at the same angle.
(SeeFig. 3}

6. Toclean oven door, follow the instructions in the General Care & Cleaning table.

To Replace Oven Door:

1. Be sure the hinge arms remain at the 45 degree angle position. Be sure the screws are
still locking the hinge arms from moving. If the screws fall out of the hinge holes, the
hinge(s} may snap back against the oven frame and could pinch fingers or chip the
porcelain finish on the oven front frame.

2. Hold door atthe sides near the top while resting the lower front of dogron your knee. Insert
the door channels at the botiom of door over the door hinges, {See Fig. 3).

3. Allowthe doorio slide down into the door hinges evenly at the same 45 degree angle. The
hinge arms should be inserted into the bottom corners as far as they can go.

4. Opendoor completely (horizontal with floor) and remove both screws fromholes in door
hinges.

5. Reinstall the 2 screws into the door liner (See C Fig. 2).

6. Ifthedooris notin alignmentwiththe ovenframe, remove door and repeat the above steps.
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General Care & Cleaning
Changing the Oven Light

On some models, the oven light automatically furns on when the door is

opened. Some models have a switch located on the control panel to turn on

the light. The oven light is located at the rear of the oven and is covered

with a glass shield held by a wire holder. The glass shield must be in place

whenever the oven is in use.

To replace the oven light:

1. Turn electrical power off at the main source or unplug the range.

2. Press wire holder to one side to release the glass shield.

3. Replace bulb with a new 40 watt appliance bulb.

4. Replace glass shield over bulb and snap wire holder into place.

5. Turn power back on again at the main source (or plug the range back
in}.

6. The clock will then need to be reset. To reset, see Setting the Clock
and Minute Timer in this Use & Care Guide.

PINTINIEIN Be sure the range is unplugged and alt parts are COOL before
replacing oven light. Wear a leather-faced glove for protection against possible
broken glass.

Care and Cleaning of Stainless Steel (some models)

Some models are equipped with stainless steel exterior parts. Special care and cleaning are required for maintaining the
appearance of stainless paris. Refer to the Care & Cleaning table for detailed cleaning instructions.

Adjusting Your Oven Temperature

Your ovencontrothas been precisely set at the factory. This setting may differ from your previous oven however, so yourrecipe
times may not give you the results you expect. If you think that the oven is cooking too hot or too cool for your recipe times,
you can adjust the control so that the oven cooks hotter or cooler than the temperature displayed.

To Adjust Oven Temperature:

1. Press .

2. Setithe temperature to 550°F (287°C) by pressing and holding the /A .

3. Within 2 seconds, press and hold until the 2 digit display appears. Release . The display now indicates the

amount of degrees offset between the original factory temperature setting and the current temperature setting. If the
oven confrol has the original factory calibration, the display will read "0."

4. The temperature can now be adjusted up or down 35°F (17°C), in 5°F steps by pressing and holdingthe /A or WV .

Adjust unti the desired amount of offset appears in the display. When lowering the oven temperature, a minus sign (-) will
appear before the number to indicate that the oven will be cocler by the displayed amount of degrees.

5. When you have made the desired adjustment, press to go back to the time of day display.

Note: The adjustments made will not change the self-cleaning temperature.
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Before You Call

Solutions to Common Problems

Before you call for service, review this list. It may save you time and expense. The list includes common occurrences that
are not the result of defective workmanship or materials in this appliance.

OCCURRENCE

POSSIBLE CAUSE/SOLUTION

Range is not level.

Poorinstallation. Place oven rack in center of oven. Place alevel on the oven rack. Adjust
leveling legs at base of range until the rack is level. When range is level, cooktop may
appear out of alignment if countertop is not level.

Weak, unstable floor. Be sure floor is level and can adequately support range. Contact
a carpenter to correct sagging or sloping floor.

Kitchen cabinet misalignment may make range appear {o be unlevel. Be sure cabinets
are square and have sufficient room for range clearance.

Cannot move appliance easily. Appliance
must be accessible for service.

Cabinets not square or are built in too tight. Contact a cabinet maker to correct the
problem.

Contact builder or installer to make appliance accessible.

Carpeting interferes with range. Provide sufficient space so range can be lifted over
carpet.

Gas line is hard-plumbed. Have aflexible C.8.A. International approved metal appliance
connector installed.

