Installation Instructions

Do not, under any circumstances, cut or remove the third (ground) prong from the power cord. For
personal safety, this appliance must be properly grounded.

The power cord of this appliance is equipped with
3-prong {grounding) plug which mates with a
standard 3-prong (grounding) wall outlet to
minimize the possibility of electric shock hazard
from this appliance.

Have the wall oudet and circuit checked by a
gualified electrician 1o make sure the ontlet is
properly grounded.

If the outlet is a standard 2-prong cutlet, it is your
personal responsibility and obligation to have it
replaced with a properly grounded 3-prong walt
outlet.

The refrigerator should always be plugged into its
own individual electrical outlet which has a voltage
rating that matches the rating plate.

This provides the best performance and also
prevents overloading house wiring circuits which
could cause a fire hazard from overheated wires.

Never unplug your refrigerator by pulling on the
power cord. Always grip plug firmly and pull straight
out from the outlet.

Repair or replace immediately all power cords that
have become frayed or otherwise damaged. Do not
use a cord that shows cracks or abrasion dumage
along its length or at either end.

When moving the refrigerator away{rom the
wall, be careful not to roll over or damage the
power cord.

USE OF ADAP TEH P LUGS {Adapter plugs not permitted in Canada)

Because of potential safety hazards under certain conditions, we strongly recommend against

the use of an adapter plug.

However, if you must use an adapter, where local
codes permit, a femporary connection may be made
to a properly grounded 2-prong wall outlet by use
of a Ul-listed adapter available at most local
hardware stores.

The larger slotin the adapter must be aligned with
the larger slotin the wall oudet w provide proper
polarity in the connection of the power cord.

When disconnecting the power cord from the
adapter, always hold the adapter in place with one
hand while pulling the power cord plug with the
other hand. If this is not done, the adapter ground
terminal is very likely to break with repeated use.

If the adapter ground terminal breaks, DO NOT USE
the refrigerator until a proper ground has been
established.

Attaching the adapter ground terminal to a wall outlet
cover screw does not ground the appliance unlgss the
cover screw is melal, and not insulated, and the wall
outlet is grounded through the house wiring.

Make sure the drawer closest 1o the
door is fully ¢losed. There is a latch ar the
front of the center slide rail. Push down on
the fatch and slide the center slide rail, 1o
which the drawer is attached, away from the
door. Remove the drawer.

A newly-installed refrigerator may take 12-24 hours to begin making ice.

Automatic Icemaker (on some modeis)

The icemaker will produce seven cubes
per cycle—approximately 100-130 cubes
in a 24-hour period, depending on [reezer
COMPArtnent teMperature, room
temperature, number of door openings
and other use conditions.

If the refrigerator is operated before the
water connection is made to the icenaker,
set the power switch to & {off)

When the refrigerator has been connected
1o the water supply, set the power switch to
I {on}. The green light will come on.

The icemaker will fill with water when it
cools to 15°F. A newlydnstalled refrigerator
may take 12 to 24 hours to begin making
ice cubes.

Throw away the first fow bacches of ice o
allow the water line to clear,

Be sure nothing interferes with the sweep
of the feeler arm.

When the hin fills to the level of the feeler
arm, the icemaker will stop producing ice.

Itis normal for several cubes to be joined
together.

If ice is not used frequently, old ice cubes
will become cloudy, taste stale and sheink.

Ifice cubes get stuck in the icemaker, the
green power light will blink. To correct this,
set the power switch 10 0 foff and remove
the cubes. Set the power switch o Ifon} o
restart the icemaker.

After the icemaker has been turned on
again. there will be a delay o about

45 minutes before the icemaker resumes
operations.

NOTE: in homes with lower-than-average water
pressure, you may hear the icemaker cycle multiple
times when making one batch of ice.

Cleaning the Outside

The door handles and frim. Clean with a
cloth dampened with soapy water. Dry
with a soft cloth.

Keep the outside clean. Wipe with a clean
cloth lightly dampened with mild liquid
dish detergent Dry with a clean. soft cloth,

Da nat wipe the refrigerator with a soifed dish
cloth or wet towe! These may Jeave a residue
that can erode the paint. Do not use scouring
pads, powdered cleaners, bleach or cleaners
containing bleach because these protucts can
scratch and weaken the paint finish.

