Preheating and Pan Placement

Preheat the oven if the recipe calls for it.
Preheating is necessary for good results when
baking cakes, cookies, pastry and breads.

The Display will show "PRE” while preheating. When
the oven reaches the selected temperature, the oven
control will beeg and the display will show the oven
lemperature.

Baking results will be hetter if haking pans are
centered in the oven as much as possible. If
baking with more than one pan, place the
pans so each has at least 1 to 14" of air space
around it. If baking four cake fayers at the
same time, place two layers on rack B and two
layers on rack D Stagger pans on the rack so
one is not directly above the other.

Aluminum Fail

Never cover the oven bottom with aluminum foil

You can use aluminum foil to line the broiler
pan and broiler grid. However, you must
mold the foil tightly to the grid and cut slits in
it just like the grid.

Aluminum foil may also be used to catch a
spillover. To do so, place a smali sheet of foil
on a lower shelf several inches below the food.

Never entirely cover a shelf with aluminum
foil. This will disturh the heat circulation and
result in poor haking.

The type of margarine will affect baking performance!

Most recipes for baking have been developed using high-fat products such as butter or margarine (80% fat). If you
decrease the fat, the recipe may not give the same results as with a higher-fat product.

Recipe failure can result if cakes, pies, pastries, cookies or candies are made with low-fat spreads. The lower the fat
content of a spread product, the more noticeable these differences become.

Federal standards require products labeled “margarine” to contain at least 80% fat by weight. Low-fat spreads,
on the other hand, contain less fat and more water. The high moisture content of these spreads affects the
texture and flavor of baked goods. For best results with your old favorite recipes, use margarine, butter or
stick spreads containing at least 70% vegetable oil.

Before a Clean Cycle

NOTE: Take the shelves out of the oven
before you begin the selfclean cycle or
they may discolor.

Soil on the front frame of the range
and outside the gasket on the door

will need to be cleaned by hand. Clean
these areas with hot water, soapilled or
plastic scouring pads or cleansers such
as Soft Scrub® Rinse well with clean
water and dry.

Do not clean the gasket. The fiberglass
material of the oven door gasket cannot
withstand abrasion. It Is essential for the
gasket to remain intact. If you notice it
becoming worn or frayed, replace it.

Wipe up any heavy spillovers on the oven
bottom.

Make sure the oven light bulb cover is in
place and the oven light is off.

IMPORTANT: The health of some hirds
is extremely sensitive to the fumes given
off during the self-cleaning cycle of any
range.
