Identifying Problems

Poor picture. Try another channel.

Poor sound quality. Try another chanmel.

APPENDIX

Cleaning and Maintaining Your TV

guidelines to get the maximum performance from your TV,

Placement

+ Do not place the TV near extremely hot, cold, humid or dusty places.
+ Do not place the TV near appliances with electric motors that create magnetic fields,

such as vacuum cleaners.

+  Keep the ventilation openings clear; do not place the TV on a soft surface, such as

cloth or paper.

+ Place the TV in a vertical position only.

Liquids

+ Do not handie liquids near or on the TV, Liquids that spill into it can cause serious

damage.

Cabinet

+ Never open the cabinet or touch the parts inside.
+  Wipe your TV with a clean, dry clath. Never use water, cleaning fluids, wax, or

chemicals.

+ Do not put heavy objects on top of the cabinet.

Temperature

+ Ifyour TV is suddenly meoved from a cold to a warm place, uniplug the power cord,
