Using Automatic Code Search

The following instructions can be used to program the remote to operate each of
your components. If you want to stop the automatic code search without
programming any of your components, press CLEAR untif the indicator on the
remote turns off.

1. Turn en the component you want to operate (VCR or DVD player}

2. Press and hold the component button you want to program {VCR or DVD).
While holding the component button, press and hold ONeOFF until the
indicator on the remote turns on, then release both buttons.

3. Point the remote at the component. Press and release PLAY, then wait 5
seconds or until the indicator on the remote stops flashing.

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Chapter 3: Using the TV's Features

Channel Banner

There are several items that might appear on-screen when
you press the TV or INFO button on the remote. This display is
called the Channel Banner. The foliowing list describes the
items on the Channef Banner sereen {left to right and top to
bottom).

SAP Displayed when the current channel
is broadcasting SAP (Second Audio
Program} information.

v Displayed when V-Chip has been
activated.

KidPass: 2:24 Displayed when KidPass is set and the
length of time remaining.

cC Displayed when Closed Captioning is
available on the current channel.

Stereoor Mono  Stereo displayed when the current
channel is broadcasting in stereo.

Mono displayed when the current
channel is broadceasting in mono.

Skip: 0:30 Corresponds to the SKIP button.

Shows the amount of time left before
the TV switches back to the previous

channel.
G7:18 am Displays the current time.
06 ABCDEF Displays the current channef and

label assigned to the channel.
dx Displayed when you mute the sound.

Why You Should Use the Auto Tuning Feature

The auto tuning feature tunes the TV to the correct channel for different
components you have connected to your 1V {like a VCR, DVD Player, etc.). When
you set up auto tuning in the menu system you don't have to remember to change
your TV to channel 3, for example, when you want to watch the tape in your VCR.

How to Set Up the Auto Tuning Feature

The way you set up the auto tuning feature in the TV's menu corresponds to the
component buttons on the remote and the way you have each component
connected to your TV. When you set up auto tuning, you're telling the TV what
channel {o tune to when you press the VCR or DVD bution on the remote controk
1. Press MENU {the MAIN MENU appears).

2. Highlight Setup and press OK on your remote control.

3. Highlight Auto Tuning and press OK.

Once you block programs, you can unblock

programs by entering a password.

By default, the software inside your TV is turned “off.” For instructions to turn on

V-Chip, go to page 21.
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Using the TV's Features

How V-Chip Woerks

V-Chip reads the program's age-based rating (TV-MA, TV-14, etc.} and content themes
[(Violence V), Aduit Language (1}, etc.}]. If you have blocked the rating andfor content
themes that the program contains, you will receive the message This channel has not
been approved for viewing. Change channel or press OK to enter password and
temporarily deactivate the Parental Control.

Broadcasters are not reguired to provide content themes, so programs received with
no content themes will only be blocked if you block thelr age-based rating. You can
also block out programs that have been given a rating of Not Rated, and programs

that are considered unrated. The TV age-based ratings and content themes you can
block follow:

USA V-Chip Rating System

TV-MA {Mature Audience Only} Specifically designed to be viewed by adults and may
be unsuitabie for children under 17. 1t contains one or more of the following content
themes: crude indecent language (L}, expiicit sexual activity {S), or graphic viotence
(vi.

TV-14 {Parents Strongly Cautioned) Contains some material that many parents would
find unsuitable for children under 14. Parenis are strongly urged to exercise greater
care in monitoring this program and are cautioned against letting children under the
age of 14 watch unattended. This program contains one or more of the following
content themes: intensely suggestive dialogue (D), strong coarse language {1}, intense
sexual situations (S), or intense violence {V}.

TV-PG {Parental Guidance Suggested) Contains material that parents may find
gnsuitable for younger children. Many parents may want to watch it with their
younger children. The program contains one or more of the following content
themes: some suggestive dialogue {D), infrequent coarse language L), some sexuat
situations {S), or moderate viotence {V].

V-G (General Audience) Most parents would find this program suitable for all ages.
It contains little or no sexual diatogue (D) or situaticns {8, no strong fanguage (L, and
little or no violence V).

TV-Y7 (Directed to Children 7 years and older) Designed for chifdren ages 7 and
above. It may be more appropriate for children who have acquired the developmental
skills needed to distinguish between make-believe and reality. Themes and elements
in this program may include mild fantasy viclence (FV) or comedic viofence, or may
frighten children under the age of 7.

TV-Y {AH Children} Themes and elements in this program are designed for a young
audience, including children from ages 2-6. 1t is not expected to frighten younger
children.

Canadian English V-Chip Rating System

18+ {Adults) Programming intended for adults 18 and older. It may contain elements
of violence, language, and sexual content which could make it unsuitable for viewers
under 18. Violence Guidelines: May contain violence integral to the development of
the plot, character or theme, intended for adult audiences. Other Content Guidelines:
May contain graphic language and explicit portrayals of nudity andfor sex.
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14+ {Viewers 14 and over) Programming contains themes or content which may not be
suitable for viewers under the age of 14. Parents are strongly cautioned to exercise
diseretion in permitting viewing by pre-teens and early teens. Violence Guidelines: May
contain intense scenes of violence. Could deal with mature themes and societal issues in a
reatistic fashion. Other Content Guidelines: May contain scenes of nudity andfor sexual
activity. There could be frequent use of profanity.

