Hand Vac does not have to be plugged into an elactri-
cal outfet, thersfore it is always in operating conditfon.
Be aware of possible hazards when using your Hand

An
undersized cord will cause a drop in fine voltage
resuiting In ioss of power and overheating.

The battery pack for this hand vac has been shipped in a
low charge condition to prevent possible problems.
Therefare, you should charge it overnight prior to use.
Note: Batteries will not reach full charge the first time they
are charged. Allow several cycles {vacuuming followed by
recharging) for them to become fully charged.

m  Place battery pack in charging stand. Align raised rib
on baitery pack with groove in charging stand.

M Press down on battery pack to be sure contacts on
battery pack engage properly with contacts in charging
stand.

M The charge indicator light {LED), located on the
charging stand, will fight up red and giow when the
charger is properly connected to power supply. This
light indicates the charger is operating properly. It will
remain on until battery pack is removed from charging

W Note: If charger does not charge battery pack, retum
battery pack and charging assembly to your nearest
Sears Repair Cenler for elecivical check.

M After normal usage, 3 hours or less of charging time is
required to fully recharge battery pack. Note: if battery
pack is completely discharged, 6 hours or longer of
charging time is required to fully recharge battery
pack.

B The battery pack will become slightiy warm to the
touch while charging. This is normal and does not
indicate a problem.

R Do not place charger in an area of extreme heat or
cold. It will work best at nammal room temperature,

N  When batteries become fully charged, unplug charger
from power supply and remove the baitery pack.

IMPORTANT INFORMATION FOR RECHARGING
HOT BATTERIES

When using the hand vac continuously, the batteries in
the battery pack will become hot. You should let a hot
battery pack coot down for approximately 30 minutes
before attempling to recharge.

Note: This situation only occurs when continuous use of
the hand vac causes the batteries 1o become hot. it does
not occur under normal circumstances. Refer to “CHARG-
ING BATTERY PACK" tor normal recharging of batteries.
If the charging assembly does not charge the battery pack
under normal circumstancaes, return bath the batiery pack
and charging assembly to the nearest Sears Repair
Center far electrical check.

BATTERIES

The battery pack for the hand vac is equipped with nickel-
cadmium rechargeable batteries. Length of service from
each charging will depend on the type of wark you are
doing.

The batteries in this tool have been designed to provide
maximurmn trouble free life. However, like all batteries, they
wili eventually wear out. Do not disassemble battery pack
and attempt to replace the batteries. Handling of these
batteries, especially when wearing rings and jswelry,
could result in a serious bum.

To obtain the longest possible battery life, we suggest the
following:

Store and charge the batteries in at normal room
temperature. Temperatures above or below normal
room temperature will shorten battery fife.

Never store batleries in a discharged condition.
Recharge them immediately after they are
discharged.

All batteries gradually iose their charge. The higher
the temperature the quicker they lose their charge.
you store the tool for long periods of time without
using it, recharge the batteries every month or two.
This practice will prolong battery life.

To preserve natural resources, please
recycle or dispose of batteries properiy.

This product contains nickel-cadmium
batteries. Local, state or federal laws
may prohibit disposal of nickel-cadmium
batteries in ordinary trash.

Consult your local waste authority tor information
regarding available recycling and/or disposal options.

BATTERY PACK REMOVAL AND PREPARATION
