All exposed metal parts are
isolated from the internal metal motor components with
protecting insulation. Double insulated tools do not nesed

Important: Servicing of a tool with double Insulation
requires extreme care and knowledge of the system and
should be performed only by a qualified senvice
technictan. For service, we suggest you return the tool
to your nearest authorized service center for repair,
When servicing, use only identical Craftsman
replacement parts.

If the surface Is rough, start with
a coarse grit and sargd until the surface is uniform, Then
use medium grit to remove scratches lefl by the coarser
grit. Finally, use fingr grit for finishing the surface,
Always continue sanding with each grit until the surface
{5 uniform,
