POWER-CORD PROTECTION

CONDENSATION

Molsture will form in the operating section of the player if the player s brought from ceool surroundings
into & warm room of If the temperaiure of the room riges suddenly. When this happens, player's
performance will be impaired.

Te prevent this, let the player stand in i#ts new surrcundings for about an hour before switching it on, or
make sure that the room temperature rises gradually.
