The battery pack for your 0ol has been shipped in a low
charge condition to pravent possible problems. Therefore,
you shoukd charge it urtit light on front of charger changes
from red to green.

Note: Batteries will not reach full charge the first time they
are charged, Allow several cycles (drilling followed by
recharging) for them to becoms fully charged.

After 30 mimges,
reinsert battery pack in charger. It green LED continues to
remain on, return battery pack to your nearest Sears
Repair Genter for checking or replacing.

Note: This sicuation only occurs when continuous use of
your grili causes the batteries (o become hot. It does not
oocur under normal circumstances. Refer 1o " CHARGING
BATTERY PACK" for normal recharging of batteries. It
the charger does not chargs your battery pack under
normal circumstances, return both the battery pack and
chargear to your nearest Sears Repair Center for elecirical
check.
