STOP SWITCH

The STOP swiich is used to siop the en-
gine. To stop the engine, push and hotd
the swiich in the STOP position unti the
engine stops.

PRIMER BULB

The PRIMER BYLB removes air from
the carburetor and fuel lines and fills
them with fuel. This allows you to start
the engine with fewer pulls on the
starter rope. Activate the primer butb
by pressing it and atlowing it to retumn
{o its original form.

START LEVER

The START LEVER helps to supply fuel
o the engine to aid in starting. Acli-
vate the starting system by moving the
start lever o the START position. DO
NOT squeeze the throttle trigger until
the engine has started and runs. After
the engine starts, allow the engine to
warm-up 10 seconds, then fully
squeeze the throttle trigger to deacti-
vate the starting system.

EDGE GUIDE

The EDGE GUIDE protects the unif from
contacting the ground durng edging.

BEFORE STARTING ENGINE

AWARN!NG: Be sure to read
the fuel information in the safety rules
before you begin. If you do not
understand the safety rules, do not
atternpt to fuel your unit. Contact your
Sears Service Centre.

FUELING ENGINE

B WARNING: Remove fuel cap
stowly when refueling.

This engine is certified {o operate on
unieaded gasoline. Before operation,
gasoline must be mixed with a good
guality synthetic 2-cycle air-cooled
engine oil.



We recommend Craftsman brand
synthetic oil. Mix gasoline and oit at a
ratio of 40:1. A 40:1 ratio is obtained
by mixing 3.2 ounces {95 ml) of oil
with 1 galion (4 litres) of unleaded
gasoling. Included with this frimmer is
& 3.2 cunce {95 ml} container of oil.
Pour the entire contents of this
corainer into 1 gallon (4 litres) of
gasoline to achieve the proper fuel
mixiure. DO NOT USE automotive oil or
marine oil. These ocils will cause
engine damage. When mixing fuel,
follow instructions printed on
coriainer. Once oil is added to
gasoline, shake comtainer
momeniarily to assure that the fuel is
thoroughiy mixed. Always read and
follow the safely rules relating to fuel
before fueling your unit.

IMPORTANT
Experience indicates that alcohol
blended fuels (called gasohol or using
ethanol or methanol) can aftract mois-
ture which leads 1o separation and
formation of acids during storage. Acidic
gas can damage the fuel system of an
engine while in storage. To avoid en-
gine problems, emply the fuel system
before storage for 30 days or longer.
Drain the gas tank, start the engine and
tet it run undil the fuel fines and carbure-
for are emptly. Use fresh fuel next sea-
son. Never yse engine or carburetor
cleaner products in the fuel tank or per-
manent damage may occur.
See the STORAGE section for additional
information.

the unit sits for more than 10 minutes
without being run, it will be necessary
to start the unit by following the steps
under STARTING A COLD ENGINE or
following the starting instruction steps
shown on the unit.

STARTING A FLOODED ENGINE

Flooded engines can be started by

pulling the starter handle repeatedty

while squeezing throftle trigger unti
engine staris and runs. This could re-
guire pulling the starter handle many
times, depending on how badly the
unit is flooded.



if the unit stilt doesn't start, refer to the
TROUBLESHOOTING TABLE or contact
your Sears Service Cenire.

OPERATING POSITION

ALWAYS WEAR: 13 «Eve protection

Cut from your right to your left.

AWARNING: Always wear eye
protection. Never lean over the trimmer
head. Rocks or debris can ricochet or
be thrown info eves and face and
cause blindness or other serious injury.

When operating unit, stand as shown

and check for the following:

» Wear eye protection and heavy
clothing.

» Hold trigger handie with right hand
and assist handie with left hand.

« Keep unif below waist level.

« Cut only from your right o your left to
ensure debris is thrown away from
you. Without bending over, keep line
near and parallel to the ground and
not crowded inio material being cut.

Do not run the engine at a higher

speed than necessary. The cutting

fine will cut efficiently when the engine
is run at less than full throtile. At lower
speeds, there is less engine noise and
vibration. The cutting line will last
ionger and wili be less likely to “weld”
onto the spool.

Always release the throtile trigger and

allow the engine to return to idle

speed when not cutling.

