When using an extension cord, be sure to use one
heavy enough to camry the cument your product will
draw. A wire gage size (AW.G.) of at least 16 Is
recommanded for an extenslion cord 100 feet or lass
in length. A cord exceeding 100 feet Is not recom-
mended. if In doubt, use the next heavier gage. The
smaller the gage number, the heavler the cord. An
undersized cord will cause a drop in line voltage result-
ing in logs of power and overheating.

Important Rules for Battery Tools

Battery tools do not have to be plugged into an
electrical outlet; therefore, they are always in
operating condition. Be aware of possible hazards
when not using your battary tool or when chang-
Ing accessorles. Following this rule will reduce the
risk of electric shock, fire, or serious personal injury.

Do nol place battery tools or their batterles near

fire or heat. This will reduce the risk of explosion and
possible injury.

This tool has the feature of being reversible. The direction
of rotation is controlled by a selector located above the
switch trigger. With the drill held in normal operating
position, the direction of rotation selector should be
positioned to the left of the switch for drilling. The drilling
direction is reversed when the selector is to the right of
the switch. When the selector is in center position, the
switch trigger is locked,

CAUTION: To prevent gear damage, aiways allow
chuck to come to a complete stop before changing
the direction of rotation.

KEYLESS CHUCK

Your drill has a keyless chuck. As the name implies, you can
hand tighten or release drill bits in the chuck jaws. Grasp and
hold the collar of the chuck with one hand. Rotate the chuck
body with your other hand. The arrows on the chuck
indicate which direction to rotate the chuck body in order to
LOCK (tighten) or UNLOCK (release) the drill bit,

The material to be drilled should be secured in a vise or
with ciamps to keep it from tuming as the drill bit rotates.

Hold tool firmly and place the bit at the point to be drilled,
Depress the switch trigger to start tool.
Move the drill bit into the workplece applying only enough

pressure to keep the bit cutting. Do not force or apply side
pressure to elongate a hole.

A WARNING: Be prepared for binding or bit
brealkthrough.

OPERATION

CHUCK REMOVAL
See Figures 12, 13, and 14,

The chuck must be removed in order to use some
accessories. To remove:

B Lock the switch trigger by placing the direction of
rotation selector In center position, See Agure 4.

B Insen a 5/16 In. or larger hex key into the chuck of your
drill and tighten the chuck jaws securely.

W Tap the hex key sharply with a mallet in a clockwise
direction. See Agure 72 This will loosen the screw in
the chuck for easy ramoval.

B Open chuck jaws and remove hex key. Remove the
chuck screw by tuming it in a clockwise direction.
See Figure 13.

Note: The screw has left hand threads.

BATTERIES

Your drilt's battery pack is equipped with nickel-cadmium
rechargeable batteries. Length of service from each
charging will depend on the type of work you are doing.
The batteries in this tool have been designed to provide
maximum trouble free life. However, like all batteries, they
will evertually wear out. Do not disassemble battery pack
and attempt to replace the batteries. Handling of these
batteries, especially when wearing rings and jewelry,
could result in a serious bum.

To obtain the longest possible battery life, we suggest the
following:

B Store and charge your batteries in a cool area.
Temperatures above or below normal rcom
temperature wiil shorten battery life,

W Never store batteries in a discharged condition.
Recharge them immediately after they are
discharged.

B All batteries gradually lose their charge. The higher
the temperature the quicker they [ose their charge, If
you store your tool for long periods of time without
using it, recharge the batteries every month or two.
This practice will prolong battery life,
