OPERATING YOUR PACKAGED AIR CONDITIONER

The operation of your air conditioning system is controlled by the indoor thermostat. You simply adjust the thermostat and it maintains the indoor

temperature at the level you selecL Most thermostats of air conditioning systems have 3 controls: a temperature control selector, a FAN control,

and a SYSTEM or MODE control Ref)r to your thermostat owner's manual fbr more information.

PROCEDURE I--COOLING MODE

With the SYSTEM oi" MODE control set to COOL, your unit will run in cooling mode until the indoor temperature is lowered to the level you

have selected. On extIemely hot days, your system will run for longer periods at a time and have shorter "o_t _' periods than on moderate days.

PROCEDURE 2--HEATING MODE

Your system may be equipped with an electric strip heat heating. If so equipped once the SYSTEM or MGDE switch is set to HEA_ yonr system

will automatically mrn on the electric strip heat in order to maintain the level of cornfbrt you have selected

MAINTENANCE AND SERVICE

This section discusses maintenance that should be per%treed by your dealer and care you_ as the owner_ may wish to handle %r your new system.

A. Routine Maintenance

All routine maintenance should be handled by skilled, experienced personnel Your dealer can help you establish a standard procedm'e.

For your safety, keep your unit area clear and f'ree of combustible materials, gasoliue_ and other flammable liquids and vapors.

To assure proper flmctioning of your uniL flow of condenser air must not be obstructed fi'om reaching the unit. (learance f?om the top of the unit

is 48 in. Clearance of at least 36 in. is required on sides except the power entry side (42 in. clearance) and the dnct side (12 in. n_inin_unl clearance).

C. Regular Dealer Maintenance

In addition to the type of routine maiutenance you might be willing to perform, your unit should be inspected regularly by a properly tlained service

technician. An inspection (preferably each year, but at least every other year) should include the fbllowing:

1. Inspection and, if required, cleaning of the outdoor and indoor coils.
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2. Inspection and, if require& cleaning of the indoor coil &ain pan.

3. Inspection and cleaning of blower wheel housing and motor

4. Inspection of all supply-air and return-air ducts fbr leaks, obstl_/ctions, and insulation integrity Any problems fbund should be resolved at
this time

5. Inspection of the unit base to ensure that no cracks, gaps, etc., exist which may cause a hazardous condition

(7. Inspection of the unit casing fbr signs of deterioration

7. Inspection of all electrical wiring and components to assure proper connection.

8. Inspection tbr leaks in the refi'igerant circuit Pressure-check to determine appropriate refi'igerant charge.

9. Inspection of compressor oil level by sela-ice person to ensure proper oil level is maintained in the compressor when it is installed and

naming

10. Operational check of the unit to determine working conditions. Repair or adjustment should be made at this time.

Your servicing dealer may oft_r an economical service contract that covers seasonal inspections. Ask for f_/rther details

( omplete service instructions can be fbund in each unit's Installation, Start-Up and Service Instructions.

( ) (beck to be sure that your thermostat temperature selector is set below the indoor temperature during the cooling season or above the indoor

temperature dtlring heating season. Be sure the SYSTEM switch or MODE conhol is in the (OOL or HEAT position and not in the OFF position.

( ) If your unit still fails to operate, call your servicing dealer for tloubleshooting and repairs. Specify the model and serial nunfbers of your unit.

(Record them in this manual in the space provided.) If the dealer knows exactly which unit you have, he may be able to oft)r suggestions over

the phone, or save valuable time through knowledgeable preparation fbr the service call.
