Electrieal supply junction box should be
lacated 3 inches (7.6 cm) maximum below the
support surface when ovenisinstalled in a
wall cabinet. Drill & 1-inch minimum (2.5 cm)
diameter hole in the right rear or left rear
corner of the support surface to pass the
appliance cable through to the junction box.
For undercounter installation, it is
recommended that the junction box be
located in the adjacent right or left cabinet. If
installing the junction box on rear wall behind
oven, junction box must be recessed and
located in the upper or lower right or left
corner of cabinet.

Models rated from 7.3 to 9.6 kW at 240
volts (5.5 10 7.2 KW at 208 volts) require a
separate 40-ampere circuit. Models rated
at 7.2 kW and below at 240 volts (5.4 kW
and below at 208 volts) require a separate
30-ampere circuit.

A time-delay fuse or circuit breaker is

recommended.

Connect directly to the fused disconnect
{or circuit breaker box} through flexible,
armored or non-metallic sheathed, copper
cable (with grounding wire).

Flexible armored cable from appliance
should be connected directly to junction
box.

Fuse both sides of the line.

A U.L.-listed conduit connector must be
provided at the junction box.

Do Not cut the conduit.

Wire sizes and connections must conform
with the rating of the appliance and to the
requirements of the National Electrical Code,
ANSYNFPA 70 — latest edition®, or Canadian
Electrical Code, C22.1-1882 and C22.2 No.
01982 {or latest edition}** and all local codes
and ordinances.

If the house has aluminum wiring, follow the
procedure below.
