TURNING YOUR ICE MAKER ON

After the plumbing connactions have been completad, the water supply valve
must be opened. Place the ice container under the ice maker, pushing it as
far back as possible. Lower the wire signal arm to its “down” or ON position.
New plumbing connections may cause the first production of ice cubes to be
discolored or have an odd flavor. These first cubes should be discarded until
the cubes produced are free of discoloration and taste.

To stop the ice maker, lift the wire signal arm until it clicks and locks in the

Changing the Filter:
Water conditions vary throughout the world, but changing the water filter every

6 -

9 months normally will ensure the highest possible water quality. If the filter

has been in a refrigerator that has not been in use for awhile (during moving for
example), change the filier before reinstalling the refrigeraior. The dispenser
system will also operate without filtration (with filter cartridge removed).

It is not necessary to turn the water supply off to change the filler.

FOOD STORAGE IDEAS
Fresh Food Storage

+  The fresh food compartment should be kept between 34° F and 40° F with an optimum temperature of 37° F
+  Avoid overcrowding the refrigerator shelves. This reduces the circulation of air around the food and results in uneven
cooling.

Fruits and Vegetables

= Storage in the crisper drawers fraps moisture to help preserve the fruit and vegetable quality for longer time periods,

+  Raw meal and poultry should be wrapped securaly so leakage and contamination of other foods or surfaces does not
oCCur.

Frozen Food Storage

s  The freezer compartment should be kept at 0° F or lower.

»  Afreezer operates most efficiently when itis at least 2/3 full,

Packaging Foods for Freezing

= To minimize dehydration and quality deterioration, use aluminum foil, freezer wrap, freezer bags or airtight containers.
Force as much air out of the packages as possible and seal them tighily. Trapped air can cause food o dry out,
change color, and develop an ofi-flavor (freezer burn).

= Wrap fresh meats and poultry with suitable freezer wrap prior to freezing.

+ Do not refreeze meal that has completely thawed.

Loading the Freezer

+  Avoid adding too much warm food to the freezer at one time. This overloads the freezer, slows the rate of freezing,
and can raise the temperature of frozen foods.

+ Leave a space between the packages, so cold air can circulate freely, allowing food to freeze as quickly as possible.

= Avoid storing hard-to-freeze foods such as ice cream and orange juice on the freezer door shelves. Thase foods are
best stored in the freezer interior where the temperature varies less.

ENERGY SAVING IDEAS

« Locate the refrigeratorin the coolest part of the room, cut of direct sunlight,
and away from heating ducts or registers. Do not place the refrigerator
next to heat-producing appliances such as a range, oven, or dishwasher,
If this is not possible, a section of cabinelry or an added layer of insulation
between the two appliances will help the refrigerator operate more
efficiently.

= Level the refrigerator so that the doors close tightly.

=  Periodic cleaning of the condenser will help the refrigerator run more
efficiently. See the Care and Cleaning Chart on page 18.

= Do not overcrowd the refrigerator or block cold air vents. Doing so causes
the refrigerator to run longer and Use more energy.

If your refrigerator is equipped with an automatic ice
maker, you will hear ice cubes falling into the ice bin.

E. Cold Conirol & Defrost Timer/Automatic Defrost
Control
These parts can produce a snapping or clicking sound
when turning the refrigerator on and off. The timer also
produces sounds similar to an electric clock.

F. Condenser Fan
If condenser coils are located underneath your
refrigerator as shown in the drawing at the left, you
have a condenser fan. You may hear air being forced
through the condenser by the condenser fan.

G. Compressor
Modern, high-efficiency compressors operate much
faster than older models. The compressor may have a
high-pitched hum or pulsaling sound.

H. Water Vaive
If vour refrigerator is equipped with an automatic ice
maker, you will hear a buzzing sound as the waler valve
opens to fill the ice maker during each cycle.

. Drain Pan (Nonremovable)
You may hear water running into the drain pan during
the defrost cycle. The drain pan will be located on top
of the compreassor for air-cooled condensers (black coils
on back of refrigerator).

J. Condenser Colls (Fan-cooled models only)
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Care & Cleaning

Always unplug the electrical power cord from the wall outlet before cleaning. Keep your refrigerator and freezer clean
to prevent odor build-up. Wipe up any spills immediately and clean both sections at least twice a year. Never use any type
of scouring pads, brushes, abrasive cleaners or strong alkaline solutions on any surface. Do not wash any removable parts
in a dishwasher.
