Selecting the correct size grit and fypa sandpaper is
an extremely importantstep inachievinga highquality
sanded finish.AJumlnumoxide, sr_lconcarbide, and other
synthetic abrasivesare best for power sanding. Natural
abrasives suchas flintand garnet are toosoft for eco-
nomicaluse in power sanding,

In general, coarse gritwill removethe most material and
finer grit will produce the best finishInall sandingop-
ereUons.The conditionof the surface to be sanded will
determine which grit willdo the job. if the surface is rough,
start with a coarse grit and sand until the surfaceis uni-
form. Medium grit may then be usedto removescratches

left by the coarser gritand finer grit used for finishingof
the surface.Always continuesandingwith each grit until
surfaceis uniform.

REMOVING SANDPAPER BEFORE STORAGE

DOnot storethe sander with pressuresansiUveadhesive
sandpaper installed.Heat generated from sanding causes
the pressuresensitiveadhesiveto flow end form a tight
bond betweenthe cushionand sandpaper.
Removingthe sandpaper soon after you havefinisheda
sanding operationavoids lettingthe adhesiveset up. It the
sandpaper is left onthe cushionfor en extended period
of time after use,the adhesivewill set up end cause the
sandpaper to become difficultto remove.
