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ICE AND WATER DISPENSER FEATURES
The ice and waler dispenser conveniently dispenses chilled water, and ice cubes or crushed ice, depending on the modal.

To operate the ice dispenser, select the ice option desired using the touchpad. Press a glass against the dispensing paddle
as far up as possible to caich all ice. To stop dispensing ice, pull glass away from dispensing paddle. Do not remove the
glass until the ice has completely dispensed. (Complete instructions for the dispenser operation are attached to the inside
of the freezer door.)

The ice maker produces 4 o 6 pounds of ice every 24 hours depending on usage conditions. Ica is produced ata rate of 8
cubes every 75 to 20 minutes.

How the Waler Dispenser Works

The watertank, focated behind the drawers in the refrigerator compartment, automatically fills as water is dispensed. For
proper dispenser operation the recommended supply waler pressure should fall between 20 psi and 100 psi

After the refrigerator is connected to the water supply, fill the water tank by drawing one glass of water. It may take about
12 minutes after aclivaling the dispenser paddle before waler begins to fill this first glass. Continue flushing the system
for 3 minutes to rid the tank and plumbing connections of any impurities. The water dispenser has a built in shutoff device
that will stop the water flow after 3 minutes of continuous use. Simply release the dispenser paddle to reset the shutoff
mechanism.

Chemicalsfroma malfunbtic}ning softener can damagé the ice maker. If the ice maker is connected
to soft water, ensure that the softener is maintained and working properly.

How the Ice Dispenser Works

The ice maker and container are located in the top of the freezer compartment. After the
refrigerator is installed properly and has cooled for several hours, the ice maker can begin
making ice within 24 hours. Alrin new plumbing lines may cause the ice maker to cycle two
or three times before making a full tray of ice. Ice production is controlled by the ice
maker's On/Off power swiich. Press the swiich to the “O” position to turn it Off and press |
to the "I” position to turn it On. With no usage it will take approximately 2 days to fill the ice
container. The ice maker also has a built-in wire signal arm,which automatically stops ice
production when the ice bin is full. This signal arm should not be used to manually stop th
ice maker.

Because of new plumbing connections, the first production of ice cubeas may be discolored
or have an odd flavor. These should be discarded until the cubes made are free of discoloration and taste.

Changing the Filter:

Water conditions vary throughout the world, but changing the water filter every
6 - 9 months normally will ensure the highest possible water quality. The Filter
Status light will turn red after approximately 400 gallons of water has flowed
through the ice and water dispenser. Also, if the filter has been in a refrigerator
that has not beenin use for awhile (during moving for example), change the filter
before reinstalling the refrigerator. The dispenser system will alsc operate without
filtration (with filter cartridge removed and bypass installed).

To change filter:
Itis not necessary to tWwirn the water supply off to change the filter.

1. Turn the ice maker's power switch to the Off ("0") position (See lllustration
on page 15).

2. Pushthe Filter Release Bution, located to the right of the filter cartridge,
io release the filter from the housing.

Food Storage &'Ene'rg}y Sai/ing Ideas

FOOD STORAGE IDEAS

Fresh Food Storage

+  The fresh food compartment should be kept between 34° F and 40° F with an optimum temperature of 37° k.

= Avoid overcrowding the refrigerator shelves. This reduces the circulation of air around the food and results in unaven
cooling.

Fruits and Vegetables
= Storage in the crisper drawers traps moisture to halp preserve the fruit and vegetable quality for longer time periods.

Meat

= Raw meat and poultry should be wrapped securely so leakage and contamination of other foods or surfaces does
hot cceur.

Frozen Food Storage

»  The freezer compartment should be kept at 0° F or lower.
= Afreezer operaies most efficiently when it is af least 2/3 full.

Packaging Foods for Freezing

= Tominimize dehydration and quality deterioration, use aluminum foil, freezer wrap, freezer bags or airtight
containers. Force as much air out of the packages as possible and seal them tightly. Trapped air can cause food to
dry out, change color, and develop an off-flavor (freezer burn).

= Wrap fresh meats and pouliry with suitable freezer wrap prior to freezing.

= Do not refreeze meat that has completely thawed.

