MEAT PAN (SOME MODELS)

Some models are squipped with a Meat Pan that can be
positioned below any refrigeraior shelf. Use this pan for short
term storage of bulk meat items. If meats are 1o be kept
longer than one or two days, they should be frozen.

DELI DRAWER (SOME MODELS)

Some models are equipped with a Deli Drawer for storags of
luncheon meats, spreads, cheeses, and other deli items.

WINE RACK (SOME MODELS)

The Wine Rack stores bottles of wine, or single two-liter
plastic bottles of juice or soda pop. Toinstall, slide the Wine
Rack onto the shell with the curve facing in. To remove,
slide the Wine Rack out. Install on either side of shelf.

If your refrigerator has an aulomatic ice maker, it will provide a sufficient
supply of ice for normal use. During the initial stariup of your refrigerator,
however, no ice will be produced during the first 24 hours of operation. Automatic
ice makers are also optional accessories that may be installed in most models
atany time. Call your local dealer for information.

TURNING YOUR ICE MAKER ON

After the plurmbing connections have been completed, the water supply valve
must be opened. Place the ice containerunder the ice maker, pushing it as far
back as possible. Lower the wire signal arm to its “down” or ON position. New
plumbing connections may cause the first production of ice cubes to be
discolored or have an odd flavor. These first cubes should be discarded until
the cubes produced are free of discoloration and taste.

TURNING YOUR ICE MAKER OFF

To stop the ice maker, lift the wire signal arm until it ¢licks and locks in the
“up” or OFF position. The ice maker also turns off automatically when the ice
container is full. If your model has an adjustable freezer shelf, place the shelf
in the lower position, so that the wire signal arm will hit the ice when the
container is full.

+  The fresh food compartment should be kept between 34° F and 40° F with an optimum temperature of 37°F.
+  Avoid overcrowding the refrigerator shelves. This reduces the circulation of air around the food and results in uneven
cooling.

Packaging Foods for Freezing

= Tominimize dehydration and quality deterioration, use aluminum foil, freezer wrap, freezer bags or airtight containers.
Force as much air out of the packages as possible and seal them tighily. Trapped air can cause food to dry out,
change color, and develop an off-flavor (freezer bum).

= Wrap fresh meats and pouliry with suitable freezer wrap prior to freezing.

+ Do not refreeze meat that has completely thawed.

Loading the Freezer

+  Ayoid adding too much warm food to the freezer at one time. This overloads the freezer, slows the rate of freezing,
and can raise the temperature of frozen foods.

+ Leave a space between the packages, so cold air can circulate freely, allowing food to freeze as quickly as possible.

= Avoid storing hard-to-freeze foods such as ice cream and orange juice on the freezer door shelves. These foods are
best stored in the freezer interior where the temperature varies less.

« Locate the refrigeratorin the coolest part of the room, out of direct sunlight,
and away from heating ducts or registers. Do notplace the refrigerator
next to heat-producing appliances such as a range, oven, or dishwasher,
If this is not possible, a section of cabinetry or an added layer of insulation
between the two appliances will help the refrigerator operate more
efficiently.

Keep your refrigerator and freezer clean to prevent odor build-up. Wipe up any spills immediataly and clean both sections at
least twice a year. Never use melallic scourning pads, brushes, abrasive cleaners or strong alkaline solutions on any
surface. Do not wash any removable parts in a dishwasher. Always unpfug the electrical power cord from the wall
outlet before cleaning.
