Your Sears generator endgine is equipped with Low Oil
Shutdown. Low Oil Shutdown is a safety device
designed to protect your engine from damage in the
event the oil lavel in the crankcase is low.

If while the engine is running, the oil gets low, it will
automatically shut itself down and will not restart until
the oil is added. [f the cil is low before start-up, the
generator will not start until oil is added.

NOTE: The Low Gil Shutdown mechanism is very sen-
sitive. You must fill the engine to the full mark on the
dipstick to inactivate this safety device.

GENERATOR CAPACITY

Exceeding the rated capacity of your generator can
result in serious damage to your generator and
connected electrical devices. You should observe the
following to prevent overloading the unit:

¢ Starfing and running wattage requirements should
always be calculated when matching a generators
wattage capacity to the appliance or tool.

¢ There are two types of electrical appliances that
can be powered by your generator:

A, ltems such as radios, light bulbs, television
sets, and microwaves have a "resistive load".
Starting wattage and running wattage are the
same.

B. Hems such as refrigerators, air compressors,
washer, dryer, and hand tools that use an
electrical motor have an "inductive load".
Inductive load appliances and tools require
approximately 2 to 4 times the listed wattage
for starting the equipment. This initial foad
only lasts for a few seconds on start-up but is
very important when figuring your total
watlage 1o be used.

NOTE: Some inductive appliances and tools will list
on the motor name plate, the starting and running
voltage and amperage requirements. Use the follow-
ing formula to convert voltage and amperage to
wattage: (Volts X Amp = Watls)

*  Always start your largest electric motor first, and
then plug in other items, one at a time.

NOTE: On 120-volt loads the maximum starting watt-
age should NOT exceed one half of the rated generator
wattage. Example: a 5250 rated wattage generator =
2625 maximum starting wattage.

OBTAINING ELECTRICITY FROM
GENERATOR

There are basically two ways to obtain electricity form
a generator:

*  Use of extension cords directly from the genera-
tor to the appliance, lights, tools, etc.

e llse of a double-throw transfer switch installed
directly to the main electrical supply outside of
the house.

Extension Cord

When using an appliance or tool at a considerable
distance from the generator, a 3-wire extension cord
that has a 3-blade grounding plug and 3-slot recep-
tacle that accepts the tool’s plug should be used. A
cord of adequate size must be used. A minimum of
12 gauge wire size with at least a 20 amp draw can
be used. When amperage exceeds 20 amps a 10
gauge wire size should be used.

o e An extension cord that is hot
' : to the touch is overloaded.

epir or replace damaged extension cords
immediately.
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Connecting Generator To Main Electrical
Supply

Potential hazards exist when a electrical generator is
connected to the main electrical supply coming into
the house. It is at that point that the generator could
feed back into the utility company’s system causing
possible electrocution of workers who are repairing
electrical lines. To avoid back feeding of electricity into
utifity systems, a double-throw transfer switch
should be installed between the generator and utility
power. This device should be installed by a licensed
electrician and in compliance with all local electrical
codes.

NOTE: When installing a Double-Throw Transfer
Switch, a minimum of 10 gauge wiring must be used.

Adding Engine Oil

Your generator has been shipped without oil in the
engine. Begin by removing the oil dipstick and plug.
Start pouring the oil in slowly.

The engine will hold approximately 26 ounces of oil. To
check the oil, clean and replace the dipstick. Do not
screw the dip stick in when checking the oil level. Next,
remove the dipstick to check the level. The oil dipstick
is clearly marked with lines that tell you when the
engine has encugh oil. Do not fill above this point.

CONNECTING ELECTRICAL LOADS

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GENERAL RECOMMENDATIONS

The warranty of the generator does not cover items
that have been subjected to operator abuse or negli-
gence. To receive full value from the warranty, opera-
tor must maintain the generator as instructed in this
manual.

Some adjustments will need to be made periodically to
maintain your generator.

GENERATOR MAINTENANCE

Your generator should be kept clean and dry at all
times. The generator should not be stored or oper-
ated in environments that include excessive moisture,
dust or any corrosive vapors. If these substances are
on the generator, clean with a cloth or soft bristle
brush. Do not use a garden hose or anything with
water pressure to clean the generator. Water may
enter the cooling air slots and could possibly damage
the rotor, stator and the internal windings of the
generator head.

NOTICE: Maintenance, replacement or repair of
the emission control devices and systems may be
performed by any nonrcad engine repair establish-
ment or individual. However, to obtain no charge
repairs under the terms and provisions of the
engine manufaciurers warranty statement, any
service or emission control part repair or replace-
ment must be performed by a factory authorized
dealer.

If, during
such warranty period, any emission-related part on your engine is defactive in materials or workmanship, the part will be repaired
or replaced by Tecumseh Products Co.

OWNER'S WARRANTY RESPONSIBILITIES

As the utility or tawn and garden equipment engine owner, you are responsible for the performance of the reguired maintenance
listed in your Owner's Manual, but Tecumseh Products Co. will not deny warranty solely due to the lack of receipts or for your
failure to provide written evidence of the performance of all scheduled maintenance.

