PERSONAL SAFETY

Disconnect battery pack from tocl or place the
switch in the locked or off position before making
any adjustments, changing accessories, or storing
the tool.

When battery pack is not in use, keep it away from
other metal objects like: paper clips, coins, keys,
nails, screws, or other small metal cbjects that can
make a connection from one terminal o another.

KNOW YOUR HAMMER DRILL
See Figure 1.

Before attemnpting to use this product, familiarize yourself
with all operating Features and Safety Rules,

KEYLESS CHUCK

Your drill-driver has a keyless chuck that allows you to
hand tighten or release drill bit in the chuck jaws.

SWITCH

Your hammer drill has a conveniently located trigger
switch.

TWO-SPEED GEAR TRAIN

Your drill-driver has a two speed gear train designed for
drilling or driving at Ml or LO speeds. A slide switch is
located on top of your drill to select either HI or LO speed.

REVERSIBLE

This hammer drill allows you to reverse the bit rotation. You
can control the direction with the direction of rotation selec-
tor located above the swiltch.

SWITCH LOCK

The switch trigger can be locked in the OFF position. This
feature helps reduce the possibility of accidental starting
when not in use.

ADJUSTABLE TORQUE CLUTCH

The hammer drill is equipped with an adjustable torgue
clutch for driving different types of screws into different
materials.

DEPTH GAUGE ROD

A depth gauge rod is installed on the auxiliary handle
assembly to assist you in conirolling the depth of drilled
holes.

AUXILIARY HANDLE ASSEMBLY

An auxiliary handle is installed on the hammer drill. For
ease of operation, you may use the handle with either the
left hand or the right hand.

LEVEL DRILLING

Two levels are recessed in the motor housing of the ham-
mer drill, One is located on top, while the other is located
on the end. They can be used to keep drill bits level during
both horizontal and vertical drilling operations.

BIT STORAGE

When not in use, you can place the bits provided with your
hammer drill in the storage area located on the top of the
drill,

ERGONOMIC DESIGN

The design of the hammer drill provides for easy handling.
it is designed for comiort and ease of grasp when operat-
ing in different positions and at different angles.

CHARGER

Your charger has a "key hole" feature for convenient, space
saving storage. Screws should be instalied so that center
distances are 4-1/2 inches apart.

LED FUNCTIONS OF CHARGER

LED WILL BE ON TO INDICATE STATUS OF
CHARGER AND BATTERY PACK:
B Red LED on = Fast charging mode.

B Green LED on = Fully charged and in trickle charge
mode.

B Green LED on = When battery pack is inserted into
charger, indicates hot battery pack or that battery pack
is out of or below normal temperature range.

B Yellow and Green LEDs on = Deeply discharged or
defective battery pack.

B No LED on = Defective charger or battery pack.



CHARGING THE BATTERY PACK

The battery pack for this tool has been shipped in a low
charge condition to prevent possible problems. Therefore,
you should charge it until the green LED on the front of the
charger comes on.

NGOTE: Batteries will not reach full charge the first time
they are charged. Allow several cycles (operation followed
by recharging) for them to become fully charged.

CHARGING A COOL BATTERY PACK
See Figure 2.

If battery pack is below normal temperature range, the
green LED on charger will come on. Allow battery pack to
reach normal temperature, then the red LED will come on.

NOTE: if the charger does not charge the battery pack
under normal circumstances, return both the battery pack
and charger to your nearest Sears Repair Center for
electrical check.

B Charge the battery pack only with the charger provided.

B [Make sure the power supply is normal household
voltage, 120 volts, 60 Hz, AC only.

B Connectthe charger to the power supply.

B Place the battery pack in the charger aligning raised rib
on the battery pack with the groove in the charger.

B Press down on the battery pack to be sure contacts on
the battery pack engage properly with contacts in the
charger.

B Normally the red LED on charger will come on. This
indicates the charger is in fast charging mode,

B Red LED should remain on for approximately 1 hour
then the green LED will come on. Green LED on
indicates battery pack is fully charged and charger is
in maintenance charge mode.

NOTE: The green LED will remain on until the battery
pack is removed from the charger or charger is
disconnected from the power supply.

BATTERY PACK
SHOWN IN CHARGER

B |f both vellow and green LEDs come on, this indicates
a deeply discharged or defective battery pack. Allow
the battery pack to remain in the charger for 15 1o 30
minutes. When the battery pack reaches normal
voltage range, the red LED should come on. If the red
LED does not come on after 30 minutes, this may
indicate a defective battery pack and should be
replaced.

B After normal usage, a minimum of 1 hour of charging
time is required to fully recharge battery pack.

B The battery pack will become slightly warm 1o the
touch while charging. This is normal and does not
indicate a problem.

B Do not place the charger and battery pack in an area
of extreme heat or cold. They will work best at normal
room temperature.

NOTE: The charger and battery pack should be placed
in a location where the temperature is more than 50°F
but less than 100°F.

B When batteries become fully charged, unplug the
charger from power supply and remove the battery

pack.
CHARGING A HOT BATTERY PACK

When using the tool continuously, the batteries in the
battery pack will become hot. You should let a hot bat-
tery pack cool down for approximately 30 minutes before
attempting to recharge. When the battery pack becomes
discharged and is hot, this will cause the green LED to
come on instead of the red LED. After 30 minutes, reinsert
the battery pack in the charger. If the green LED continues
fo remain on, return battery pack to your nearest Sears
Repair Center for checking or replacing.

NOTE: This situation only occurs when continuous use of
the tool causes the batteries to become hot. I does not
occur under normal circumstances. Refer to “CHARG-
ING A COOL BATTERY PACK?” for normal recharging

of batteries. If the charger does not charge your battery
pack under normal circumstances, return both the battery
pack and charger to vour nearest Sears Repair Center for
electrical check.

RED LED ON INDICATES
FAST CHARGING MODE

GHREEN LED ON AFTER FAST CHARGING CYCLE, INDICATES FULLY

VARIABLE SPEED

This tool has a variable speed switch that delivers higher
speed and torque with increased trigger pressure. Speed
is confrolied by the amount of switch trigger depression.

NOTE: You might hear a whistling or ringing noise from the
switch during use. Do not be concerned, this is 2 normal
part of the switch function,

TWO-SPEED GEAR TRAIN
See Figure 4.

Your drill has a two-speed gear train designed for drilling or
driving at LO (1) or HI (2) speeds. A slide switch is located
on top of your drill to select either LO (1) or Hi (2) speed.
When using drill in the LO (1) speed range, speed will
decrease and unit will have more power and torque. When
using drill in the HI (2) speed range, speed will increase
and unit will have less power and torque. Use LO (1) speed
for high power and torgue applications and Hi (2) speed for
fast drilling or driving applications.

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TO INSTALL BATTERY PACK
See Figures 5 - 6.

Lock switch trigger on your drill by placing the direction
of rotation selector in center position.

Place battery pack in your drill. Align raised rib on
battery pack with groove inside drill.

Make sure the latches on each side of your battery
pack snap in place and battery pack is secured in drill
before beginning operation.

CAUTION: When placing battery pack in your drill,
be sure raised rib on battery pack aligns with groove
inside drill and latches snap into place properly.
Improper assembly of battery pack can cause
damage to internal components.

Lock switch trigger on your drill by placing the direction
of rotation selector in center position.

Locate latches on side of battery pack and depress to
release battery pack from vour drill,

Remove battery pack from your drill.

The switch trigger can be locked in the OFF position. This
feature can be used to prevent the possibility of accidental
starting when not in use.
