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OPERATE YOUR UNIT SAFELY

tion. Make sure the ONJOFF switch is in
the OFF positicn, the spark plug wire is
disconnected, and the blade has
stopped moving before removing
jammed material from the cutting
blade. Do not grab or hold the unit by
the cutting blade.

+ inspect unit before each use for
worn, loose, missing, or damaged
parts. Do not use uniil unitis in
proper working order.

Keep outside surfaces free from oil
and fuel.

The PRIMER BULB removes air from the
fuel lines and fills them with fuel. This
allows you to start the engine with few-
er pulls on the starter rope. Activate the
primer bulb by pressing it and allowing
it to return to its original form.
THROTTLE TRIGGER

The THROTTLE TRIGGER controls engine
speed. Squeeze the trigger for full speed
operation; release it for idle speed.

AWARNING: Muffler is very hot
during and after use. Do nottouch the
muffler or allow combustible material
such as dry grass or fuel to do sc.

BEFORE STARTING ENGINE

AWARNING: Be sure to read the
fuel information in the safety rules
before you begin. If you do not
understand the safety rules, do not
attempt o fuel your unit. Call
1-800-235-5878.

FUELING ENGINE

AWARNING: Remove fuel cap
slowly when refueling.

This engine is certified to operate on
unleaded gasoline. Before operation,
gasoline must be mixed with a good
quality synthetic 2-cycle air-cooled
engine oil. We recommend Craftsman
brand synthetic oil. Mix gasoline and oil
at a ratio of 40:1. A 40:1 ratio is
obtained by mixing 3.2 ounces of oil
with 1 gallon of unleaded gasoline.
Included with this hedge frimmer is a
3.2 ounce container of oil. Pour the

entire contents of this container info 1
gallon of gascline to achieve the proper
fuel mixture. DO NOT USE automotive
oil or boat cil. These oils will cause
engine damage. When mixing fuel,
follow instructions printed on container,
Once oil is added to gasoline, shake
container momentarily to assure that
the fuel is thoroughly mixed. Always
read and follow the safety rules relating
to fuel before fueling your unit.
IMPORTANT

Experience indicates that alcohol
blended fuels (called gasohol or using
ethanol or methanol) can atiract mois-
ture which leads to separation and
formation of acids during storage. Acid-
ic gas can damage the fuel system of
an engine while in storage.

To avoid engine problems, empty the
fuel system before siorage for 30 days
or longer. Drain the gas tank, start the
engine and let it run uniil the fuel lines
and carburetor are empty. Use fresh
fuel next season. Never use engine or
carburetor cleaner producis in the fuel
tank or permanent damage may occur.
See the STORAGE section for additional
information.
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OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

it is recommended that the engine

not be operated for longer than 30

seconds at full throttle. Releasing

the trigger and allowing the engine to

briefly return to idle speed {5 - 10 sec-

onds) will be sufficient.

IMPORTANT POINTS

+ Use the minimum throttle speed nec-
essary to effectively cut hedges for
optimal hedge trimmer performance.

8. Once the engine staris, allow it to
run 10 seconds, then move the



choke lever to the OFF CHOKE posi-
tion. Allow the unit to run for 30 more
seconds at the OFF CHOKE position
before squeezing and releasing the
throttle trigger to refease the throtile
lock. NOTE: {f engine dies with the
choke lever in the OFF CHOKE posi-
tion, move the choke lever to the
HALF CHOKE position and pull the
rope until engine runs, but no more
than 6 pulls.

STARTING A WARM ENGINE

1. Move the ON/OFF switch to the ON
position.

2. Slowly press the primer buib 6
times.

3. Move the choke lever io the HALF
CHOKE position.

4. Engage the throtile fock as directed
in STARTING A COLD ENGINE.

NOTE: Keep the throtile lock engaged

until the engine staris.

5. Pull starter rope sharply until engine
runs, but no more than 5 pulls.

6. Allow the engine to run 10 seconds,
then move choke lever to the OFF
CHOKE position.

7. Release the throttle lock by squeez-
ing and releasing the throtile trigger.

NOTE: If engine has not started, pull
starter rope 5 more pulls. if engine still
does not run, it is probably flooded. Pro-
ceed 10 STARTING A FLOCDED ENGINE.
STARTING A FLOODED ENGINE
Flooded engines can be started by
placing the ON/OFF switch in the ON
position and the choke lever in the OFF
CHOKE position and engaging the
throttle lock as directed in the START-
ING A COLD ENGINE section; then, pull
the rope o clear the engine of excess
fuel. Siarting could require puiling the
starter rope many times depending on
how badly the unit is flooded.

4. Allow filter to dry.

5. Add a few drops of oil to the filter;
squeeze filter o distribute oil.

AWARNING: The muffler on this
product contains chemicals known to
the State of California to cause cancer.

