A CAUTION

This trim kit uses air flow from the top, bottom and
sides of the trim frame. Blocking the air flow can
cause the microwave to function improperly and
may cause damage to the microwave.

Allow a 17 clearance beyond the edge of the Trim
Frame to provide proper air flow.

On 277 models, allow 1447 at the top, %d” on the sides
and 17 at the bottom for overlap of the Trim Frame
over the edges of the cutout.

On 30" models, allow 14" at the top, 247 on the sides
and 17 at the bottom for overlap of the Trim Frame
over the edges of the cutout.

3 | INSTALL THE ANTI-TIP BRACKET

@ Draw a line on the cutout floor at the center of
the cuteut, and extend the line 4" down the face
of the cabinet.

Fold or cut the front edge of the template, along
the front guide line. Place the template flush
aleng the front edge of the cutout floor, aligning
the center line of the template with the center line
of the cutour floor. Mark the centers of the two
screw holes with an awl or center punch for the
anti-tip bracket location as shown.

4 | INSTALL MICROWAVE OVEN

INTO CABINET

@ Slide the microwave oven part way into the cabinet
opening.

Bottom Bracket

The bottom bracket must be flat to the cutout
floor to engage correctly with the anti-tip bracket
as shown. Carefully slide the microwave oven back,
engaging the anti-tip bracket. Make sure the
power cord is not mashed or cut as you slide the
microwave into place.

@ Center the microwave oven within the
cutout opening.

@ Ensure the microwave oven is accurately centered.
Line up the center line on the cabinet with the
triangular hole on the front of the bottom duct.

5 | INSTALL THE TOP BRACKET

@ Place the top bracket on the top of the microwave
oven, with the tabs on the top and sides of the
bracket fitting squarely against the microwave oven.

Drill pilot holes through the holes in the top
bracket. Attach the top bracket to the cabinert
using nine bronze round-head screws.
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6 | INSTALL THE TRIM FRAME

@ Place the trim frame over the microwave oven.

Snap the two spring clips on the trim frame inte
the slots on the top bracket.

Open the microwave oven door. Secure the trim
frame using four flat-head screws (two on the
inside top and two on the inside bottom}.

7 | REPLACE ANY LOOSE ITEMS

@ Your trim kit is now fully installed. Replace any
loose items that were removed from the inside
of the microwave oven. Save or discard the extra
screws. Do not place them in the microwave oven.

Keep these installation instructions for future
reference.
