FEATURES

KNOW YOUR DRILL-DRIVER
See Figure 1.

Before attempting to use this product, familiarize yourself
with all operating features and safety rules.

KEYLESS CHUCK
The keyless chuck allows you to hand-tighten or release the
drill bit in the chuck jaws.

SWITCH TRIGGER

The switch trigger delivers higher speed with increased
trigger pressure and lower speed with decreased trigger
pressure.

BIT STORAGE
When not in use, bits provided with the drili-driver can be
placed in the storage area located on the base.

FORWARD/REVERSE SELECTOR

{DIRECTION OF ROTATION SELECTOR)

Your drill-driver has a forward/reverse selector located
above the switch trigger for changing the direction of bit
rotation. Setting the switch trigger in the OFF (center lock)
position helps reduce the possibility of accidental starting
when not in use.

CHARGER

The charger has a key-hole hanging feature for conve-
nient, space-saving storage. Screws should be installed
so that the center distance is 4-1/4 in.

RIGHT ANGLED DESIGN
The right angle head design feature allows the user to get
into tight work areas for drilling and driving.

LED FUNCTIONS OF CHARGER

LED WILL BE ON TO INDICATE STATUS OF
CHARGER AND BATTERY PACK:

B Red LED on = Fast charging mode.

W Green LED on = Fully charged and in maintenance
charge mode.

B Green LED on = When battery pack is inserted into
charger, indicates hot battery pack or that battery pack
is out of normal temperature range.

® Yellow and Green LEDs on = Deeply discharged or
defective battery pack.

B No LED on = Defective charger or battery pack.

CHARGING THE BATTERY PACK

The battery pack for this tool has been shipped in a low
charge condition to prevent possibie problems. Therefore,
you should charge it until the green LED on the front of the
charger comes on.

NOTE: Batteries will not reach full charge the first time
they are charged. Allow several cycles {operation followed
by recharging} for them to become fully charged.
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CHARGING A COOL BATTERY PACK

If battery pack is below normal temperature range, the
green LED on charger will come on. Allow battery pack to
reach normal temperature, then the red LED will come on.

NOTE: If the charger does not charge the battery pack
under normal circumstances, return both the battery pack
and charger to your nearest Sears Repair Center for
electrical check.

8 Charge the battery pack only with the charger provided.

B Make sure the power supply is normal household
voltage, 120 volts, 60 Hz, AC only.

Connect the charger to the power supply.

Place the battery pack in the charger aligning raised rib
on the battery pack with the groove in the charger.
See Figure 2.

Prass down on the battery pack to be sure contacts on
the battery pack engage properly with contacts in the
charger.

Normally the red LED on charger will come on. This
indicates the charger is in fast charging mode.

Red LED should remain on for approximately 1 hour
then the green LED will come on. Green LED on
indicates battery pack is fully charged and charger is
in maintenance charge mode,

NOTE: The green LED will remain on until the battery
pack is removed from the charger or charger is
disconnected from the power supply.

If both yellow and green LEDs come on, this indicates
a deeply discharged or defective battery pack. Allow
the battery pack to remain in the charger for 15 to 30
minutes. When the battery pack reaches normal
voltage range, the red LED should come on. If the red
{ ED does not come on after 30 minutes, this may
indicate a defective battery pack and should be
replaced.

After normal usage, a minimum of 1 hour of charging
time is required to fully recharge battery pack.

The battery pack will become slightly warm to the
touch while charging. This is normal and does not
indicate a problem.

Do not place the charger and battery pack in an area
of extreme heat or cold. They will work best at normal
room temperature,

NOTE: The charger and battery pack should be placed
in a location where the temperature is more than 50°F
but less than 100°F,

When batteries become fully charged, unplug the

charger from power supply and remove the battery
pack.



OPERATION

CHARGING A HOT BATTERY PACK

When using the too! continuously, the batteries in the
battery pack will become hot. You should let a hot bat-
tary pack cool down for approximately 30 minutes before
attempting to recharge. When the battery pack becomes
discharged and is hot, this will cause the green LED to
come on instead of the red LED. After 30 minutes, reinsert
the battery pack in the charger. If the green LED continues
to remain on, return battery pack to your nearest Sears
Repair Center for checking or replacing.

NOTE: This situation only occurs when continuous use of
the tool causes the batteries to become hot. It does not
occur under normal circumstances. Refer to “CHARG-
ING A COOL BATTERY PAGCK?” for normal recharging

of batteries. If the charger does not charge your battery
pack under normal circumstances, return both the battery
pack and charger to your nearest Sears Repair Center for
electrical check.

TO INSTALL BATTERY PACK
See Figure 2.

A WARNING: Battery tools are always in operating
condition. Therefore, the switch should always be
locked when not in use or carrying at your side,

Lock the switch trigger on the drill by placing the
forward/reverse selector in the center position.

Place the battery pack in the drill. Align the raised rib
on the battery pack with the groove inside the drill.
Make sure the laiches on each side of the battery pack
snap into place and the battery pack is secured in the
drill before beginning operation.

