Do not, under any circumstances, cut or remove
the third (ground) prong from the power cord. For
personal safety, this appliance must be properly
grounded.

The power cord of this appliance is equipped
with a 3-prong (grounding) plug which mates
with a standard 3-prong (grounding) wall
outlet to minimize the possibility of electric
shock hazard from this appliance.

Power cord includes a current interrupter
device. A test and reset button is provided

on the plug case. The device should be tested
on a periodic basis by first pressing the TEST
button and then the RESET button. If the TEST
button does not trip or if the RESET button
will not stay engaged, discontinue use of the
air conditioner and contact a qualified

service technician.

Have the wall outlet and circuit checked by a
qualified electrician to make sure the outlet 1s
properly grounded.

Where a Zprong wall outlet is encountered,

it is your personal responsibility and obligation
to have it replaced with a properly grounded
3-prong wall outlet.

The air conditioner should always be
plugged into its own individual electrical
outlet which has a voltage rating that matches
the rating plate.

This provides the best performance and also
prevents overloading house wiring circuits
which could cause a fire hazard from
overheated wires.

USE OF EXTENSION CORDS—115-Voit models only

Because of patential safety hazards under certain
conditions, we strongly recommend against the
use of an extension cord.

However, if vou must use an extension cord,

it is absolutely necessary that it be a Ul-isted,
14 gauge, 3-wire grounding type appliance
extension cord having a grounding tvpe plug
and outlet and that the electrical rating of the
cord be 15 amperes (minimum) and 125 volts.

A CA UTI ON DO NOT use an extension

cord with any of the 230/208 volt models.

USE OF ADAPTER PLUGS—115-Volt models only

Because of patential safety hazards under certain
conditions, we strongly recommend against the
use of an adapter plug.

However, if you must use an adapter, where
local codes permit, a femporary connection may
be made to a properly grounded Z-prong wall
outet by use of a UL-listed adapter available
at most local hardware stores.

The larger slot in the adapter must be aligned
with the larger slot in the wall outlet to provide
proper polarity in the connection of the
power cord.

When disconnecting the power cord from the
adapter, always hold the adapter in place with
one hand while pulling the power cord plug
with the other hand. If this is not done, the
adapter ground terminal is very likely to break
with repeated use.

If the adapter ground terminal breaks, D0 NOT
USE the air conditioner until a proper ground
has been established.

Attaching the adapter ground terminal to a wall outlet
cover screw does not ground the appliance unless the
cover screvy is metal, and not insulated, and the wall
outlet is grounded through the house wiring. You should
have the circult checked by a qualified electrician to
make sure the outlet is propeily grounded.

Care and cleaning of the air conditioner.

Grille and Case

Turn the air conditioner off and remove the plug
from the wall outlet before cleaning.

To clean, use water and a mild detergent. Do not
use bleach or abrasives.

Outdoor Coils

The coils on the outdoor side of the air
conditioner should be checked regularly.
If they are clogged with dirt or soot, they
may be professionally cleaned.

Air Filter

The air filter behind the front grille should be
checked and cleaned at least every 30 days or
more often if necessary.

To remove:

Open the inlet grille upward by pulling out
the bottom of the inlet grille.

Using the tab, pull up slightly on the filter
to release it and pull it down.

Clean the filter with warm, soapy water. Rinse and
let the filter dry before replacing it.

A CAU TI ON: DO NOT operate the air

conditioner without a fifter because dirt and lint will
clag it and reduce performance.

+ These instructions are for a standard
double-hung window. You will need to

¢ The air conditioner can be installed
without the accordion panels if needed
to fit in a narrow window. See the
window opening dimensions.

e All supporting parts must be secured
to firm wood, masonry or metal.

[2] STORM WINDOW REQUIREMENTS

A storm window frame will not allow the
air conditioner to tilt toward the outside,
and will keep it from draining properly.
To adjust for this, attach a piece of wood
to the stool.

WOOD PIECES-

WIDTH: 2”

LENGTH: Long enough to fit inside the
window frame.

THICKNESS: To determine the thickness,
place a piece of wood on the stool to
make it 1/2” higher than the top of the
storm window frame.
