The amount of detergent to use depends on
whether your water is fard or soft. With hard water,
you need extra detergent.

Protect your dishes and dishwasher by contacting
your water department and asking how hard your
water is. Twvelve or more grains is extremely hard
water. A water softener is recommended. Without
it, lime can build up in the water valve, which could
stick while open and cause flooding. Too much
detergent with soft water can cauge a permanent
cdoudiness of glassware, called etching.

You'll find two detergent dispensers on the inside
door of your dishwasher. All wash cycles—except
RINSE ONLY—require detergent in the main cup.
Wash cycles with two washes will also use the open
cup. When using automatic dishwashing detergent
tabs, simply place one tab in the main cup and
close.

Forget to Add a Dish?

NOTE: To open detergent cup after it has been
closed, unlatch the door. Press the START/RESET
pad three times within two seconds and the
detergent cup will release.

Loading the dishwasher racks.

For best dishwashing results, follow these loading guidelines. Features and appearance of racks and silverware baskets
may vary from your model.

Upper Rack

The upper rack is for glasses, cups and saucers. Cups and glasses fit best along the
sides. This is also a secure place for dishwashersafe plastics. The upper rack is
good for all kinds of odd-shaped utensils. Saucepans, mixing bowls and other
items should be placed face down.

The cup shelf (on some models) may be placed in the up or down position to add
flexibility.

Secure larger dishwasher-safe plastics aver twa tines when passible.
Make sure small plastic ftems are secure so they can't fall onto the heating element.

Check to make sure that tall items will not block the rotation of the tap wash arm.

The Wash Tower
Keep the center area clear in the lower rack.

The wash tower rises through the center of the lower rack during the
wash and rinse portions of the cycle.

Don't black or laad tall things next fo the Wash Tower,

Also, be careful not to let a portion of an item such as a pot or dish handle
extend through the bottom rack. This could block the wash arm and cause
poor washing results.

When loading the lower rack, do not load large platters or trays in the front right corner.

The lower rack is best used for plates, saucers and cookware. Large items
such as broiler pans and racks should go along the sides.
