Use the Convection Bake feature when cooking speed is desired. The oven
can be programmed for Convection baking at any temperature between 300°
F (149° C) to 550° F (288° C).

Convection baking uses a fan to circulate the oven's heat evenly and
continuously within the oven (See Figure 1). This improved heat distribution
allows for fast, even cooking and browning resuits. It also gives better baking
results when using 2 or 3 racks at the same time. Breads and pastries brown
more evenly. Convection bake cooks most foods fasier and more evenly than
conventional bake.

While the oven is in operation, the oven heats to temperatures much higher than
those used in normal cooking. Sounds of metal expansion and contraction are
normal. Odor is also normal as the food soil is being removed. Smoke may appear
through the oven vent.

If heavy spillovers are not wiped up before cleaning, they may flame and cause
more smoke and odor than usual. This is normal and safe and should not cause

alarm. If available, use an exhaust fan during the self-cleaning cycle.

Self-Clean Cycle Time Length

The FLEX CLEAN pad controls the Self-Cleaning feature. If you are planning

io use the oven direcily after a self-clean cycle remember to allow time for the oven
to cool down and the oven door to unlock. This normally takes about one hour. Soa

Cleaning Various Parts of Your Oven

Before cleaning any part of the oven, be sure all controls are turned OFF and the oven is COOL. REMOVE SPILLOVERS
AND HEAVY SOILING AS SOON AS POSSIBLE. REGULAR CLEANINGS NOW WILL REDUCE THE EXTENT AND
DIFFICULTY OF MAJOR CLEANING LATER.

Aluminum (Trim Pieces) Use hot, soapy water and a cloth. Dry with a clean cloth. Do not scour or use all-

Excess water in or around the controls may cause damage to the
appliance.To replace knobs afier cleaning, line up the flat sides of both the knob and
the shaft; then push the knob into place.

Clean stainless steel with hot, soapy water and a dishcloth. Rinse with clean water
and a cloth. Do not use cleaners with high concentrations of chlorides or
chlorines. Do not use harsh scrubbing cleaners. Only use kitchen cleaners that are
especially made for cleaning stainless steel. Always be sure to rinse the cleaners
from the surface as bluish stains may occur during heating that cannot be removed.

Porcelain Enamel, Gentle scouring with a soapy scouring pad will remove most spots. Rinse with a 1:1
Broiler Pan and Insert, solution of clear water and ammonia. /f necessary, cover difficult spots with an
Door Liner, Body Parts ammonia-soaked paper towel for 30 to 40 minutes. Rinse with clean water and a damp

cloth, and then scrub with a soap-filled scouring pad. Rinse and wipe dry with a clean
cloth. Remove all cleaners or the porcelain may become damaged during future
heating. DO NOT use spray oven cleaners on the cookiop.

Oven Racks This oven comes with lubricated porcelain oven racks, which can remain in the oven
during the self-clean cycle. Do not clean this vegetable cil lubrication off the racks. It
is important that the sides of the oven racks always have a light coating of vegeiable
oil. To mainiain optimal rack performance, re-apply a thin layer of vegetable oil to the
sides of the rack after every self-clean cycle or when the rack becomes difficult to
slide.

Use soap & water to thoroughly clean the top, sides and front of the oven door. Rinse
weil. You may use a glass cleaner on the outside glass of the oven door. DO NOT
immerse the doorin water.

Some models are equipped with stainless steel exterior parts. Special care and
cleaning are required for maintaining the appearance of stainless parts. Please
refer to the table provided at the beginning of the General Care & Cleaning
section in this Use & Care Guide.

Removing and Replacing the Oven Door

Vi@ Tiele '] The door is heavy. For safe, temporary storage, lay the door flat
with the inside of the door facing down.

To Remove Oven Door:

1. Open the door to the fully opened position.

2. Pull up the lock located on both hinge supports and engage it in the hinge
levers hooks (Figure 1), You may have o apply a litile downward pressure on
the door to pull the locks fully over the hinge lever hooks.

To Remove the “Hidden Bake” Cover

Oven needs to be cleaned. Grease has built up on oven surfaces. Regular
cleaning is necessary when broiling frequently. Old grease or food spatters
cause excessive smoking.

Poor baking results. Many factors affect baking results. See Baking for hints, causes and
corrections. See Adjusting Oven Temperature,

Self-cleaning cycle does not work. Make sure the oven door is closed.

Conirols not sei properly. Follow instructions.

Self-cleaning cycle was interrupted. Stop time must be set 2-4 hours past
the start time. Follow steps under "Stopping or Interrupting a Self-Cleaning
Cycle" in the Use & care Guide,

Soil not completely removed after Failure to hand clean oven frame and door liner outside the oven door
