Do not store or use combustible materials,
gasoline or other flammable vapors and
liquids in the vicinity of this or any other
appliance.

Do not let cooking grease or other
flamnmable materials accumulate in or
near the range.

Do not use water on grease fires. Never pick
up a flaming pan. Turn the controls off.
Smother a flaming pan on a surface burner
by covering the pan completely with a
wellfitting lid, cookie sheet or flat tray.

Use a multi-purpose dry chemical or
foam-type fire extinguisher.

Flaming grease outside a pan can be put
out by covering it with baking soda o,

if available, by using a multi-purpose dry
chemical or foam-type fire extinguisher.

Flame in the oven can be smothered
completely by closing the oven door and
turning the control to off or by using a
mult-purpose dry chemical or foam-type
fire extinguisher.

Let the bumer grates and other surfaces
cool before touching them or leaving them
where children can reach them.

Never block the vents (air openings) of the
range. They provide the air inlet and outlet
that are necessary for the range to operate
properly with correct combustion. Air
openings are located at the rear of the
cooktop, at the top and bottom of the oven
door, and at the bottom of the range under
the broiler compartment or kick panel.

Large scratches or impacts to glass doors can
lead to broken or shattered glass.

Do not heat unopened food containers.
Pressure could build up and the container
could burst, causing an injury.

Aluminum foil linings may also trap
heat, causing a fire hazard.

Stand away from the range when opening the door of a hot oven. The hot air and steam that escape

When using cooking or roasting bags in the

oven, follow the manufacturer’s directions.

Do not use your oven to dry newspapers.
If overheated, they can catch fire.

Use only glass cookware that is
recommended for use in gas ovens.

Always remove the broiler pan from range
as soon as you finish broiling. Grease left in
the pan can catch fire if oven is used without
removing the grease from the broiler pan.

When broiling, if meat is too close to the
flame, the fat may ignite. Trim excess fat to
prevent excessive flare-ups.

Make sure the broiler pan is in place
correctly to reduce the possibility of
grease fires.

If vou should have a grease fire in the broiler
pan, turn off the oven control, and keep

the broiler compartment and oven door
closed to contain fire until it burns out.

For safety and proper cooking performance,
always bake and broil with the oven door
closed.

Use proper pan size—avoid pans that are unstable or easily tipped. Select cookware having flat bottoms
large enough to cover burner grates. To avoid spillovers, make sure cookware is large enough to contain
the food properly. This will bath save cleaning time and prevent hazardous accumulations of foad, since

heavy spattering or spillovers left on range can ignite. Use pans with handles that can be easily grasped

and remain cool

Always use the LITE position when igniting
the top burmers and make sure the burners
have ignited.

Never leave the surface burners unattended
at high flame settings. Boilovers cause
smoking and greasy spillovers that may
catch on fire.

Adjust the top burner flame size so it
does not extend beyond the edge of the
cookware. Excessive flame is hazardous.

Jse only dry pot holders—moist or damp
pot holders on hot surfaces may result in
burns from steam. Do not Jet pot holders
come near open flames when lifting
cookware. Do not use a towel or other
bulky cloth in place of a pot holder.

Ahen using glass cookware, make sure it
1s designed for top-ofrange cooking.

- To minimize the possibility of burns,
ignition of flammable materials and spillage,
turn cookware handles toward the side or
back of the range without extending over
adjacent burners.

‘arefully watch foods being fried at a high
flame setting.

Always heat fat slowly, and watch as it heats.

Do not leave any items on the cooktop. The
hot air from the vent may ignite flammable
items and will increase pressure in closed

containers, which may cause them to burst.

If a combination of oils or fats will be used in
frving, stir together before heating or as fats
melt slowly.

Use a deep fat thermometer whenever
possible to prevent overheating fat bevond
the smoking point.

Use the least possible amount of fat for
effective shallow or deep-fat frving. Filling
the pan too full of fat can cause spillovers

when food is added.

Do not flame foods on the cooktop. If you do
flame foods under the hood, turn the fan on.

