B Metal or foil touching the side of
the oven.

M Foil not molded to food (upturned
edges act like antennas).

B Use foil only as recommended in
this manual.

B Metal cookware used during either
speedcook or microwave cooking
(except for the pans provided with
the oven).

W Metal, such as twist-ties, poultry pins,
or gold-rimmed dishes, in the oven.

Bl Recvcled paper towels containing small
metal pieces being used in the oven.

FOODS

B When microwaving, place all foods and
containers on the clear glass trav.

Bl Do not pop popcorn in your oven uriless
in a special microwave popcorn accessory
or unless you use popcorn labeled for use
In microwave ovens.

Bl Do not boil eggs in this oven. Pressure
will build up inside egg volk and will
cause it to burst, possibly resulting
in injury.

Bl Do not operate the oven without food
inside. This may cause damage to the
oven. It increases the heat around the
magnetron and can shorten the life of
the oven.

B Foods with unbroken outer “skin”

B SUPERHEATED WATER

be overhecded beyond the boiling point without
appearing lo be botling. Visible bubbling or
boiling when the container is vemoved from the
microwave oven s not atways present, THIS
COULD RESULT IN VERY HOT LIQUIDS
SUDDENLY BOILING OVER WHEN THE
CONTAINER IS DISTURBED OR A SPOON

Check the package
for proper use.

Bl “Boilable” cooking pouches and tightly
closed plastic bags should be slit,
pierced or vented as directed by
package. If they are not, plastic could
burst during or immediately after

they form a tight seal. When cooking
with containers tightly covered with
plastic wrap, remove covering carefully
and direct steam away from hands
and face.

B Plastic cookware—Plastic cookware
designed for microwave cooking is very
usefu] but should be used cmefu]]‘v
Even microwave-safe plastic may not be
as tolerant of overcooking conditions
as are glass or ceramic materials and
may soften or char if subjected to short
periods of overcooking.

Follow these guidelines:

I. Use microwave-safe plastics only
and use them in strict compliance
with the cookware manufacturer’s
recommendations.

2. Do not microwave em pty containers.

3. Do not permit children to use plastic
cookware without complete supervision.
