The amount of detergent to use depends on whether
your water is hard or soft.

Protect your dishes and dishwasher by contacting
your water department and asking how hard your
water is.Twelve or more grains is extremely hard
wateEAwater softener is recommended. Without it,
lime can build up in the water valve, which could
stickwhile open and cause flooding.