Surface burners do not light.

Surface Control knob has not been completely turned to LITE. Push in and turn the
Surface Control knob to LITE until burner ignites and then turn control knob to desired
flame size.

Burner ports are clogged. With the burner off, use a small-gauge wire or needle to clean
ports. See "Surface Burners”in the General Care & Cleaning table for additional cleaning
instructions.

Range power cord is disconnected from outlet (electric ignition models only). Be sure
cord is securely plugged into the outlet.

Electrical power outage (electric ignition models only). Burners can be lit manually. See
Setting Surface Controls.

Surface burner flame burns half way
around.

Burner poris are clogged. With the burner off, clean ports by using a small-gauge wire
or needle.

Moisture is present after cleaning. Lightly fan the flame and allow burner to operate until
flame is full. Dry the burners thoroughly following instructions in the General Care &
Cleaning section.

Surface burner flame is orange.

Dust particles in main line. Allow the burner 1o operate a few minutes uniil flame turns
blue.

In coastal areas, a slightly orange flame is unavoidable due to salt air.

Oven does not operate.

Be sure the oven controls are set correctly for the desired function. See Setting Oven
Controls or Entire Appliance Does Not Operate {see below}.

Be sure regulator gas valve is "ON". See installation instructions.

Entire appliance does not operate.

The time of day must first be set in order to operate the oven.

Make sure electrical cord/plug is plugged tightly into outlet (electric ignition models only).

Service wiring not complete. Call 1-800-4-MY-HOME ® for assistance (See back cover).

Electrical power outage (electric ignition models only). Check house lights io be sure.
Call your local electric company for service. Surface burners can be lit manually. See
Setting Surface Controls.

Be sure gas supply is turned on.

Oven light does not work.

Burned-out or loose bulb. See Changing the Oven Light (some models) to replace or
tighten the bulb.

Solutions to Cormmon Problems

OCCURRENCE

POSSIBLE CAUSE/SOLUTION

Oven smokes excessively during broiling.

Meat is too close to the broil burner. Reposition the oven rack to provide more clearance
between the meat and the broiler.

Meat not properly prepared. Remove excess fat from meat. Slash remaining fatty edges
to prevent curling, but do not cut into the lean.

Broiler pan used without insert or insert covered with foil. DO NOT use the broiler pan
without the insert or cover the insert with foil.

Broiler drawer needs to be cleaned. Excessive smoking is caused by a build-up of grease
or food spatters. If the broiler is used often, clean on a regular basis.

Broiler drawer is open. Drawer/door should be closed when broiling.

Oven control beeps and displays
F1,F3or Fo.

Electronic control has detected a fault condition. Press STOP/CLEAR to clear the display
and stop beeping. Reprogram oven. If fault recurs, record fault number. Press STOP/
CLEAR and call 1-800-4-MY-HOME® for assistance {See back cover).

Poor baking results.

Many factors affect baking results. Make sure the proper rack position is used. Center
food in the oven and space pans to allow air to circulate. Allow the oven to preheat to
the set temnperature before placing food in the oven. Try adjusting the recipe's
recommended temperature or baking time.

Self-Cleaning cycle does not work.

Controls are not set properly. Follow instructions in Self-Cleaning section.

Self-cleaning cycle was interrupted. Stop time must be set 2 to 4 hours past the start time.
Follow steps under "Stopping or Interrupting a Self-Clean Cycle” under Self Cleaning.

Soil is not completely removed.

Failure to clean bottom front, top of oven or door areas outside oven seal. These areas
are not in the self-cleaning area, but get hot enough to burn on residue. Clean these
areas before starting the self-clean cycle. Burned-on residue may be cleaned with a stiff
nylon brush and water or a nylon scrubber. Be careful not to damage the oven gasket.

Excessive spillovers in oven. Set self-clean cycle for a longer cleaning time.

Fiames inside oven or smoking from vent.

Excessive spillovers in oven. This is normal, especially for pie spillovers or large
amounts of grease on the oven bottom. Wipe up excessive spillovers before starting the
self-clean cycle. If flames or excessive smoke are present, stop the self-clean cycle and
follow the steps under "Stopping or Interrupting the Self-Clean Cycle" in the Self
Cleaning section.