Cleaning the Inside

To help prevent odors, leave an open box of
baking soda in the refrigerator and freezer
compartments.

Unplug the refrigerator before cleaning. If this
is not practical, wring excess moisture out of
sponge or cloth when cleaning around
switches, lights or controls.

Use warim water and baking soda solution—
about a tablespoon (15 ml) of baking soda
to a quart (1 liter) of water. This both cleans
and neutralizes odors. Thoroughly rinse
and wipe dry.

Avoid cleaning cold glass shelves {on some
models} with hot water because the extreme
temperature difference may cause them to break,
Handle glass shelves carefully. Bumping
tempered glass can cause it to shatter,

Do not wash any refrigerator parts i the
dishwasher.

Wash ice trays in lukewarm water only—
do nat put them in an automatic dishwasher.

Condenser

There isno need for routine condenser
cleanings in normal home operating
environments, However, in environments
that may be particularly dusty or greasy, the
condenser should be cleaned periodically
for efficient refrigerator operation.

Cleaning the condenser: The condenser is
located inside the back of the refrigerator.
To access it, tirsi unplug the refrigerator,
then remove the cover, The condenser is
on the right side.
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Behind the Refrigerator

Be careful when moving the refrigerator
away from the wall. All types of floor
coverings can be damaged, particularly
cushioned coverings and those with
embossed surfaces,

Pull the refrigerator straight out and return
it to position by pushing it straight in.
Moving the refrigerator in a side direction
may resultin damage to the floor covering
or refrigerator,

When pushing the refrigerator back, make sure
you don't roll over the power cord or icemaker
supply line {an some modeis}

Preparing for Vacation

For long vacations or absences, remove
food and unplug the refrigerator. Move
the freezer control 1o the 8 foff] positon,
and clean the interior with a baking soda
solution of one ablespoon (15 mi) of
baking soda to one quart (1 liter) of water.
Leave the doors open.

Set the icemaker power switch to the 0 {off)

position and shut off the water supply to
the refrigerator.

K ihe temperature can drop below freezing,
have a qualified servicer drain the water
supply systemn {on some models) to prevent
serious property damage due toflooding.

REFRIGERATOR LOCATION

* Do notinstall the refrigerator where the wemperature
will go below 60°F (16°C) because it will not run often
enough to maintain proper lemperatures.

* Do notinstall the refrigerator where the temperature
will go above 100°F (37°C) because it will not perform
properly.

* Install it on a floor strong enough to support it tully
loaded.

CLEARANCES

Altow the following dearances for ease of installation,
proper air circulation and plumbing and eleciricat
conneclions.

ROLLERS

The rollers have 3 purposes:

B Rollers adjust so the doors close on their own when
opened about 45°,

B Rollers adjust so the refrigerator is firmly positioned
on the floor and does not wobble.

B Rollers allowyou to move the refrigerator away from
the wall for cleaning.

To adjust the roliers:

INSTALLING THE WATER LINE (oN SOME MODELS)

BEFORE YOU BEGIN

Recomnmended copper water supply kits are WX8X2, WXRX3 or WX8X4,
depending on the amount of wubing you need. Approved plastic water supply
lines:are GE SmartConnect™ Refrigerator Tubing (WXN8XID002,
WXOSX 10006, WXORX10015 and WXOBXT0625).

When comnecting vour refrigerator to a GE Reverse Ostmosis Water System,
tire only approved installation iswith a GE RVKiL For other reverse osmosis
water systems, follow the manufacturer’s recommendations,

This water line installation is not warranted by the refrigerator or
icemaker manufactarer. Follow these instructions carefully to minimize
the risk of expensive water damage,

Water hammer (water banging in the pipes) in house plumbing can cause
damage to refrigerator parts and lead 1o water leakage or tlooding. Calla
qualified plumber to correct water hammer before installing the water
supply line t the refrigerator.

To prevent burns and product damage, do not hook up the water line to
the hot water line,

Ifyou use your refrigerator before connecting the water line, make sure
the icemaker power switch is in the 8 fofff posttion.

Do notinstall the icemaker tubing in areas where temperatures fall helow
freering,

When using any electrical device (such as a power diill) during
installation. be sure the device is double insulated or grounded in a
mannet to prevent the hazard of electric shock, or is battery powered.
All installations must be in aceordance with local plumbing code
requiretnents.