PG (Parental Guidance} Programming intended for a general audience but which may not
be suitable for younger children {under the age of 8}. Parents may consider some content
inappropriate for unsupervised viewing by children aged 8-13. Violence Guidelines:
Depictions of confict and/or aggression wi be limited and moderate; may include physical,
fantasy, or supernatural violence. Other Content Guidelines: May contain infrequent mild
profanity, or mildly suggestive language. Could also contain brief scenes of nudity.

G {General Audience} Programming considered acceptable for all ages groups. While not
designed specifically for children, it is understood younger viewers may be part of the
audience. Violence Guidelines: Will contain very little violence, either physical or verbal or
emotioral. Will be sensitive to themes which coutd frighten a younger child, will not depict
reatistic scenes of violence which minimize or gloss over the effects of violent acts. Other
Content Guidelines: There may be some inoffensive slang, no profanity and ro nudity.

€8+ (Children 8 and Older) Programming generally considered acceptable for children 8
years and over to watch on their own. Viotence Guidelines: Viotence will not be portrayed
as the preferred, acceptable, or only way to resolve conflict or encourage children to
imitate dangerous acts which they may sce on television. Any realistic depictions of
violenice will be infrequent, discreet, of fow intensity and will show the consequences of the
acts. Other Content Guidelines: There will be no profanity, nudity or sexual content.

C (Children) Programming intended for children under age 8. Viotence Guidelines: Carefut
attention is paid to themes which could threaten childrer's sense of security and well
being. There will be no realistic scenes of violence. Depictions of aggressive behaviour will
be infrequent and limited to portrayals that are clearly imaginary, comedic or unrealistic in
nature. Other Content Guidelines: There will be no offensive language, nudity or sexual
content.

Canadian French V-Chip Rating System

18+ {Adults) Programming is for adults only. This program contains sustained violence or
extremely violent scenes.

16+ {Viewers 16 and over) Programming i5 not suitable for those under age 16. This
program contains freguent scenes of violence or intensely violent scenes.

13+ (Viewers 13 and over) Programming may not be suitable for children under the age of
13. This program either contains severat violent scenes 0r one or more scenes that are
violent enough to affect them. Viewing in the company of an aduit is therefore strangly
recommended for children under the age of 13.

8+ (Viewers 8 and over] Not recommended for young children. This program is suitable for
most audiences, but it contains mild or occasional violence that could upset young
children. Viewing in the company of an adult is therefore recommended for young children
(under the age of 8) who do not distinguish between reality and imagination.

G (General Audience) This program is suitable for audiences of all ages. It contains no
violence, or any violence that it does contain is either minimai or is presented in a
humorous manner, as a caricature, or in an unreafistic way.

The V-Chip TV Rating Limit lets you decide which TV

programs can and cannot be viewed.

To set TV programming limits:

Blocking Age-Based Ratings

You can automaticalty block all program ratings above a

specified age-based rating tevel.

To block programs with higher ratings:

1. Press the up or down arrow button to scrolf to the rating
corresponding with the fowest rating you do not want
the child to watch.

2. Press the OK button to toggle between View and Block.
The status for the rating listed to the left and ali higher
ratings automatically changes to Block.

The KidPass feature allows parents to set a certain amount of time every day of the week that a
child can watch TV.

Sound Type Press the right arrow to seroll through the
available audio types, which control the way the sound
comes through your speakers: Mono plays the sound in mono
ondy. Use this setting when receiving broadcasts with weak
stereo signals; Stereo to split the incoming stereo audio
signal into left and right charnels; and Enhonced for
simulated surround sound. Most TV programs and recorded
materials have stereo audio. The word Stereo appears on the
TV when you tune to a program that is broadcast in stereo.

SAP {Second Audio Progrom}  Plays the program’s audio in
a second language, if one is available. The TV displays the
word SAP when you tune to a program that is broadeast with
SAP information. SAP audio is broadcast in mono. SAP is also
used to broadcast a program's audic with descriptions of the
video for the visually impaired.

Auto Vol level {Auto Yolume Level] Reduces the annoying
blasts in volume during commercial breaks. Eliminates the
need to constantly adjust volume control.

Audio Qutput Press the right arrow to scro#f through the
available output settings: Fixed atfows fixed output from the
TV's audio output jacks to an externat component such as a
surround sound amplifier; and Voarioble allows variable
output from the TV's audio output jacks.

int. Speakers {internal Speokers]  Turns the TV internal
speakers on or off. Turn off the internal speakers if you have
an audio receiver or amplifier connected to the TV.

Picture Menu

The PICTURE menu options apply to the video for the main
TV and video input selections.

CC Mode Choose which captioning mode is used for displaying captioning
informatior. If you are unsure of the differences among the modes, you may
prefer to leave the closed captioned mode set to CC1, which displays complete
text of the program in the primary fanguage in your area.

Auto Tuning  Displays a choice list that lets you set up the TV to automatically
tune to the correct input channel when you press a component button (VCR or
DVD) on the remote. Go to Chapter 3 for details about the Auto Tuning feature.

Language  Lets you select your preferred fanguage for the menus.

Parental Control Menu

The Parental Control menu was explained in Chapter 3. Go to page 15 for more

Time Menu

Steep Timer lets you set the TV to turn off after a given
time. Press the right arrow to add 15 minutes to the clock
{up to four hours).