To stop engine:

* Release the throtile frigger.

* Push and hold the STOP switch in
the STOP position until the engine
stops.

TWIST AND EDGE

The Twist and Edge feature allows for

easy edging of sidewalks, patios,

driveways, 8ic.

TRIMMER LINE ADVANCE

The cutting head advances line au-
tomatically. Do not tap head on the
ground to advance line. This may
break parts and cause culting head o
malfunction.

Upon unit start up, the fine will advance
automatically o the correct cutting path
tength.

Always keep the shield in place when
the tool is being operated.

You wili achieve the best perform-
ance and minimum fine wear by not
crowding the line into the culting
area.

« The line wili easily remove grass
and weeds from around walis,
fences, trees and flower beds, but it
also can cut the tender bark of trees
or shrubs and scar fences. To help
avoid damage especially o delicate
vegetation or trees with {ender bark,
shorten line o 4-5 inches (10-13
omy and use at less than full throttle.
For frimming or scalping, use less
than fult throttle to increase line life
and decrease head wear, especially:
* During light duty cutting.

* Near objects around which the fine
can wrap such as small posts,
trees or fence wire.

+ For mowing or sweeping, use full
throttle for a good clean job.

SCALPING - The scalping technique
removes unwanied vegetation down
to the ground. Hold the bottom of the
trimmer head about 3 inches (8 cm)
above the ground and at an angle. Al-
iow the tip of the line to strike the
ground around frees, posts, monu-
ments, etc. This technigue increases
line wear.

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MOWING - Your frimmer is ideal for
mowing in places conventional fawn
mowers cannot reach. In the mowing
position, keep the line parallel to the
ground. Avcid pressing the head info
the ground as this can scalp the
ground and damage the tool.

SWEEPING - The fanning action of
the rotating fine can be used for a
quick and easy clean up. Keep the
line parallel fo and above the surfaces
being swept and move the toot from
side io side.

REPLACE SPARK PLUG

Replace the spark plug each year o

ensure the engine starts easier and

runs better. Set spark plug gap at

6.025 inch {0.6 mm). Ignition timing is

fixed and nonadjustable.

2. Remove spark piug from cylinder
and discard.

3. Replace with Champion RCJ-GY
spark plug and tighten securely with
a 34 inch (19 mm) socket wrench.

4. Reinstail the spark plug boot.



SERVICE AND ADJUSTMENTS

LINE REPLACEMENT
Pre-wound spocls offer the most con-
venient method for replacing line and
ensuring optimum performance.

« Replacement spools are color-coded
to ensure use of the correct spool with
your unit. Be sure 1o use the same
color spooi as the existing spool.

CARBURETOR ADJUSTMENT

A WARNING: Keep others away
when making idie speed adjustments.
The trimmer head will be spinning dur-
ing this procedure. Wear your proiec-
tive equipment and observe all safety
precauiions.

The carburetor has been carefully set

at the factory. Adjustments may be

necessary if you notice any of the fol-
lowing conditions:

* Engine will not idle when the throtle is
released.

Make adiustments with the unit sup-

ported so the cutling attachment is off

the ground and will not make contact
with any object. Hold the unit by hand
while running and making adjustments.

Keep alt paris of your body away from

the cutling attachment and muffler.

idle Speed Adjustment

+ Turn idie speed screw clockwise o
increase engine speed if engine
stalls or dies.

« Store in a clean dry area.

* Lightly oil external metal surfaces.

FUEL SYSTEM

Under FUELING ENGINE in the OPERA-

TION section of this manual, see mes-

sage labeled IMPORTANT regarding

the use of gasohol in your engine.

If you require further assistance or are
unsure about performing this procedure,
contact your Sears Service Centre.

Fuel stabilizer is an acceptable alter-
native in minimizing the formation of
fuel gum deposits during storage. Add
stabilizer to the gasoline in the fuel
tank or fuel storage container. Follow
the mix instructions found on stabilizer
confainer. Run engine at least 5 min-
utes after adding stabilizer.

Craftsman 40:1, 2-cycle engine oil (air

cooled} is already blended with fuel

stabilizer. If you do not use this Sears
cil, you can add a fuel stabilizer to
your fuel tank.