Loading the Freezer

= Ayoid adding too much warm food to the freezer at one time. This overloads the freezer, slows the rate of freezing,
and can raise the temperature of frozen foods.

s Leave a space batween the packages, so cold air can circulate freely, allowing food to freeze as quickly as
possible,

+  Avoid storing hard-to-freeze foods such as ice cream and orange juice on the freezer door shelves. These foods are
best stored in the freezer interior where the temperature varies less.

ENERGY SAVING IDEAS

« Locale the refrigerator in the coclest part of the room, out of direct
sunlight, and away from heating ducts or registers. Do not place the
refrigerator nextto heat-producing appliances such as a range, oven, or
dishwasher. If this is not possible, a section of cabinetry or an added
layer of insulation between the two appliances will help the refrigeraior
operate more efficiently.

= Leveal the refrigerator so that the doors close tightly.

¢ Referto this Use & Care Manual for the suggested temperature control
settings.

«  Periodic cleaning of the condenser will help the refrigerator run more
efficiently. See the Care and Cleaning Charton page 20.

+« Do notovaercrowd the refrigerator or block cold air vents. Doing so
causes the refrigerator to run longer and use more energy.

+  Cover foods and wipe containers dry before placing them in the
refrigerator. This cuts down on moisture build-up inside the unit.

+  Organize the refrigerator to reduce door openings. Remove as many
itemns as needed at one time and close the door as soon as possible.
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UNDERSTANDING THE SOUNDS YOU MAY
HEAR

Your new high-efficiency refrigerator may make unfamiliar
sounds. These are all normal sounds and soon will
become familiar to you. They also indicate your refrigerator
is operaling as designed. Hard surfaces, such as vinyl or
wood floors, walls, and kitchen cabinets may make
sounds more noticeable. Listed below are descriptions of
some of the most common sounds you may hear, and
whal is causing them.

.NOTE:' Rigid foam 'insula.t_ion is -véry:energy sfficient,
but is not a sound insulator,
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A. Evaporator

The flow of refrigerant through the evaporator may
create a boiling or gurgling sound.

B. Evaporator Fan
You may hear air being forced through the refrigerator
by the evaporator fan. Also, you will feel warm air
heing pushed out the front of the refrigerator from
under the Toe Grille.

C. Defrost Heater
During defrost cycles, water dripping onto the defrost
heater may cause a hissing or sizzling sound. After
defrosting, a popping sound may occur.

IMPORTANT: During the automatic defrost cycle, you
may nofice a red glow in the venis on the back wall of
your freezer compartment. This is normal during the -
defrost cydle.

0. Automalic lce Maker
If your refrigerator is equipped with an automatic ice
maker, vou will hear ice cubes falling into the ice bin.

E. Cold Conirol & Automatic Defrost Control
These parts can produce a snapping or clicking sound
when turning the refrigerator on and off.

F. Condenser Fan
You may hear air being forced through the condenser
by the condenser fan.

G. Compressor
Modem, high-efficiency compressors operate much
faster than older models. The compressor may have a
high-pitched hum or pulsating sound.

H. Water Vaive

If your refrigerator is equipped with an automalic ice
maker, you will hear a buzzing sound as the waler
valve opens to fill the ice maker during each cycle.

IMPORTANT: Your ice maker is turned On at the factory
80 it can work as soon as you install your refrigerator.
To ensure proper function of your ice maker, connect a
water supply immediately or turn the On/Off switch to
the Off (*0”) position.

L. Drain Pan (hot removable)
You may hear water running into the drain pan during
the defrost cycle.

Water
collecting in bottom of drawer is normal.

WATER/MOISTURE/FROST OUTSIDE REFRIGERATOR

Moisture collects on
outside of refrigerator or
between doors.

Weather is humid.

Door is slightly open, causing
cold air from inside refrigerator
to meet warm air from outside.

This is normal in humid weather. When humidity is
lower, the moisture should disappear.

AUTOMATIC ICE MAKER

Ice maker is not making
any ice.

Ice maker power swifch is Off.
Household water line valve is
not open.

Freezer is not cold enough.

Saddle valve on cold water
pipe is clogged or restricted by
foreign material.

Check 1o see if the water
dispenser is dispensing water.

Turmn power switch to On (‘") position.
Turn on household water line valve.

Ensure freezer door is closed.

Ensure floor is level and solid, and can adequately
support the refrigerator. Contact a carpenter to correct
a sagging or sloping floor.