As the utility or lawn and garden equipment engine owner, you should, however, be aware that Tecumseh Products Co. may
deny you warranty coverage if your utility or lawn and garden equipment or a part thereof has failed due to abuse, neglect,
improper maintenance or unapproved modifications.

You ara responsible for presenting your utility or lawn and garden equipment engine to a Tecumseh Authorized Service Cuilet
(any Tecumseh Registered Service Dealer, Tecumseh Authorized Service Distributor or Tecumseh Central Warehouse Distribu-
tor) as soon as a problem exists. The warranty repairs should be completed in a reasonable amount of time, not to exceed 30
days.

This warranty statement explains your rights and obligations under the Emission Control System Warranty ("ECS Warranty™)
which is provided to you by Tecumseh Products Co. pursuant to California law. Tecumseh Producis Co. also provides to original
purchasers of new Tecumseh Products Co. engines. The Tecumseh Products Co. Lirnited Warranties for New Tecumaeh Engine
and Electronic ignition Modules (“Tecumseh Products Co. Warranty™) which is enclosed with all new Tecumseh Products Co.
engines on a separate sheet. The ECS Warranty applies only to the emission control system of your new engine. To the extent
that there is any conflict in terms between the ECS Warranty and the Tecumseh Products Co. Warranty, the ECS Warranty shall
apply except in any circumstances in which the Tecumseh Products Co. Warranty may provide a longer warranty period. Both
the ECS Warranty and the Tecumseh Products Co. Warranty describe important rights and obligations with respect to your new
engine.

Warranty service can only be performed by a Tecumseh Products Co. Authorized Service Qutdet, or by Tecumseh Products Co.
at its factory in Grafton, Wi. At the time of requesting warranty service, evidence must be presented of the date of sale to the
original purchaser. The purchaser shall pay any charges for making service calls and/or for transporting the products to and from
the place where the inspection and/or warranty work is performed. The purchaser shall be responsible for any damage or loss
incurred In conneciion with the transportation of any engine or any part{s) thereof submitted for inspection and/or warranty work.

B. GENERAL EMISSIONS WARRANTY COVERAGE: Tecumseh Producis Co. warrants to the original, end-use purchaser of
the new engine or equipment and 1o each subsequent purchaser that each of ite utility and lawn and garden equipment
angines is:

Designed, built and equipped so as to conform with all applicable regulations adopted by the Air Resources Board pursuant

. Eree from defects in materials and workmanship which, at any time during the ECS Warranty Period, will cause a warranted

emissions-related part to fail to be identical in all material respects to the part as described In the engine manufacturer's
application for certification.

C. The ECS Warranty only peﬁains to emissions-related parts on your engine, as follows:

1.

Any warranted, emissions-related paris which are not scheduled for replacement as required maintenance in the Owner's
Manual shall be warranted for the ECS Warranty Period. I any such parl fails during the ECS Warranty Period, il shall be
repaired or replaced by Tecumseh Products Co. according to Subsection 4 below. Any such part repaired or replaced
under the ECS Warranty shall be warranied for any remainder of the ECS Warranty Period.

Any warranted, emissions-related part which is scheduled only for regular inspection as specified in the Owner's Manual
shall be warranted for the ECS Warranly Period. A slatement in such writien instructions to the effect of "repailr or replace
as necessary”, shall not reduce the ECS Warranty Period. Any such part repaired or replaced under the ECS Warranty
shall be warranted for the remainder of the ECS Warranty Period.

Any warranted, emissions-related part which is scheduled for replacement as required maintenance in the Owner's Manual,
shall be warranied for the petiod of time prior to the first scheduled replacement point for that part. If the part fails prior to
the first scheduled replacement, the parl shall be repaired or replaced by Tecumseh Produsts Co. according to Subsection
4 below. Any such emissions-related part repaired or replaced under the ECS Warranty, shall be warranted for the remain-
der of the ECS Warranty Period prior to the first scheduled replacement point for such emissions-refated part.

Repair or replacement of any warranled, emissions-related part under this ECS Warranty shall be performad at no charge to
the owher af a Tecumseh AuthtiiZed Service Oullet.” ™

The owner shall not be charged for diagnostic labor which leads fo the determination that a part covered by the ECS
Warranty is in fact defective, provided that such diagnostic work is performed at a Tecumseh Authorized Service Outist.

Tecumseh Products Co. shall be liabie for damages to other original engine components or approved modifications proxi-
mately caused by a failure under warranty of an emission-related part covered by the ECS Warranty.

Throughout the ECS Warranty Period, Tecumseh Products Co. shall maintain a supply of warranted emission-related parts
sufficient to meet the expected demand for such emission-related parts.

Any Tecumseh Products Co. authorized and approved emission-related replacement part may be used in the performance
of any ECS Warranty maintenance or repair and will be provided without charge to the owner. Such use shali not reduce
Tecurnseh Products Co. ECS Warranty obligations.

. Unapproved add-on or modified parls may not be used to madify or repair a Tecumseh Products Co. engine. Such use

voids thiz ECS Warranty and shall be sufficlent grounds for disallowing an ECS Warranty claim. Tecumseh Producis Co.