As the unit is used, carbon deposits
build up on the muffler and spark ar-
resting screen. For normal homeowner
use, however, the muffler and spark ar-
resting screen will not require any ser-
vice. After 50 hours of use, we recom-
mend that your muffler and spark ar-
resting screen be serviced or replaced
by a Sears Service Center.

REPLACE SPARK PLUG

Replace spark plug each year tc ensure

the engine staris easier and runs better.

Set spark plug gap at 0.025 inch. Ignition

timing is fixed, nonadjustable.

1. Twist, then pull off spark plug boot.

2. Remove spark plug from cylinder
and discard.

3. Replace with Champion RCJ-8Y
spark plug and tighten securely with
a 3/4 inch socket wrench.

4. Reinstall the spark plug boot.

REPLACE FUEL FILTER

To replace fuel filter, drain unit by run-
ning it dry of fuel, then remove fuel cap/
retainer assembly from tank. Pull filter
from tank and remove it from the fuel
line. Install new fuel filter on fuel line;
reinstall paris.

CARBURETOR ADJUSTMENT

AWARNING: Keep others away
when making idle speed adjustments.
The blade will be moving during most
of this procedure. Wear your protective
equipment and observe all safety pre-

cautions. When making adjustments,

use a screwdriver short enough to

keep your hands behind the hand-

guard and away from the blade. After

making adjustments, the blade must

not move at idle speed.

The carburetor has been carefully set

at the faciory. Adjustments may be

necessary if you notice any of the fol-

lowing conditiens:

» Engine will not idle when the throttle
is released.

* The blade moves at idle. Keep others
away when making idle speed adjust-
ments.

Make adjustments with the unit resting
on a level surface free of debris that
can be caught in the hedge trimmer
blade. Serious injury to the operator
and others can occur if the carburetor
is not properly adjusted. Keep all parts
of your body away from the blade and
muffler.

STORAGE

SEASONAL STORAGE

« Lightly oil external metal surfaces, in-
cluding the blade.

* Apply a light machine oil along the
edge of the top strap as shown.

FUEL SYSTEM

Under FUELING ENGINE in the OPERA-
TION section of this manual, see mes-
sage labeled IMPORTANT regarding
the use of gasohol in your engine.

Fuel stabilizer is an accepiable alterna-
tive in minimizing the formation of fuel
gum deposits during storage. Add stabi-
lizer to gasoline in fuel tank or fuel stor-
age container. Follow the mix instructions
found on stabilizer container. Run engine
at least 5 minutes after adding stabilizer.
Craftsman 40:1, 2-cycle engine oil (air
cooled) is already blended with fuel
stabilizer. If you do not use this Sears
oil, you can add a fuel stabilizer to your
fuel tank.

OBLIGATIONS: The U.S. Environmen-
tal Protection Agency/California Air Re-
sources Board and Sears, Rosbuck
and Co., U.8.A., are pleased to0 ex-
plain the emissions control system war-
ranty on your year 2005 and later small
off-road engine. In California, all new
small off-road engines must be de-
signed, built, and equipped to meet the
State’s stringent anti-smog standards.
Sears must warrant the emission con-
trol system on your small off-road en-
gine for the periods of time listed below
provided there has been no abuse, ne-
glect, or improper maintenance of your
small off-road engine. Your emission
control system includes parts such as
the carburetor and the ignition system.
Where a warrantable condition exists,
Sears will repair your smalf off-road
engine engine at no cost fo you. Ex-
penses covered under warranty in-
clude diagnosis, parts and labor.
MANUFACTURER’S WARRANTY
COVERAGE: If any emissions related
part on your engine (as listed under
Emissions Conirol Warranty Paris List)
is defective or a defect in the materials
or workmanship of the engine causes
the failure of such an emission related
part, the part will be repaired or re-
placed by Sears. OWNER’S WAR-
RANTY RESPONSIBILITIES: As the
small ofi-road engine engine owner,
you are responsible for the perfor-
mance of the required maintenance
listed in your instructicn manual. Sears
recommends that you retain all receipts
covering maintenance on your small
off-road engine, but Sears cannot
deny warranty solely for the lack of re-
ceipts or for your failure to ensure the
performance of all scheduled mainte-
nance. As the small off-road engine
engine owner, you should be aware
that Sears may deny you warranty cov-
erage if your small off-road engine en-
gine or a part of it has failed due to
abuse, neglect, improper maintenance,
unapproved modifications, or the use
of paris not made or approved by the
original equipment manufacturer.

MENT OF PARTS. Repair or replace-
ment of any warranted part will be per-
formed at no charge to the owner at an
approved Sears Service Center. if you
have any questions regarding your
warranty rights and responsibilities,
you should contact your nearest autho-
rized service center or call Sears at
1-800-489-4663. WARRANTY PE-
RIOD: Any warranted part which is not
scheduled for replacement as required
maintenance, or which is scheduled
only for regular inspection to the effect
of “repair or replace as necessary”
shall be warranted for 2 years.