CAUTION: When placing the battery pack in the
drill, be sure the raised rib on the battery pack aligns
with the groove inside the drill and latches snap into
place properly. Improper assembly of the battery
pack can cause damage to internal components.

B [ ock the switch trigger on the drill by placing the
forward/reverse selector in the center position.

W Locate the latches on the side of the battery pack and
depress to release the battery pack from the drill,

B Remove the battery pack from the drill.

SWITCH TRIGGER LOCK

The switch trigger can be locked in the OFF position. This
feature can be used to prevent the possibility of accidental
starting when not in use. To lock the switch trigger, place
the forward/reverse selector in the center position.

NOTE: When the selector is in center position, the switch
trigger is locked.

SWITCH TRIGGER
See Figure 3.

This tool has a variable speed switch that delivers higher
speed and torque with increased trigger pressure. Speed is
controlled by the amount of switch trigger pressure.
NOTE: You might hear a whistling or ringing noise from
the switch during use. Do not be concerned; this is a
normal part of the switch function.
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FORWARD/REVERSE SELECTOR
(DIRECTION OF ROTATION SELECTOR)
See Figure 3,

This direction of rotation is reversible and is controlled

by the forward/reverse selector located above the switch
trigger. With the drill held in normal operating position, the
forward/reverse selector should be positioned to the left
of the switch for drilling. The drilling direction is reversed
when the selector is to the right of the switch. When the
forward/reverse selector is in center position, the switch
trigger is locked.

CAUTION: To prevent gear damage, always allow
chuck to come to a complete stop before changing
the direction of rotation.

To stop, release switch trigger and allow the chuck to come
to a complete stop.

KEYLESS CHUCK
See Figure 4.

The drill has a keyless chuck. As the name implies, you
can hand tighten or release drill bits in the chuck jaws.
Grasp and hold the collar of the chuck with one hand.
Rotate the chuck body with your other hand. The arrows
on the chuck indicate which direction to rotate the chuck
body in order to LOCK (tighten} or UNLOCK (release) the
arill bit.

A WARNING: Do not hold the chuck body with one
hand and use the power of the drill to tighten the
chuck jaws on the drill bit. The chuck body could
slip in your hand or your hand could slip and come
in contact with rotating drill bit. This could cause an
accident resulting in serious personal injury.

B Lock the switch trigger by placing the forward/reverse
selector in center position.

Open or close the chuck jaws to a point where the
opening is slightly larger than the bit size you intend to
use. Also, raise the front of the drill slightly to keep the
bit from falling out of the chuck jaws.

Insert the drill bit straight into the chuck the full length
of the jaws as shown in figure 5.

Tighten the chuck jaws on the drill bit.

B To tighten the chuck jaws on the drill bit; grasp and
hold the collar of the chuck with one hand, while rotat-
ing the chuck body with your other hand.

NOTE: Rotate the chuck body in the direction of the
arrow marked LOCK to tighten the chuck jaws.

B Do not use a wrench to tighten or loosen the chuck
jaws.

Do not insert the drill bit into
the chuck jaws at an angle then tighten, as shown in
figure 6. This could cause the drill bit to be thrown
from the drill, resufting in possible serious personal
injury or damage to the chuck.

Remove the bit from the
workpiece and determine the reason for jamming.

This drill has an electric brake. When the switch trigger

is released, the chuck stops turning. When the brake is
functioning properly, sparks will be visible through the
vent slots on the housing. This is normal and is the action
of the brake.

The material to be drilled should be secured in a vise or
with clamps to keep it from turning as the drill bit rotates.

Hold the tool firmly and place the bit at the point to be
drilled. Depress the switch trigger to start the tool.

Move the drill bit into the workpiece applying only enough
pressure to keep the bit cutting. Do not force or apply side
pressure to elongate a hole.

To remove the chuck:

B | ock the switch trigger by placing the forward/reverse
selector in center position.

B [nsert a 5/16 in. or larger hex key into the chuck of the
drill and tighten the chuck jaws securely.

® Tap the hex key sharply with a mallet in a clockwise di-
rection. This will loosen the screw in the chuck for easy
removal,

B Open the chuck jaws and remove the hex key. Remove
the chuck screw by turning it in a clockwise direction.
NOTE: The screw has left hand threads.

B insert the hex key in chuck and tighten the chuck jaws
securely. Tap sharply with a mallet in a counterclockwise

direction. This will loosen the chuck on the spindte. It
can now be unscrewed by hand.

The chuck may become loose on the spindle and develop
a wobble. Periodically check the chuck screw for tight-
ness.

M Lock the switch trigger by placing the forward/reverse
selector in center position.

Open the chuck jaws.

Insert the hex key into the chuck and tighten the chuck
jaws securely. Tap the hex key sharply with a mallet in a
counterciockwise direction. This will tighten the chuck
on the spindle.

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BATTERIES