Do not use a wok on the cooking surface
if the wok has a round metal ring that is
placed over the burner grate to support
the wok. This ring acts as a heat trap,
which may damage the burner grate and
burner head. Also, it may cause the bumer
to work improperly. This may cause a
carbon monoxide level above that

allowed by current standards, resulting

in a health hazard.
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Do not use aluminum foil to line the
griddle. Misuse could result in a fire hazard.

Never leave the kitchen while using the
eriddle.

‘oods for frying should be as dry as possible.
Frost on frozen foods or moisture on fresh
foods can cause hot fat to bubble up and
over the sides of the pan.

ever try to move a pan of hot fat, especially
a deep fat fryer. Wait until the fat is cool.

Do not leave plastic items on the cooktop—
they may melt if left too close to the vent.

Reep all plastics away from the surface
burners.

o avoid the possibility of a burm, always be
certain that the controls for all burners are
at the OFF position and all grates and the
griddle are cool before attempting to
remove them.

If range is located near a window, do not
hang long curtains that could blow over the
surface burners and create a fire hazard.

If you smell gas, turn off the gas to the range
and call a qualified service technician. Never
use an open flame to locate a leak.

Always turn the surface burner controls off
before removing cookware or the griddle.

Do not lift the cooktop. Lifting the cooktop
can lead to damage and improper operation
of the range.

Do not place or store items that can melt or
catch fire on the grates, even when the
cooktop is not being used.

I Keep range clean and free of accumulations
of grease or spillovers, which may ignite.

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Top-of-Range Cookware

Aluminum: Medium-weight cookware is
recommended because it heats quickly
and evenly. Most foods brown evenly in an
aluminum skillet. Use saucepans with tight-
fitting licds when cooking with minimum
amounts of water.

Cast-lIron: 1f heated slowly, most skillets will
give satisfactory results.

Enamelware: Under some conditions,
the enamel of some cookware may melt.
Follow cookware manufacturer’s
recommendations for cooking methods.

Glass: There are two types of glass
cookware—those for oven use only and
those for top-ofrange cooking (saucepans,
cottee and teapots}. Glass conducts heat
very slowly.

Heatproof Glass Ceramic: Can be used for
either surface or oven cooking. It conducts
heat very slowly and cools very slowly. Check
cookware manufacturer’s directions to be
sure it can be used on gas ranges.

Stainless Steel: This metal alone has poor
heating properties and is usually combined
with copper, aluminum or other metals for
improved heat distribution. Combination
metal skillets usually work satisfactorily if
they are used with medium heat as the
manufacturer recommends.

Stove Top Grills

Do not use stove top grills on your sealed
gas burmers. If vou use the stove top grill
on the sealed gas burner, it will cause
incomplete combustion and can result
in exposure to carbon monoexide Jevels
above allowable standards.

This can be hazardous to your health.

Use & flat-hottomed wok.

Wok This Way

We recommend that you use a 14" or smaller
flat-bottomed wok. Make sure the wok bottom
sits flat on the grate. They are available at your
focal retail store.

Only a flat-bottomed wok should be used.

Do not use a flat-bottomed wok on a
support ring. Placing the ring over the
burner or grate may cause the burner

to work improperly, resulting in carbon
monoxide levels above allowable standards.
This could be dangerous to your health.

In Case of Power Failure

In case of a power failure, you can light
the gas surface burners on your range with
a match. Hold a lit match to the burner,
then push in and turn the control knob

to the LITE position. Use extreme caution
when lighting bumers this way.

Surface burners in use when an electrical
power failure occurs will continue to
operate normally.

The shelves have stoplocks, so that when
placed correctly on the shelf supports

{A through E), they will stop before
coming completely out, and will not tilt.

When placing and removing cookware,
pull the shelf out to the bump on the
shelt support.

To avoid possible burns, place the shelves in the desired position before you turn the oven on.

To remove a shelf, pull it toward vou, tilt the
front end up and pull it out.

To replace, place the end of the shelf
{stopdocks) on the support, tlt up the
front and push the shelf in.

NOTE: The shelf is not designed to slide out at the
special low shelf (R) pasition.

Plastic ftems on the cooktop may
melt if left too close to the vent.

Oven Vent

Your oven is vented through ducts at the
rear of the range. Do not block these ducts
when cooking in the oven—it is important
that the flow of hot air from the oven

and fresh air to the oven bumer be
uninterrupted. Avoid touching the vent

openings or nearby surfaces during oven or

broiler operation—they may become hot.

Handlies af pats and pans on the cooktop may
become hat if feft too close to the vent,

Do not leave plastic ar flammable items on the
cooktop—they may melt or ignite if left toa close
fa the vent.

Bo not leave clased cantainers on the cooktap.
The pressure in clased containers may increase,
which may cause them to burst,

Metal items will become very hot if they are [eft
on the cooktap, and could cause burmns.

Power Qutage

A CAUTION: Do not make any

attempt to aperate the eleciric ignition oven
during an electrical power failure.

The oven or broiler cannot be lit during
a power failure. Gas will not flow unless
the glow bar is hot.

If the oven is in use when a power tailure
occurs, the oven burner shuts off and
cannot be relit until power is restored. This
is because the flow of gas is automatically
stopped and will not resume when power

is restored untl the glow bar has reached
(')perming temperature.

Preheating and Pan Placement

Preheat the oven if the recipe calls for it.
To preheat, set the oven at the correct
temperature. Preheating is necessary for
good results when baking cakes, cookies,
pastry and breads.

For avens without a preheat indicator light or tane,
prehseat 10 minutes.

Baking results will be better if baking
pans are centered in the oven as much

as possible. Pans should not touch each
other or the walls of the oven. If you need
to use two shelves, stagger the pans so one
is not directly above the other, and leave
approximately 14" between pans, from
the front, back and sides of the wall.

Cut slits in the foil just like the gril.

Aluminum Foil

Never cover the oven hottom with
aluminum foil.

You can use aluminuim foil to line the
broiler pan and broiler grid. However,
you must mold the foil tightly to the

grid and cut slits in it just like the grid.

Aluminum foil may also be used to catch
a spillover. To do so, place a small sheet of
foil on a lower shelf several inches below
the food.

Never entirely cover a shelf with aluminum
foil. This will disturb the heat circulation
and result in poor baking.

Oven Moisture

As your oven heats up, the temperature
change of the air in the oven may cause
water droplets to form on the door glass.
These droplets are harmless and will
evaporate as the oven continues to heat up.

Broiling is cooking food by direct heat from
above the food. Most fish and tender cuts of
meat can be broiled. Follow these directions
to keep spattering and smoking to a

FOA LTIV

Your range has a compartment below the
oven for broiling.

Both the oven and breiler compartment doors
must be CLOSED during broiling.

Turn most foods once during cooking (the
exception is thin fllets of fish; oil one side,
place that side down on broiler grid and
cook without turning until done). Time
foods for about one-half the total cooking
time, turn food, then continue to cook to
preferred doneness.

You can change the distance of
the food from the heat source by
positioning the broiler pan and grid
on one of three shelf positions in the
broiler compartment—A (bottom of

To Adjust the Thermostat

Pull the OVEN CONTROL knob off the
range and look at the back side.

To make an adjustment, loosen
{(approximately one turn), but do not
completely remove, the two screws on
the back of the knob.

With the back of the knob facing you,
hold the outer edge of the knob with
one hand and tum the front of the
knob with the other hand.

To raise the oven temperature, move the
top screw toward the right. You’'ll hear
a click for each notch you move the
knob.

To lower the temperature, move the top
screw toward the left.

You may find that your new oven cooks differently than the one it replaced. Use your new oven for a few weeks to
become more familiar with it. If you still think your new oven is too hot or too cold, you can adjust the thermastat yourself.

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Most recipes for baking have been developed using high-fat products such as butter or margarine (80% fat). If you
decrease the fat, the recipe may not give the same results as with a higher-fat product.

Recipe failure can result if cakes, pies, pastries, cookies or candies are made with low-fat spreads. The lower the fat
content of a spread product, the more noticeable these differences become.

Federal standards require products labeled “margarine” to contain at least 80% fat by weight. Lowfat spreads, on the
other hand, contain less fat and more water. The high moisture content of these spreads affects the texture and flavor
of baked goods. For best results with your old favorite recipes, use margarine, butter or stick spreads containing at least
70% vegetable oil.

The slits in the burner heads must be kept clean
at ail times for an even, unhampered flame.

Clogged or dirty burner ports or electrodes
will not allow the bumer to operate properly.

Any spill on or around an electrode must
be carefully cleaned. Take care to not hitan
electrode with anything hard or it could

be damaged.

You should clean the burmer caps and
burner heads routinely, especially after bad
spillovers, which could clog the openings
in the burner heads. Lift off when cool.

To remove burned-on food, scak the
burner heads in a solution of mild liquid
detergent and hot water for 20-30 minutes.
For more stubborn stains, use a toothbrush.

NOTE: Do not use steel wool or scouring powders
to clean the burners.

Burner Grates

Lift out when cool. First remove the center
grate and then the side grates. Grates
should be washed regularly and, of course,
after spillovers. Wash them in hot, soapy
water and rinse with clean water. After
cleaning, dry them thoroughly by putting
them in a warm oven for a few minutes.
Don’t put the grates back on the range
while they are wet. When replacing the
grates, be sure they are positioned securely
over the burners.

Do not operate a burmer for an extended
period of time without cookware on the
grate. The finish on the grate may chip
without cookware to absorb the heat.

To replace the grates:

Place the side grates in position on the

cooktop.

Place the center grate on the cooktop,

making sure the locking feet hook
over the side grates.

To get 1id of burned-on food, place the
grates in a covered container. Add 1/4 cup
ammonia and let them soak several hours
or overnight. Wash, rinse well and dry.

Although they are durable, the grates

will gradually lose their shine, regardless
of the best care you can give them. This is
due to their continual exposure to high
temperatures. You will notice this sooner
with lighter color grates.

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Cooktop Surface

To avoid damaging the porcelain enamel
surface of the cooktop and to prevent it
from becoming dull, clean up spills right
away. Foods with a lot of acid (tomatoes,
saverkraut, fruit juices, etc.) or foods with
high sugar content could cause a dull spot
if allowed to set.

When the surface has cooled, wash and

rinse. For other spills such as fat spatterings,

etc., wash with soap and water once the
surface has cooled. Then rinse and polish
with a diy cloth.

NOTE: Do not store flammable materials in
an aven or near the cooktop. Da not store or
use cambustible materials, gasoline or other
flammable vapars and liguids in the vicinity
of this ar any ather appliance.

NOTE: Do not lift the cooktop. Lifting the cooktop
can lead to damage and improper operation of
the range.
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Lift the door strafght up and off
the hinges.

The gasket is designed with a gap

at the bottom to allow for proper
air circulation.

Do not rub or clean the door gasket—
it has an extremely low resistance
to abrasion.

If you notice the gasket becoming
worn, frayed or damaged in any way
or if it has become displaced on the
door, you should have it replaced.

Lift-0ff Oven Door

The oven doar is removable, but it is heavy. You may
need help removing and replacing the door.

To remove the door, open it a few inches to
the special stop position that will hold the
door open. Grasp firmly on each side and
lift the door straight up and off the hinges.

NOTE: Be careful not to place hands between the
hinge and the oven door frame as the hinge could
snap back and pinch fingers.

To replace the door, make sure the hinges
are in the special stop position. Position
the slots in the bottom of the door squarely
over the hinges. Then lower the door
slowly and evenly over both hinges at the
same time. If the hinges snap back against
the oven frame, pull them back out.

To clean the inside of the door:

Do not allow excess water to run into
any holes or slots in the door.

The area outside the gasket can be
cleaned with a soapilled steel wool or
plastic pad.

To clean the outside of the door:

Use soap and water to thoroughly clean
the top, sides and front of the oven door.
Rinse well. You mav also use a glass
cleaner to clean the glass on the cutside
of the door

Spillage of marinades, fruit juices, tomato
sauces and basting materials containing
acids may cause discoloration and should
be wiped up immediately. When the
surface is cool, clean and rinse.

Do not use oven cleaners, cleansing
powders or harsh abrasives on the
outside of the door.

Oven Bottom

The oven bottom has a porcelain enamel]
finish. To make cleaning easier, protect
the oven bottom from excessive spillovers
by placing a cookie sheet on the shelf
below the shelf you are cooking on. This is
particularly important when baking a fruit
pie or other foods with a high acid content.
Hot fruit fillings or other foods that are
highly acidic {such as tomatoes, sauerkraut
and sauces with vinegar or lemon juice)
may cause pitting and damage to the
porcelain enamel surface and should be
wiped up immediately.

We don’t recommend using aluminum foil
on the oven bottom. It can affect air flow if
the holes are blocked and it can concentrate
heat at the bottom of the oven, resulting in
poor baking performance.

To clean up spillovers, use soap and wates,
an abrasive cleaner or soapfilled steel-wool
pad. Rinse well to remove any soap.

Broiler Pan and Grid

After broiling, remove the broiler pan from
the oven. Remove the grid from the pan.
Caretully pour out grease from the pan
into a proper container. Wash and rinse
the broiler pan and grid in hot water

with a soapilled or plastic scouring pad.

If food has burned on, sprinkle the grid
with detergent while hot and cover with
wet paper towels or a dishcloth. Soaking
the pan will remove burned-on foods.

The broiler pan and grid may be cleaned
with a commercial oven cleaner.

Both the broiler pan and grid can also be
cleaned in a dishwasher.

Do not store a soiled broiler pan and grid
anywhere in the range.

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Oven Light Replacement

A CA U TI 0 N: Before replacing your

aven light bulb, disconnect the electrical power to
the range at the main fuse or circuit breaker panel
Do nat touch a hot light bulb with wet hands or a
wet cloth. Be sure to let the bulb cool completely
and use a dry cloth.

The light bulb is located in the upper left
comer (may vary} of the oven. Replace the
bulb with a 40-watt appliance bulb only.
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Oven Air Vents

Never block the vents (air openings) of the
range. They provide the air inlet and outlet
that are necessary for the range to operate
properly with correct combustion.

Air openings are located at the rear of

the cooktop, at the top and bottom of the
oven door, and at the bottom of the range,
under kick panel or broiler compartment
(depending on the model).

Puil the knob straight off the stem.

Lower Control Panel (Front Manifold Panel) and Knobs

It’s a good idea to wipe the control panel
after each use of the oven. Use a damp
cloth to clean or rinse. For cleaning, use
mild soap and water or a 50,/50 solution of
vinegar and water. For rinsing, use clean
water. Polish dry with a soft cloth.

Do not use abrasive cleansers, strong liquid
cleaners, plastic scouring pads or oven
cleaners on the control panel—they will
damage the finish.

Do not bend knobs by pulling them up or
down or by hanging a towel or other such
loads. This can damage the gas valve shaft.

The control knobs mav be removed for
easier cleaning,.

Make sure the knobs are in the OFF
positions and pull them straight off the
stermns for cleaning.

The knobs can be cleaned in a dishwasher
or they may also be washed with soap and
water. Make sure the insides of the knobs are
dry before replacing.

Replace the knobs in the OFF position
to ensure proper placement.

Metal parts can be cleaned with soap and
water. Do not use steel wool, abrasives,
ammonia, acids or commercial oven
cleaners. Dy with a soft cloth.

Porcelain Oven Interior

With proper care, the porcelain enamel
interior will retain its attractive finish for
many years.

Soap and water will normally do the job.
Heavy spattering or spillovers may require
cleaning with a mild abrasive cleanser.
Soaprilled scouring pads may also be used.

Do not allow food spills with a high sugar or

acid content (such as tomatoes, sauerkraut,
fruit juices or pie filling) to remain on the
surface. They may cause dull spots even
after cleaning.

Household ammonia may make the
cleaning job easier. Place 1/2 cup amimonia
in a shallow glass pan and leave in a cold
oven overnight. The ammonia fumes will
help loosen the burned-on grease and food.

When necessary, vou mmay use a comunercial
oven cleaner. Follow the package directions.

Cautions about using spray-on oven
cleaners:

Be careful where the aven cleaner is sprayed.

Do not spray aven cleaner on the electrical
controfs and switches (on some models) because
it coutd cause a short circuit and result in sparking
or fire.

Do not allow a film from the cleaner to remartn an
the temperature sensing bulb——it could cause the
oven to heat improperty. (The bulb fs located at
the rear of the oven.) Caretfully wipe the bulb
clean after each oven cleaning, being careful not
ta move the bulb as a change in its posttion could
affect how the oven bakes.

¢ Do not spray any oven cleaner on the autside
aven door, handles or any exterfor stirface of the
oven, cabinst or painted surfaces. The cleaner can
damage these surfaces.

A WARNING!
ANTI-TIP DEVICE

All ranges can tip and injury could
result.

To prevent accidental tipping of the
range, attach an approved Anti-Tip
device to the wall.

is heavy and can settle into soft floor coverings
such as cushioned vinyl or carpeting. Use care
when moving the range on this type of flooring.

The range should be installed on a sheet of
plywood (or similar material). When the floor
covering ends at the front of the range, the area
that the range will rest on should be built up
with plywood to the same level or higher than
the floor covering.

PROVIDE ADEQUATE
GAS SUPPLY

Your range is designed to operate at a pressure
of 4" of water column on natural gas or, if
designed for LP gas (propane or butane),

107 of water column.

Make sure you are supplying your range with
the type of gas for which it is designed.

This range is convertible for use on natural or
propane gas. If you decide to use this range on
LP gas, conversion must be made by a qualified
LP installer before attermpting o operate the
range on that gas.

For proper operation, the pressure of natural
gas supplied to the regulator must be between
4" and 137 of water column.

For LP gas, the pressure supplied must be
between 10” and 13" of water column.

When checking for proper operation of the
regulator, the inlet pressure must be at least 17
greater than the operating {(manifold) pressure
as given above.

The pressure regulator located at the inlet of the
range manifold must remain in the supply line
regardless of whether natural or LP gas is being
used.

A flexible metal appliance connector used to
connect the range to the gas supply line should
have an 1.D. of 1/2” and be 5 feet in length for
ease of installation.
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CONNECT THE RANGE TO GAS

Shut off the main gas supply valve before
disconnecting the old range and leave it off
until the new hookup has been completed.
Don't forget to relfight the pilot on other gas
appliances when you turn the gas baclk on.

Because hard piping restricts movement of the
range, the use of a CSA International-certified
flexible metal appliance connector is
recommended unless local codes

require a hard-piped connection.

Never use an old connecior when installing a
new range. If the hard piping method is used,
you must carefully align the pipe; the range
cannot be moved after the connection is made.

To prevent gas leaks, put pipe joint compound
on, or wrap pipe thread tape with Teflon*®
around, all male {external} pipe threads.

An adapter may be used only on a 15-amp
circuit. Do not use an adapter on a 20-amp
circuit. Where local codes permit, a
TEMPORARY CONNECTION may be made to a
properly grounded two-prong wall receptacle
by the use of a UL-listed adapter, available at
most hardware stores. The larger slot in the
adapter must be aligned with the larger slot in
the wall receptacle to provide proper polarity in
the connection of the power cord.

Electric ignition models require electrical power
to operate.

If the oven is in use when a power outage
occurs, the burner will shut off and cannot be
re-lit until power is restored.
